The article provides a comprehensive analysis of the current state and
features of the functioning of enterprises in the tourism industry of Ukraine under
martial law and global crisis phenomena. Key trends in the transformation of the
tourism industry are highlighted, including the digitalization of business processes,
changing consumer preferences, the activation of domestic tourism, as well as the

growing importance of the hotel sector in generating tax revenues.



The dynamics of tax revenues from the tourism sector for 2021-2024 were
analyzed, segments with positive and negative dynamics were identified, and the
territorial asymmetry of the industry's recovery was characterized. It was
established that in 2024, the total amount of tax revenues reached UAH 2.938
billion, which is 31.6% higher than in 2021. The greatest increase is observed in
the hotel sector, which indicates an increase in demand for hotel services.
Particular attention is paid to the analysis of niche tourism formats, in particular
campsites, which, despite their small volumes, demonstrate a high growth rate.

A regional analysis of the state of the tourism industry of Ukraine in 2024
was conducted, taking into account the impact of military operations and the
consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic. It was found that there is a significant
differentiation of tax revenue indicators from tourism entities by region. The
leaders of the industry include the city of Kyiv, Lviv, Ivano-Frankivsk and Kyiv
regions, which demonstrate sustainable growth due to the development of domestic
tourism, improvement of transport infrastructure and preservation of tourist
attractiveness. It was found that in 2024, almost all regions demonstrate positive
dynamics compared to 2023, which is evidence of a gradual recovery of the
industry. Key spatial growth centers have been identified and the feasibility of
supporting regional tourism in safe regions as a strategic direction of state tourism
policy in wartime conditions has been substantiated.

A promising strategy for the post-war development of the industry is
proposed, based on the principles of regionalization, state support, infrastructure

modernization, and digital transformation.
