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IMPLEMENTATION OF THE EXPERIENCE OF ACADEMIC SUCCESS CENTERS
IN THE USA INTO THE PRACTICE OF UKRAINIAN UNIVERSITIES

The article examines the peculiarities of student support centers in higher education institutions of
Ukraine (on the example of Borys Grinchenko Kyiv Metropolitan University, Ukrainian Catholic
University, and Kryvyi Rih State Pedagogical University). It is established that the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine issued an order on 20.02.2024 to implement a pilot project for
establishing and operating student support centers in 2024-2025, making a step towards introducing
foreign experience into the Ukrainian higher education system. It is found that the model for the
establishment of such centers is Academic Success Centers at US universities, which activities are
aimed at helping students adapt to university life, providing psychological assistance and educational
support. The key idea of academic success centers is to provide comprehensive assistance to higher
education students in order to retain students, improve academic performance, and prepare them for
future careers. It is determined that Ukrainian student support centers focus their efforts on the
adaptation of freshmen, provide psychological support to participants in the educational process, offer
courses in advanced study of core disciplines and courses covering a wide range of relevant topics
aimed at developing skills, knowledge and competencies for modern society (psychological support,
media literacy, international law, leadership, etc.) and conducting educational and research studies.
The centers contribute to students' harmonious personal development and professional growth. In
addition, the centers also provide support for applicants, helping with paperwork, pre-university
training, including preparation for the NMT, and postgraduate education. This study has highlighted
the need for a thorough study of the basic principles and activities of Academic Success Centers in US
universities and student support centers in Ukrainian higher education institutions in order to
implement best practices in educational practice.

challenges accompany it. One of the key
issues is the demographic situation. The
low birth rate in Ukraine is compounded
by the problem of the outflow of young
people abroad, in particular due to the
war. As of 2023, 665,000 students,
schoolchildren, and 25,000 teachers and
lecturers left Ukraine. About 80,000
students became internally displaced,
and about 2,000 academic staff stopped

teaching and research at higher
education  institutions [2]. These
demographic processes are already

significantly affecting education, and this

trend will likely intensify in the future.

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education institutions is becoming
increasingly fierce, especially between
universities that are actively competing
for applicants. In such conditions, only
those universities that provide high-
quality training of specialists in demand
in the labor market will have a chance to
develop. This competition, despite the
demographic crisis and migration
challenges, should help improve the
accessibility and quality of education.

Another negative factor for the higher
education system was the COVID-19
pandemic and lockdowns, which resulted
in many students losing the opportunity
to receive quality education. The problem
was exacerbated by the destruction of
higher education buildings, which further
complicated access to education.

Despite these difficulties, the
Ukrainian education system is
undergoing active changes aimed at:
improving the quality of education;
digitalizing the educational process;
integrating the latest technologies; and
ensuring access to education for all
population segments.

The Ukrainian higher education
system is actively integrating with the
international community, implementing
innovative programs and striving to
ensure the quality and accessibility of
education even in difficult conditions.

Current state of the issue. An
important basis for the study of aspects
of Academic Success Centers in US
universities is the results of scientific
research by American investigators
G. Davis, J.B. James, N. McDaniel "The
Student Success Center at Auburn
University", who analyzed the theoretical
and practical aspects of academic
success centers in US universities [12]. In
the article "Assessing Impact of Academic
Interventions Through Student
Perceptions of Academic Success", the
team of researchers T. Adams,
J. Osborne, and R. Parlier analyzed the
impact of Academic Success Centers on
student achievement [10]. Moreover, this
segment of scientific research is
represented by modern Ukrainian studies
by M. Bratko "Factors of Academic

Aim of the research. To analyze the
peculiarities of the functioning of
Ukrainian analogues of academic success
centers at US universities, to identify
their features and to outline the
prospects for the functioning of such
centers at Ukrainian universities.

Results and discussion. Higher
education institutions strive not only to
attract applicants to study, but also to
provide them with all the necessary
conditions for successful completion of
the educational process and obtaining a
diploma. The interest of educational
institutions in results is driven by the
need to maintain their reputation,
demonstrate a high level of academic
training and train competitive specialists.
To achieve this goal, universities
implement various programs to support
students, adapt them to learning, provide
academic support, and create
opportunities for the development of
professional and  personal  skills.
Graduates' success is an indicator of the
quality of education and increases the
prestige of the university both among
potential applicants and in the labor
market.

For our study, we have chosen the US
higher education system. It is known that
the US is a world leader in research,
innovation and development. American
universities are among the top global
educational rankings. This is a testament
to the quality of education, advanced

research, and the effectiveness of
educational methods.
When studying the US higher

education system, it is worth paying
attention to academic success centers.
These centers allow students to develop
skills that contribute to academic success

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and social adaptation. Their goal is to
help students achieve academic and
personal goals through effective learning,
the development of interpersonal skills,
personal responsibility, and leadership
skills [1].

According to the American model of
academic success centers, students have
the opportunity not only to improve their
academic performance, but also to get
employed as tutors, mentors, or academic
advisors. The main purpose of such
employment is professional training.
Students who demonstrate maturity and
a responsible attitude to work perform
their duties by established standards and
job descriptions, similar to university
employees [11].

On February 20, 2024, the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine issued
an order to implement a pilot project for
establishing and operating student
support centers in higher education
institutions in 2024-2025. The list of
institutions to implement these centers
includes nine higher education
institutions of Ukraine [3]. This order
officially launched the creation of student
support centers in Ukraine.

Borys Grinchenko Kyiv Metropolitan
University has a Center for Self-Discovery
and Self-Development at the Faculty of
Pedagogical Education. The Department
of Educology and Psychological and
Pedagogical Sciences is in charge of the
Center's activities.

The purpose of the center is to create
organizational, pedagogical, and
technological conditions for self-discovery
and self-development of future preschool
teachers and primary school teachers.

The objectives of the center are:
adaptation of first-year students to the
educational process of a higher education
institution; formation of anatomical,
physiological, psychological and
pedagogical knowledge about a person at
different stages of his or her development;
psychological and pedagogical support of

students; formation of students'
readiness for professional self-
identification and personal and

professional development; design of an

The course content consists of several
parts:

1. "Introduction to University Studies".
The content of the course curriculum is
aimed at adapting students to university
life, developing critical thinking, forming
psycho-emotional stability, and acquiring
effective learning skills. The program is
also focused on  promoting the
constructive entry of first-year students
into the social and psychological space of
the university, forming an understanding
and promoting a culture of academic
integrity, as well as developing academic
and professional motivation.

2. "God and I". The course is aimed at
familiarizing students with the experience
of Christian witness to the encounter with
God, as well as with the dynamics of
Christian life and faith. Its goal is to
reveal the essence of the Christian
position and its significance for the
modern person.

3. "People and I". The course reveals to
students the importance and essence of
interpersonal relationships, promotes the
development of family and community life
skills, and the ability to open up to the
needs of others and achieve harmony
between individual and social interests. It
explains what it means to live a good life,
as well as why and how to achieve it.

4. "World and I". The course aims to
show students the importance of a
responsible attitude to the world, global
processes, and their generation's
challenges. It also introduces the
Christian vision of social development

and progress, emphasizing the
importance of holistic personal
development [8].

The curriculum consists of four

interrelated modules, each aimed at the
harmonious development of the student
as a person and a member of society. The

University Electives are an integral
part of the elective part of the curriculum
of all programs and contribute to the
formation of an individual educational
trajectory of students.

- broaden their horizons in the socio-
political, cultural, spiritual, and
environmental spheres;

- acquire general knowledge of culture,
religion, science, art, history, philosophy,
and interdisciplinary visionary knowledge

- develop critical and  reflective
thinking, as well as stress resistance and
the ability to respond to the challenges of
the modern world;

- to gain experience in international
interaction, volunteering, and scientific
research;

- to form a moral position and temper
character;

- gain additional competencies that are
in demand in the labor market.

These courses are held in Ukrainian
and English. Here is a list of some of the
courses and a brief description.

"Mind Control" in Hybrid Warfare". The
course provides students with an
understanding of the tactics, techniques,
procedures and tools of destructive
psychological influence. As part of the
course, students will learn about the
history of propaganda and psychological
manipulation, as well as gain knowledge
of modern methods of individual and
group influence, both directly and
through the online environment, media
and other means of "mind control".

"Leadership in Volunteering". The
course is a practically oriented discipline
designed for students who are leaders

"Fundamentals of International
Security". The course focuses on current
trends in international security and
conflicts. Through lectures, discussions,
debates, and analysis, students will
explore what security is in the modern
world, what threats exist or shape reality,
what terrorism and hybrid warfare
means, what role international security
institutions play, and whether wars can
be prevented. Special attention is paid to
the role and place of Ukraine in the
modern international security system.

"Project Management Fundamentals".
The course is dedicated to project
management, including methodology
selection, planning, monitoring, project
communications, change management,
project evaluation and completion.

"Entrepreneurial Mindset". The course
is designed for students with experience
in entrepreneurship or implementing
various projects. It aims to research
current issues in the field of startups and
analyze the problems that students may
face in their professional activities.

"Psychological Workshop". This
academic discipline aims to familiarize
students with practical methods of
providing psychological assistance. Each
class is dedicated to a separate
psychotherapeutic intervention. By
performing practical tasks and analyzing
their experience, students acquire
practical skills in researching
psychological content and methods of
working with them [8].

The courses offer a wide range of
relevant topics aimed at developing skills,
knowledge and competencies for modern
society. From understanding destructive
psychological effects in the context of
hybrid warfare to leadership in
volunteerism, international security
studies, project management basics, and
entrepreneurial mindset, each discipline
provides a theoretical framework and
practical experience. Particular attention
is paid to the development of critical
thinking, analysis of modern challenges,
and application of knowledge in practice.

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The center also offers tutoring services.
The center's website lists the main
functions of a tutor:

- informational (to inform about
educational and organizational aspects,
university-wide events, opportunities,
etc;)

- consulting (advising on
administrative issues of academic life:
expulsion and renewal, scholarship
applications, etc;)

- formational and educational (to foster

Christian values in the student
environment);

- motivational (to stimulate interest in
learning);

- monitoring and control (to monitor
student performance) [8].

The tutoring service has a more
informational and advisory character,
possibly due to the specifics of the
center's work.

Thus, the Center for Teaching and
Learning Excellence at the Ukrainian
Catholic University is a key body that

implements innovative approaches to
learning and teaching, ensuring the
development of teaching skills and

supporting the holistic development of
students. First of all, it supports adapting
to a new role and university life and
forming a full-fledged vision of oneself in
society and the world. University
Electives serve as an additional source of
knowledge in Psychology, Sociology, Law,
Leadership, Management, and
Philosophy. The Center promotes the
harmonious personal development of
students, their professional growth and
awareness of responsibility to society,
providing quality training of specialists
with Christian moral principles.

The Student Support Center at Kryvyi
Rih State Pedagogical University offers a
wide range of services: admission
support, psychological, social, academic
support, and employment.

Admission support includes assistance
with paperwork, organization of special
conditions for admission, and support
during adaptation to the educational
process.

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Psychological support manifests in
identifying learning difficulties, assisting
with learning adaptation, preventing
conflict situations, individual and group
work, and organization of cooperation
between individuals and groups.

Social support is expressed in working
with vulnerable social groups to ensure
comfortable learning conditions,
providing free legal advice and supporting
students who combine study and work or
receive education in two specialties.

Academic support includes assistance
in overcoming learning challenges,
ensuring the accessibility of educational
materials for students with special needs,
and monitoring the needs of students as
they adapt to the educational process.

The Student Support Center provides
several educational services: pre-
university training (preparation for NMT,
preparatory courses in Physics),
postgraduate education, a robotics
school, climbing and speech therapy.

The center also promotes student
employment by  offering available
vacancies in Ukrainian educational
institutions [5].

The Student Support Center at Kryvyi
Rih State Pedagogical University provides
comprehensive assistance to students
throughout the educational process. It
offers a wide range of services aimed at
creating  favorable conditions for
comfortable learning and development.

Among the main areas of the center's
work is support for applicants at the
admission stage, including assistance in
paperwork and adaptation to the
educational environment, ensuring a
smooth transition to the educational
process. The center also offers
psychological support to help overcome
personal difficulties, establish teamwork
and create a favorable environment for
self-development. Special attention is
paid to social assistance, which is
especially important for students from
vulnerable categories. This includes legal
advice and support for those who
combine their studies with other
commitments. In addition, the center
provides academic support to help

Also, students have access to
vacancies in educational institutions,
which contributes to their professional
development. Moreover, the center
organizes educational programs such as
pre-university training, postgraduate
education, a robotics school, rock
climbing, and speech therapy. Through
these initiatives, the center contributes to
the comfortable adaptation of students,
their personal development and
professional fulfillment.

Conclusions and
perspectives. Despite the
current challenges, Ukraine's higher
education system continues to be
reformed in line with current realities.
Higher education institutions focus their
efforts on attracting applicants, ensuring
their successful adaptation, retention in
the educational process and successful
completion of studies with a diploma. In
this context, it is worth studying the
experience of Academic Success Centers
at US universities.

In accordance with the order of the
Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine on the implementation of a pilot
project for the creation and operation of
student support centers in 2024-2025,
Ukrainian higher education institutions
have begun to actively develop a network
of such centers. The common areas of
work of the above-mentioned centers are
psychological support, adaptation of
students to the educational process, and
promotion of personal development. The
differences lie in the specialization of
each center: at Borys Grinchenko Kyiv
Metropolitan University, attention is

focused on self-discovery of future
teachers, at the Ukrainian Catholic
University — on holistic development

through worldview courses and teaching
skills, and at Kryvyi Rih State Pedagogical
University — on comprehensive support
for students, including social and
academic aspects.

In our opinion, it is necessary to study
in depth the organization and functioning
of academic success centers at US
