CITIES AND TOWNS OF UKRAINE
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Kharkiv is the second largest city in Ukraine after Kyiv.

It is an administrative centre of Kharkiv region, the historical capital of Slobidska Ukraina.

The history of Ukrainian Cossatstvo is closely connected with the region.

The generally accepted date of foundation of Kharkiv is 1654/1655. First it was a fortress.

But its favourable geographic location contributed to the transformation of the fortress into
a trading, technological and industrial centre.

For 16 years Kharkiv was Ukraine's capital which helped it to become a large scientific,
cultural and educational centre. In terms of industrial enterprises, higher educational institutes,
colleges and research institutes Kharkiv ranks the second place in the country after Kyiv.

Odesa is a very special city, a true gem on the Black sea coast. It is 200 years old. The
founder of Odessa was Due de Richelieu (later Prime Minister of France). The city developed as a
port and trading centre, attracting many people from all over the world. With its beautiful harbour on
the Black Sea, Odesa has become Ukraine's "Southern Window" to Europe and an important cultural
resort within a very short period of time. The port is the city's heart. Ukraine's independent
commercial fleet is moored here and the harbour is always filled with an endless stream of tankers
and cruise ships.

Zaporizhzhya is a beautiful city in the south Ukraine. It is a land of plenty, situated behind
the Dnipro rapids, which were once inaccessible. This city is a cradle of Zaporizke Cossatstvo,
famous beyond the bounds of Ukraine. Khortytsya, the largest island on the Dnieper is a green
emerald of Zaporizhya. Dniprohes, the most powerful electric station in Europe in the 30-s is situated
here.

Lviv, is the ancient capital of Galychyna.

Lviv, "Lion city" was named by its founder the Galycian-Volynian King Danylo Galitsky, in
honour ofhis son Lev. The city was first mentioned in Galycian-Volynian Cronicle in
1256.

Busy trade led to the city's dramatic development and prosperity. As early as the 15-th
century the city had its own mint, water supply system and regular international post. The streets
were paved with cobbled stones and new houses were constantly being built.

Lviv is a great cultural centre of Ukraine. Besides its 16 museums, a philharmonic society
and circus several theatres perform in Lviv.
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Pereyasliv-Khmelnitsky is a real wonder. The town is situated not far from Kyiv, and
happens to be the third oldest town in Ukraine after Kyiv and Chernigiv. Here the mighty prince
Volodymyr Monomakh wrote his remarkable Exhortation and his letter to Prince Oleh
Svyatoslavovych. Here the biographies of the first Martyrs of the Land of Rus Borys and Hlib were
written. The town survived all the wars and invasions and nowadays it has no fewer than 22
museums.

Chernihiv is the second oldest city in Ukraine after Kyiv. Historical science testifies to the
fact that people settled in the area one hundred thousand years ago. The history of Chernihiv is the
history of the struggle of its inhabitants for freedom and social justice. The Chernihiv Cossacks
proved to be valiant warriors and distinguished themselves in so many military battles.

There are a lot of historical and cultural monuments to fascinate you. Museum of M.
Kotsyubynsky (a prominent Ukrainian writer), Antoniyev's Caves, Spasky and Troyitsky Cathedrals
and wonderful landscapes on the Desna river will surely attract your attention. The Desna river on
which the city is situated is lauded in numerous songs and legends. It has become a symbol of this

land. "I am glad to have been born on your banks, the Desnal, wrote Alexander Dovzhenko,
prominent film producer and writer. Every visitor to this enchanted land cannot but agree with him.
Nowadays Chernihiv is a district and regional centre.

Dnipropetrovsk was founded in 1776. At first ii was a small provincial town, named
Katerynoslav. Today it is a large industrial centre on banks of the Dnieper. The city is well-known
for developed ferrous metallurgy, complex machine building, metalworking and chemical industries.

Dnipropetrovsk can boast of many historical and architectural monuments, among them the
monument to General Yefym Pushkin, the Transfiguration Cathedral, Shevchenko Park with its
famous island and fresh-water aquarium.

Whatever the Weather

Because of the large size of the United States, the regions of the country experience vastly
different seasons and types of weather. The particular weather of a region or state often serves to
identify that region. For example, the people of the northern state, Minnesota, just south of the
US/Canadian border and an area known for long, cold, snowy winters, call themselves, "the
frozen chosen" people of the North. Often people of the Pacific-Northwestern states of Oregon
and Washington are characterized as emotional, moody and sensitive because of the gray, rainy
weather they often receive.

There are four major weather regions in the United States. The largest region comprises
much of the United States and it is the Northeast, Northern and Midwestern states. It extends
from Maine toward the Rocky Mountains in Colorado and north to the Great Lakes states and
includes all the Midwest states as far south as Maryland. The weather in this region follows a
very traditional four-season pattern. All of the seasons are clearly defined with a snowy, cold
winter while summers are hot and humid. The more temperate spring is a burst of green and
colorful flowers while the autumn months in this area glow in the colors of the gold, red and
orange changing leaves.

The Southeastern states from Virginia and Tennessee south to Florida and Louisiana are
much milder in winter and a bit warmer in spring and fall than in the north. The summers are
hotter and especially humid (often referred to as "muggy") and generally known to be
unpleasant.

The third region has probably the mildest winters in the United States but the hottest
weather overall. It is the Southwestern states, from Texas westward to Arizona and including
Nevada, Arizona and Utah. This region also includes California although parts of California,
mainly those on the ocean, are much more temperate. Winter in this area typically lasts from
December to February and rarely gets colder than +15 degrees Celsius. Summers, on the other
hand, can get as hot as 45 degrees C, in some places such as the southern Californian Mohove
desert. There is very little rain in spring, summer and fall and the heat in summer is a very dry
heat and not at all humid like in the Northeast and Southern states.

The Pacific Northwest is the smallest and least known of the US weather regions. It is
comprised of just the states of Oregon and Washington. This area is known as the "rain shadow"
of the United States as it receives up to 300 days of rain or wet weather per year. Winters and
summers are mild and the other seasons are usually somewhere in between. Many people flock
to this region for its gray, melancholy weather while still others flee these states for more sunny
climates.
