9. Goose egQ - (orpumaru mymsoBmii pesyrstar) a term used figuratively for lack of
success in any endeavor; an instance of not scoring or of missing a point, so-called
from the slang term for the numeral “0”.

10. Go up in smoke — (zaxinunrucs miunm) t0 be unsuccessful, to fail or flop.



11. Flash in the pan - (HeBmana cipo6a) an instant but short-lived success; a
failure after an impressive beginning.

12. Lay an egg - (3a3uaTtu Heaayi) to fail miserably.

13. Lead balloon - (nosmuit mposan) a failure, fiasco, or flop; an attempt to
entertain or communicate that fails to elicit a desirable response.

14, Lemon - (00’ekt, sikuii He BuIpaBAaB Hamiii)an object of inferior
quality; something that fails to meet expectations.

15. Miss the boat — (morepuitn mepmauy, He orpumarn 6Gaxamoro) tO0 lose an
opportunity or chance; to fail to understand.

16. Take a bath — (zasmaru xpaxy) t0 be ruined financially, to lose everything, to
go to the cleaners; usually used in reference to a specific financial venture.

17. Washed out - (mposayiutu) to have met with failure or financial ruin.

18. Wither on the vine — (zacoxuyrn ma xopeni) t0 fail to mature, develop, or
