The results of author’s investigations and literary data on ciliates of the class Suctorea of
Ukrainian fauna are summarized in the monograph. Book contains the general characteristic
of class Suctorea, information on morphology of its representatives, their ecology and distri-
bution. The views on suciorian origin, phylogeny and systematics of the group are also dis-
cussed. Keys for the identification and diagnoses of 3 subclasses, 9 orders, 2 suborders,
24 families, 41 genera and 102 species of suctorians are presented. The English keys to the
taxa are also included in the Abstract.

The monograph is dedicated for zoologists, parasitologists, hydrobiologists, faunal re-
searchers and taxonomists as for lecturers and students of higher education schools.
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
