He’s
entered a game of moral chance. When it’s over, he’s as likely to go down as a hero or as a baby killer. The only
difference between Trombley and any number of other Marines who 've shot or killed people they shouldn’t have
is that he got caught. And this only happened because the battalion stopped moving long enough for the innocent
victims to catch up with it (1d.).

Vygivskyi V. L. Genre Aspects of the Mental and Communicative Interaction in the Military Personnel’s
Professional Environment.

The article highlights the pragmatic aspect of the speech analysis, which involves the examination of the
relationship between personal motivational modalities of the subjects of the communicative situation and
structural-semantic features of the communicative events components that ultimately implements a specific
speech genre. The textual realization of genre invariance in the military journalism is characterized by the
obligatory structure of genre forms and compositional speech methods, classifying speech genres on the basis of
the informative and/or phatic purpose of the communication. The author combines content components and their
verbal expression due to the following compositional speech techniques, first, direct dialogues in the first person
with the preservation of signs of the spontaneous oral speech, and secondly, he narrates about the events in the
form of the third person mostly with final conclusions and comments. The dialogical component of the author's
narration is a compositional dominant of the dynamic description of the events, followed by both personal and
collective analysis of problems where the possibility of the analytical review is granted to the direct
communicants of the events. The author employs as many participants in the acts of the communication as
possible, which increases the objectivity degree of the conclusions. The combination of colloguial syntax
elements with the emotionally-attitudinal vocabulary of the reduced stylistic register, the actualization of verbal
humour techniques, the immediate presence of a military journalist as an observer and an analyst in the combat
zone, in its turn, intensify the pragmatic effect of the author's interpretation of the ways of regulation of
situational-communicative relations in the environment of the military.
