But | feel that at this point in our country's history, it is
Important that we not reverse marriage equality, that we not reverse Roe v. Wade,

that we stand up against Citizens United, we stand up for the rights of people in the



workplace, that we stand up and basically say: The Supreme Court should represent
all of us.

That's how | see the court, and the kind of people that | would be looking to nominate
to the court would be in the great tradition of standing up to the powerful, standing
up on behalf of our rights as Americans.
