Movement activity as constituents of
culture of free time of adult women.
Free time is an important means of
forming the personality of a person,
promotes processes of restoration of
mental and physical efficiency. An
important component of leisure is motor
activity, as an integral part of the rational
way of life of the individual. Objectives of
the study: to find out the availability of
free time in adult women living in rural
and urban areas; determine the types of
activity characteristic of adult women in
their free time; determine the place of
motor activity in the leisure structure of
adult women. Methods of research:
theoretical analysis and generalization of
data of scientific and methodical
literature, sociological methods,
mathematical and statistical processing of

research results.

The research was conducted by
questionnaires of women, in which 1864
adult women participated, of which 1119
women live in cities and 745 in rural
areas. As a result of the survey, it was
found that women living in rural areas
have considerably less free time than
women living in urban areas: only 14,4%
of women in rural areas have free time
every day, sometimes — 34,5% of adult
women, almost never — 51,5%. Among
women living in cities, 55,7% have free
time every day, sometimes — 34,5% of
respondents and almost never — 9,8% of
adult women.

In rural areas, women in their free time
mostly  prefer  watching television
programs  (22,2%), embroider, bind
(20,0%), visits neighbors (18,5%). Urban
women are engaged in personal matters in
their free time (29,8%), communicate with
their friends (28,2%), watching television
programs (27,8%).

Specially organized motor activity in the
structure of free time of adult women
living in rural areas is ranked 9 among all
hobbies, and among urban women — 5
rating places. Specially organized motor
activity is characteristic of 22,4% of
women of the first mature age, 19,5% of
women of the second mature age and
15,1% of women of retirement age, that is,
with age, the number of women engaged
in physical exercise is decreasing.
