The article is devoted to the analysis of the scientific approaches to description
of syntactical synonymy and investigation of predicative constructions with the
infinitive (VOSI-constructions), predicative constructions with participle I (VOSING-
constructions) and Complement Clause in Early New English. Syntactic synonymy
has always attracted linguists’ attention. It is one of the types of linguistic diversity of
various language elements and means for the transmission of the same content.
Linguists have always tried to distinguish the basic criteria of synonymic syntactic
constructions, identify the peculiarities of their functioning in speech and define the
principles of separating syntactic synonyms from other relative linguistic means. The
choice of syntactic synonyms among a large number of existing homogeneous entities

is based on taking into consideration not only similarity in content and syntactic



value, but also the structure of the comparable units. Functional syntactic principle
of studying synonyms in the field of syntactic forms involves taking into account the
syntactic role of elements in the construction of phrases and sentences. Different
sentence models expressing one common meaning and sentence elements that are
used in the same function can be considered to be syntactic synonyms. Predicative
constructions with the infinitive (VOSI-constructions), predicative constructions with
participle I (VOSING-constructions) and Complement Clause in Early New English
are correlated as multi-level functional syntactic synonyms because of their
grammatical subordination in relation to the verb, as the main part of the sentence,
and on the basis of the performing the same function in the sentence.
