The article deals with the step-by-step formation of the English-language
professionally oriented dialogical speech of journalism students. The features of
professional dialogical speech, functional types of professional dialogues are
analyzed. The system of exercises for teaching foreign language professional
dialogue of future media professionals and criteria for its selection are
determined. The following stages of the formation of English language
dialogical speech of journalism students are mentioned: preparatory, receptive-
reproductive, receptive-productive, productive. Examples of exercises, which
are performed during the study of the English language professional
communication, are given.
