ENGLISH EXISTENTIAL SENTENCE IN THE GENERATIVE PERSPECTIVE

The article proves the necessity of Chomsky’s Minimalist framework
application. It allows to explain the generation process of any sentence
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as well as of the existential construction. The generative methods
are relevant to explain the ways of grammatical subject generation
in the existential sentence, to analyze the deviant agreement of a verb
and a post-verbal noun phrase, to reveal the peculiarities of a definite NP
in the structure of the existential construction.
