Task 1. Based on your lesson plan, decide on the following: 1) three positive aspects of the lesson and
three aspects that you feel need work; 2) one or more tasks you would like to set up; 3) two or three aspects
of the teaching that you will need, in your opinion, attention in the planning for the next lesson (content,
relationship, balance of activities etc); 4) think about the reasons why you as a teacher might have behaved
as you did: 5) select areas in your lesson plan that you, as the teacher, would like to discuss with your peer-
students and mentor, and what would you like to gain from the discussion.

Task 2. The process of articulating what happened in the lesson often leads to insights which excite
teachers and give them confidence. Comment on “What you have learnt’ from it.

Task 3. Consider the task of teaching. What aspects of your teaching might you wish to be observed and
analysed further by your peer-students and mentor. Make a list of those issues, e.g. time you spend talking in
the classroom, the ways you correct you students’ errors and give them feedback, how much time you allow
your learners to interact with each other, how you can improve your classroom management skills etc.

Task 4. One difficulty frequently encountered by teachers is the problem of maintaining discipline. It can,
at times, become a serious problem. Name the causes of discipline problems. Can you suggest ways in which
teachers could resolve them?
