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LEADER’S IMAGE IN UKRAINIAN
LANGUAGE WORLDVIEW DURING SHARP
SOCIAL AND POLITICAL CHANGES

Language consciousness remains relevant object
of scientific study. Using associative experiment
as the main method of studying lexical items in
psycholinguistic perspective is going up. The
psychological structure of meaning, which forms
individual and collective language worldview,
is constantly affected by both lingual and non-
lingual factors. That is why the dynamics of such a
structure and identification of possible changes in the
components are to be relevant and worth studying.

In  2014-2016 the Ukrainian society has
experienced a lot of sharp feelings associated with
abrupt changes in the socio-political area of Ukraine.
Studying the word LEADER via the associative
experiment allowed to determine the nature of
the changes in the psychological structure of its
meaning influenced by external factors as well as
shows the leader’s image while social and political
destabilization. We examined 450 respondents aged
from 17 to 70, living in different regions of Ukraine.
The data was analised through the specific computer
programme «Stimulus» which was specially created
for psycholinguistic research of such a character.
Via the «Stimulus» we identified the nuclear and
peripheral elements of the LEADER’S associative
field, calculated the associations’ frequency indices,
determined the character of associative links and
the semantic components actualized, showed the
dynamics of LEADER’S connotative component for
the period of 2014-2016.

The nuclear reaction to the stimulus LEADER
obtained is npesngeHT  (President)  (0.054).
Unexpected result was the number of blank responses
to this stimulus (the frequency index of refusals is
even greater than the reaction npesugeHT frequency,
and it appeared to be 0.083). Thus, refusal as a special
type of reaction has taken place in the nuclear part of
the stimulus’s associative field (AF).

Over 17% of respondents refused to respond
meaningfully to the stimulus LEADER. In the AF
near periphery the following responses are noticed:
napTia (napTii) (party) with a total frequency index
of 0,042; a (I) (0.040); ronosHuin (chief) (0.036);
cuna (cunbHWiA) strength (strong) with a total index
of 0.024; moauHa (person) (0.013); nepwwii (first)
(0.013); kepiBHuK (Head) (0.013). A lot of personal
names of Ukrainian contemporary politicians are
found in the AF periphery, for example Yanukovych
(Yanyk) (the total index is 0.009); Yarosh (0.004);

(0.002) Saakashvili (0.002). The historical names has
appeared: Hitler (0.004); Bandera (0.002); Makhno
(0,002); Moses (0.002); Sparta (0.002); and the
geographical names (Ukraine (0.002); Kyiv (0.002))
have been also found out. The total percentage of
names in the stimulus’s LEADER associative field
was 8.5%. In the lexical-semantic structure of the
LEADER gememe Ukrainian language consciousness
actualizes two lexical-semantic variants: «Someone
who leads the party or social organization» (25.8%
correlated responses) and «Someone who occupies
a leading place» (10.9% correlated responses). So,
during the socio-political crisis the «head» appeared
to be more important for the Ukrainians than anyone
who is the best and leading. The distribution of the
reactions according to the associative Gestalt zones
(Markovina, 2000; Terekhova, 2013) showed that
Ukrainian linguistic consciousness primarily reflects
leader as the status or a subject (22% responses, such
as npe3ngeHT (President) 0.250; a (1) 0.180; noguHa
(man) 0.061; kepisHuk (chief) 0.061; nepemo>kelb
(winner) 0.050; ronosa (head)0.040; ronosa fep>kasu
(head of state) 0.020; xnonui 3 ATO (guys from the
ATO zone) 0.010 and others). The Ukrainians also
stressed on the characteristics of a leader (23% of
responses). In this group the following responses are
found: ronosHuii (main) 0.148; nepwwii (the first)
0.066; BnesHeHnin (confident) 0.056; cnpaBegnBUIA
(fair) 0.047; wuyechuit (honest) 0.046; po3ymHuin
(clever) 0.037; xapusmaTwuyHuin (charismatic) 0.028;
3axucHuk (defender) 0.009; naTpioT (patriot) 0.009,
and others. 17% of the responses provided to the
stimulus LEADER were emotional. Most Ukrainians
noted the absence of a leader, for the desired
characteristics and actions have not been performed.
The total index of such reactions as Hemae, HixToO,
HEMa Takoro, BiACYTHiCTb, npobnema, HeMae B
YkpaiHi (no, no this, that’s a problem, not in Ukraine,
etc.) in the stimulus’s LEADER assosiative field was
as high as 0.287, and it greatly exceeds the frequency
index of nuclear reaction npe3ugeHT (President)
0.054. The actions of the leader are less important for
the Ukrainians today, for only 4% of the responses
are fixed in this part of AF. Nevertheless, the most
important function of a leader in the Ukrainians’
worldview is leading; the total frequency index in
the group describing leading is 0.336. The responses
MeHe>KMeHT (management) (0.110) and nparHeHHs
HUM (nigepom) 6yTw (the desire to be a leader) (0.056)
are among other reactions in the area of «Action». So,
modem Ukrainians are susceptible to the authority

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of a confident and fair person in the case of the state
leader. However, they highly criticize the real heads
(as much as the absolute refusal to respond to the
stimulus) and actively emphasize on the absence of
an acceptable leader (intelligent and charismatic) in
modem Ukraine because of not seeing the ideal in
reality. Meanwhile, striving to be a leader appeared to
be a stable feature of the modem Ukrainian language
consciousness that is sufficiently represented in
the stimulus’s AF. Evaluation of the stimulus’s
connotations as a whole and for specific periods of
questioning, is determined on the basis of the average
rate. This average rate is produced by rating the
reactions’ connotations and associative links on the
scale of -2/0/2. LEADER’S connotative component,
as the experimental results show, is positive: 67%
of respondents produced positive associative links
compared with 23% neutral and 9% negative links.
Study of the connotative component dynamics of
the stimulus LEADER in survey years (2014-2016)
reflected the tendency of a small decline in the
positive perception of the stimulus in 2015 (with the
positive rate is almost 0) in comparison with the rate
in 2014 (0.3). But in the period from 2015 to 2016
the positivity in perception of LEADER increased
sharply from 0 in 2015 to 0.8 in 2016. This increase
indicates positive zones of the leader’s image in the
Ukrainian language worldview today.

Thus, the changes in the components of
psychological structure of LEADER meaning
are obvious. They are caused by sharp social and
political changes in Ukraine during 2014-2016 and
reflected in the stimulus’s LEADER associative
field by many ways. First is the great number of
emotionally evaluative responses that reflect criticism
of the current political sphere. Second is quite a high
percentage of personal names appealing to the modem
Ukrainian politicians and, the third, there is a vivid
dynamics of connotative component for the period of
the survey.
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
