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TOWARDS THE DEVELOPMENT OF CREATIVE ACTIVITY OF
YOUNGER SCHOOLERS

Summary. The creative development of elementary school students is
subjective features, and therefore does not have an equal flow in each child. This is
due to genetic inclinations, among which the character and peculiarities of
temperament, which are manifested in activity, emotionality, qualities of motor
skills, 1impulsivity, desire for mental risk, purposefulness, efficiency,
independence, originality, activity, are of wide importance.

Modern pedagogy aims to develop the latest scientific foundations for
effective education and upbringing. This requires some studies of related sciences
(philosophy, psychology, physiology, etc.) knowledge of creativity. In order to this
knowledge, the special place is occupied by the methods of creative development
of the individual and the practice of their use, since it depends on the effective
methodology of the development of creative abilities and the degree of formation
of the daily strategy of the subject of learning.

Philosophy interprets creativity as a form of human activity, in the process
of which produce qualitatively new material and spiritual values, and as the ability
of a person from a product provided by reality to create a new reality that satisfies
the diverse social needs of the individual.

The present conditions, modern tasks before pedagogy require not
elementary observation of manifestations of children's creative abilities, but

creation of the best conditions for creative development of younger students. There



is a need for a clear scientific base that would allow teachers to carry out such a
complex process at a sufficiently scientific and professional level.

"Creative development" is a moving process of personality formation, it
aims at expanding the range of abilities (cognitive, intellectual, special: artistic,
mathematical, etc.) and personal qualities (emotionality, boldness of imagination,
fantasy, intuition, etc.). They are identified and enriched in the practice of various
activities, its results are characterized by novelty and originality.

The experience of many domestic and foreign educators testifies to the
possibility of developing the qualities of a creative personality among younger
students. For this purpose it is advisable to give students maximum opportunities
to test themselves in creativity. Start with the simplest of tasks. Creativity training
should be based on program teaching material in various subjects, as well as an
accentuated system of tasks. By mastering the experience of creative activity,
characteristic of its action, students learn to vary stereotypes of thinking, learn to
deviate from old thoughts, to construct new ideas to the realization of the first
learned or new content.

The basic conditions for the development of the creative personality of a
younger student, according to scientists, suggest the interaction between external
and internal factors, between the genetic predisposition of creative talent and the
conditions that please the environment.
