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CHAPTER I. Fundamentals of Higher
School Pedagogy

MODULE 1

Review Lecture: The subject matter, the tasks and the
main categories of Higher School Pedagogy. Higher School
as a pedagogical system. Pedagogical research methods.

The objective of the lecture: Explanation and clarification
of theoretical and methodological approaches to the study of
Higher School Pedagogy as a science, its subject and the main
categories as well as specific methods of the pedagogical
research.

The main problem: the acquisition of regularities inherent to
training and education process in high school, understanding of
the pedagogical research essence, stages and methods.

The guiding idea: Higher School Pedagogy is a study
embracing principles of the students’ education, their scientific
and occupational training; Pedagogical Research is a task-
oriented search of the ways for pedagogical process improvement
with involvement of apparatus criticus (scientific definitions).

Target Plan:

1. The subject matter of Higher School Pedagogy. Primary
functions and tasks of Higher School Pedagogy.

2. The description of the main categories in Higher School
Pedagogy.

3. Higher Schools as a pedagogical system.

4. Different approaches to the classification of research
methods.

Modern pedagogy is a comprehensive study embracing
theoretical and applied sciences in the field of training, upbringing
and education as socially arranged and task-oriented processes,
and as well the ways of aforesaid processes improvement.

Higher School Pedagogy is a component of General
Pedagogy, the study of training, upbringing and education of the
youth and adults. Pedagogical system of higher education is the
object of Higher School Pedagogy. The term ‘Pedagogical
system’ was introduced into Pedagogy by N. Kuzmina. Education
provided mainly through specific pedagogical systems is
considered to be the attribute of modern society. The said
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systems are just the core and extra complicated objects of
research of Pedagogy as a study. The System is conventionally
determined as a functional structure, whereby its functioning is
governed by a certain objective. Specialists involved in common
activities also form the system where the activities mentioned
above are conducted. Therefore, the pedagogical system is
formed by educational institutions and specialists involved in
special educational and training activities.

All teaching and cultural and education institutions represent the
education system consisting of major pedagogical systems: higher
education system, secondary vocational education system,
comprehensive secondary education system, and so forth. Such
major pedagogical systems are defined in the Law of Ukraine ‘On
Education’ (clause 43). The structure of pedagogical system for the
higher education (MjPS) includes a series of medium pedagogical
systems (certain higher educational institutions) and minor
pedagogical systems (MnPS) — certain departments, courses and
groups.

Therefore, the education system and pedagogical processes
within the MjPS are considered to be the object of study in
Pedagogy. The system of higher education (MjPS) and related
pedagogical processes are the objects of Higher School
Pedagogy. Pedagogical systems are differentiated by teaching
purpose, content, student staff, professional competence of
teachers, forms and methods of student’s activities management,
and results. However, all systems are known to be governed by
the same objective defined by the state and the society.

Higher School Pedagogy, like every certain science, has its
own subject of study. There are different definitions applied to the
subject of Higher School Pedagogy that could be found in
appropriate scientific literature.

The following is a definition of Higher School Pedagogy
subject by N. Kuzmina: ‘The subject of Higher School Pedagogy
is the identification of regularities inherent to the management of
a certain pedagogical system, the objective of which is the
training of specialists capable, to the extent of their civic stand, of
meeting functional or scientific challenges and bearing the
responsibility for results of the above’.

In our view, the subject of Higher School Pedagogy is: the
processes of education and occupational training of the
specialists, cultural elite of the modern society; the study of
naturally determined relationship existing between the
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development, teaching and training of the students in higher
school.

Therefore, Higher School Pedagogy is the study embracing
regularities of students education, academic and occupational
training as specialists pursuant to the demands of the state. The
subject of study is always specified by its objective and tasks.

The objective of this science is the study of students’
development, education and training with following working out of
the ways for improvement of the qualified specialist training
process on the basis of the above.

Following are the tasks of Higher School Pedagogy:

e Social and historical features of the higher education
system;

e The analysis of content, forms and methods of training,
development and education of higher school students;

e The analysis of system approach based methods for
monitoring and evaluation of students’ progress in studies;

e The development of new teaching and education
technologies for higher educational institutions;

e Explaining and clarification of pedagogical regularities in
the formation of students as future specialists.

e Also, the objectives of Higher School Pedagogy are as
follows: study of dialectical relationship between objective and
subjective, social and natural factors of the students’ education
and development, their potential and actual capabilities;
correlation between teaching and education means and ends,
which are to be considered by the teacher in practice; and its
efficiency criteria based on the principles of the said processes.

Higher School Pedagogy has the following functions:

e Analytical (theoretical study, description, analysis of
pedagogical effects and  processes, cause-and-effect
relationships, summarizing and interpretation of pedagogical
experience with the following thereof evaluation);

e Predictive (scientific substantiation of the objectives,
education process planning and education policy effective
management);

e Projective and Constructive (new technologies
development and research results implementation).

Higher School Pedagogy is considered to be a science and
an art simultaneously. Being a science, it has its own object,
subject, research methods and prospects. Therefore, it reveals
the essence of student education as educational process; its laws
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and regularities. The conditions, under which these laws become
fully apparent, are conditions and methods of the pedagogical
process prediction, the structure and mechanism of interaction
between the elements of educational systems.

Like any other art Higher School Pedagogy requires creative
inspiration and enthusiasm from each lecturer as well as creative
application of the theory in practice.

Higher School Pedagogy is considered to be a theoretical
and applied science. Being a theoretical science, it reflects the
cause-and-effect based relationship and links in education and
academic training of the future specialists. This theory is a system
of ideas serving as grounds and guides for action. It also shows
rational ways and directs the work of higher school towards the
desired goal; reveals a system of actions which should meet and
correspond to the stated objectives in the best possible way.

Representing practical science, Higher School Pedagogy
specifies the application of theoretical regulations, the ways of
laws and regularities implementation, and committment to
principles in teachers’ practice.

Like any science, Higher School Pedagogy is known to have
its own pedagogical categorical and conceptual basis. It is divided
into three sets of categories (by V. Galusynskyi and M. levtukh,
the authors):

I. Methodological categories: theory, concept, idea,
regularity and principle of Pedagogy.

The main principles are:

1. Humanization of Education - priority tasks of the student
self-identity, the creation of conditions for the expression of
giftedness and talent, forming of humane, sincere, philanthropic
and benevolent personality.

2. The scientific based and secular education.

3. The unity of national and universal aspects - the
formation of national consciousness, love of homeland and native
people, the Ukrainian language, using all its resources and
capabilities in linguistic practice, imparting respect for the culture,
heritage, traditions and customs of people residing in Ukraine;
world culture heritage mastery.

4. Democratization of education - the development of
various cooperation forms, the establishment of mutual trust
between a teacher and a student, mutual respect, understanding
the needs and interests of the students.
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5. The priority of mental and moral orientation within the
training and education content.

6. The combination of activity, initiative and creativity of the
students under exacting leadership of the teacher.

7. Considering the individual and age peculiarities of
students in the time of educational process.

Il. Procedural categories: teaching, training, education,
development, personality formation, the educational and training
process that generally have the same interpretation in general
pedagogy.

[ll. Significant categories: goals, objectives and content of
education; the professiogram of a specialist (teacher), activities
(by the teacher and the student), differentiated and individual
approaches, the prediction of educational effect consequences,
teaching work planning, forms, methods and means of education
and training, pedagogical technology of education, management
of educational and training process, the students independent
work, research and development activities; humanization and
humanitarian advance of the higher educational institution.

The law of Ukraine — ‘On Higher Education’ defines higher
education as an educational level acquired by a person in a
higher school as a result of consistent, systematic and goal-
oriented process of educational content mastering, provided that
this process is based upon complete secondary education and
finalized by certain qualifying of the student by the results of state
graduate certification; higher education content is conditioned by
objectives and needs of the society and therefore, it is the system
of knowledge, abilities and skills, occupational, world viewing and
social qualities to be formed in the course of education taking into
account society, science, engineering technique and
technologies, culture and art development prospects; the content
of education is a structure, subject and scope of educational
information, mastering of which enables getting of higher
education and certain qualification by an individual.

Higher School has the following functions: educational,
academic, common cultural, research and international.

Goals, objectives, structure, types of Ukrainian higher
educational institutions are specified by the Law of Ukraine — ‘On
Education’ (1996).

Higher education stands for fundamental, scientific,
professional and practical training, and qualifying of the
individuals according to their vocations, interests and skills;
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improvement of academic and occupational competence, skills
conversion and upgrading.

The structure of higher education institutions is determined in
accordance with the regulations and the Charter of the state
higher educational institution. The main structural units of a higher
educational institution accredited by the third and fourth grade
are: institutes, departments, sub-departments, courses and so
forth.

Ukrainian higher education system is defined by ‘The Law on
Education’ (Clause 43) and the Regulations of the state higher
educational institution. The following are the types of higher
educational institutions available in Ukraine: university
(conventional and core), academy, institute, conservatory, college
and technical school (vocational school).

Following are the institutions of higher education with
accreditation levels available according to the educational stages
and qualifications available for students, methods for
implementation of educational and occupationally oriented
programs as well as realization of social functions within
Ukrainian education system:

e Higher educational institutions of the first level of
accreditation;

e Higher educational institutions of the second level of
accreditation; and

e Higher educational institutions of the third and fourth levels
of accreditation.

To the date, the purpose of higher education is known to be
a training of specialists capable of providing the transition from
industrial to informational and technologically advanced society
through innovations implemented both in teaching and education
process, and scientific-research work.

The main scope of the activities in higher educational
institution should be the forming of innovative and educational
environment that shall include: modification of education
organization and content aimed at integration into the global
educational space, optimization of personnel selection procedure,
comprehensive improvement of professional competence of the
teachers’ staff by mastering innovative, research and
experimental activities.

Therefore, the theory of the Higher School Pedagogy is an
objective process of scientific cognition, the development of which
is dependable upon the level of formalization of pedagogical skills
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and thereof theoretical justification. At the same time, the
cognition of psychological and pedagogical principles of training
and education in higher school depends on how and what
methodological, theoretical and practical level the educational
research is based on.

The postgraduate academic training of students is essential
not only for carrying out the research, but also for the educational
practice in a higher educational institution, thus requiring the skills
to identify goals and objectives of any activities, the preferred ways
in the improvement of educational processes and so forth.

Pedagogical research is a conscious purposeful search for
ways of the improvement of educational process by involvement
of apparatus criticus.

Pedagogical research is preferred to be carried out on the
gradual basis, while the number of stages may be different
depending on the scope and objectives of the study. The research
may be performed for resolving a certain conflict in the educational
process.

The purpose of the study determines and directs the
researcher’s activities, mobilizes his will and energy in order to
solve problems and achieve certain results.

An important characteristic feature of the educational
research is the novelty of gained knowledge and its scientific and
practical importance.

When defining the term of the scientific novelty it is important
to consider three key conditions:

1. Clarification of the result, i.e. it is necessary to specify
what type of the new knowledge the researcher gained. This may
be the developing of concepts, methods, grading, regularities,
etc., or the methodical guidelines, didactic proposals, forms of
educational work that have not been previously known within
pedagogy. That is in such case, theoretical and practical novelties
shall be distinguished.

2. The novelty level of the achieved result and its place among
the known scientific facts. As compared with the above, new
information may have various functions: clarification and specifying
of the existing data, thereof broadening, upgrading or significant
transformation. Depending on the above, the following novelty levels
are distinguished: specification, addition and transformation.

3. The new results are assessed by its detailed and clear
presentation, but not just formal assurance that the mentioned
theoretical positions and practical research findings are new.
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Therefore, the characteristic of novelty itself is insufficient to
assess the work performed; it should be supported by the
pedagogical significance criteria as it may have theoretical and
practical value like the novelty itself.

The determination of methodological grounds of scientific
research and its selection methods with the following
transformation into specific methods should be in line with goals
and objective of the research. This approach is known to be an
important stage of the research process.

The concept of methodology is considered to be of complex
character and thus, may not be always definitely interpreted.
Methodology concerns the theoretical problems related to ways
and means of scientific cognition and regularities of scientific
research as a creative process.

There is another common interpretation of methodology
which is defined as a set of research methods, i.e. the study of
scientific cognition methods. It is a common knowledge that the
term ‘Methodology’ (from Greek) is translated as ‘the theory of
methods’. Despite the fact that modern science does not bring it
to this meaning, the study of methods is considered to be an
important component of methodology. It defines the place of
these methods and cognitive options within the common system
of scientific research and fundamentals of research logic
development. Methodological provisions and principles are known
to acquire their effective and instrumental expression exactly by
such methods.

The term ‘Method’ comes from the Greek ‘Methodos’ which
means — a way.

The definition of ‘scientific method’ may be described as a
purposeful approach, by which a certain goal is achieved and
something is studied.

The term ‘Methods’ should be understood as a set of tools,
facilities and conditions systematically interconnected by logic of
required result achievement. This notion also includes strategies
for gaining a new pedagogical knowledge and generally defines
the research program and the related specific tasks.

The systematic application of methods requires their certain
classification.

As a rule, general and specific scientific research methods are
clearly distinguished in the scientific literature. General scientific
methods include: common theoretical (abstraction, specification,
analysis, synthesis, comparison, contrast, induction, deduction,
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etc.), sociological (questionnaires, interviews, expert interviews,
rating, etc.), psychosocial (sociometry, testing, training, etc.),
mathematical (ranking, scaling, indexing, correlation, statistical
methods, etc.). Specific scientific methods include: theoretical
(analysis of literature, archival sources, documentation and
students’ activities outcome; analysis of conceptual and
terminological systems; hypotheses generation; construction of an
imaginary experiment; forecasting, modeling, etc.), empirical
(observations, conversations, educational consultation,
determination and generalization of mass and individual teaching
experience, pedagogical experiment, scientific and educational
expedition).

There are two structures of experimental research: parallel
and sequential ones. The objects of educational research
(students, groups, etc.) are known to be subjected to continuous
change in the course of educational process, thus making
impossible to carry out the experiment twice: firstly, without
introduction of the active influence factor and then, with it. The
same students shall be somewhat different in the time of repeated
test. Therefore, the parallel structure of educational research test
is usually used in practice. In other words it should be practicable:
two similar objects are selected (for example, two classes or
groups) - experimental and reference ones. The experimental
group is introduced by an active influence factor, while the
educational process of the reference group remains unchanged.
Two objects are observed and compared before and after the
experiment. This makes it possible to compare the initial and final
characteristics of the pedagogical phenomenon under study, thus
providing an option to prove the efficiency of the test.

It is important to stress the point that any kind of pedagogical
test shall be efficient if it is planned in accordance with the
requirements of probability, reliability and representativeness of
the findings. An option for achievement of the above is
considered just at the preliminary stage, when dependent and
independent variables, the number of testees, the scope and the
nature of the required results, means and methods of qualitative
analysis and quantitative processing are selected.

Scientific and educational research should include not only a
qualitative analysis of the phenomena under study, but also
gquantitative measurement of the obtained test results increasing
the degree of expectancy and objectivity of thereof assessment.
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Pedagogical processes are always probable in nature as the
relationship between cause and effect are ambiguous and
depend on numerous factors that cannot be predicted in advance
and completely taken into account.

Each future teacher as well as a young scientist should
master the methods of quantitative characterizing of educational
phenomena, as they allow comprehensive cognition of the nature
and their effective use in professional activities.

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MODULE 2

Review Lecture: Higher School teacher as an
educational process organizer. Higher School teacher’s
pedagogic culture.

The objective of the lecture: familiarization with specific
pedagogical activities of Higher School teacher and analyzing of
the main components of pedagogic culture.

The main problem: acquisition of ‘teacher’s pedagogical
competence’ definition essence, determination of dependence of
the teacher’s culture formation upon the level of educational
process pedagogization within the higher educational institution.

The guiding idea: the activity of a higher school teacher is
of high social importance and thereby plays one of the leading
roles in state development, forming of national consciousness
among the youth and spiritual culture of the Ukrainian society; the
problem of culture is considered to be of main character in the
education of the future teachers.

Target plan

1. The specific character of a teacher’s activity in higher
educational institutions.

2. Functions, rights and responsibilities of the teacher in the
pedagogical university.

3. The main activities of a teacher in higher educational
institutions.

4. The psychological structure of educational activities.

5. The pedagogical competence of the teacher.

6. The role and the importance of educators’ culture in the
development of a democratic state.

7. The ways of teachers’ general and pedagogical culture
forming in higher educational institutions.

The profession of a Higher School teacher is considered to
be one of the most creative and challenging professions, which
combines science and art. The mentioned profession is akin to
the writer's work (creativeness in material preparation), a director
and a choreographer (the creation of a conception and its
implementation), an actor (personality of the teacher is a tool of
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pedagogical practice), a teacher, a psychologist and a
researcher.

A higher school teacher’s activity is of high social importance
and thereby plays one of the leading roles in state development,
forming of national consciousness among the youth and spiritual
culture of the Ukrainian society. The professional pedagogical
activity of a teacher may be considered as a whole dynamic
system. N. Kuzmina marks out structural and functional
components of educational activities. This model contains five
structural elements: the subject of an educational effect, the
object of an educational effect, the subject-matter of their
common activities, educational objectives, and the means of
educational communication. These components make up the
system, because none of them can be replaced by another, or
their combination. All of them are in direct and inverse
interdependence.

Therefore, a Higher School teacher’s work is a conscious,
reasonable activity in the field of training, education and
development of the students. It is bilateral - special and socially
educational, thus representing the most important prerequisites
for effective educational work. Both mentioned conditions should
be considered in organic unity. Special features of teaching
activities reflect the connection with the social Ilabor
differentiation. Social and educational aspects of teaching work
are connected with ideological principles of the society. The
professional activity has its own specific features that mainly lie:

1. In the aggregate of a teacher’'s certain physical and
intellectual powers and skills, through which he successfully
makes reasonable efforts for the purpose of education and
training of the students. Organizational skills are considered the
most important among the above.

2. In the originality of pedagogical work object which also
becomes the subject of the said activity. Active behavior of the
students being the subjects of teaching work is mainly determined
by their level of organizational knowledge and skills.

3. In the originality of the teacher’s working facilities, the
most of which is spiritual.

4. In the specific relationship among three subsystems (a
set of intellectual and physical abilities of the teacher, a set of
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specific data on the object and a set of the means and the
structure of the activity).

Therefore, a Higher School teacher's work is a highly
qualified intellectual work for training and education of personnel
being highly qualified specialists in all branches of the national
economy, intellectuals of the society, thus for the formation of the
Ukrainian intellectual elite. Knowledge and erudition inherent to
the scientist and the art inherent to the teacher, high cultural level
and intellectual, thus moral maturity, awareness of duty and the
feeling of responsibility are organically combined therein.

A Higher School teacher is in charge of the following
functions:

1. Organizational (the manager, the guide in the maze of
knowledge and skills);

2. Informational (the bearer of the latest information);

3. Transformational (the transformation of socially significant
content of knowledge in the act of personal cognition);

4. Orientative and regulatory (the student’s knowledge is
determined by the teacher's competence);

5. Mobilizing (the conversion of the education object into the
subject, self-education, self-movement and self-affirmation).

The specific content of work, rights and duties of a professor,
an associate professor and a teacher in Higher School are
determined in the Charter of certain educational establishment.

Educational and teaching activity is recognized to be the
most determinative and the richest in content component of the
teacher’s work.

Educational and teaching activity is aimed at organizing the
studying process in a higher educational institution in accordance
with the requirements of the society. Inherently combined
educational and research aspects, increase the student’s
activeness and efficiency of self-work (self-education of the
student in the course of study) are considered to be specific
features of the education process in Higher School. Pedagogical
practice combines the theoretical component (related to
disclosure of the new regularities and the essence of science)
and the practical component intended for transformation of certain
situations in solving the educational problems. The teacher
defines the purpose and the objectives of teaching a particular
discipline in line with the other subjects; thinks over the content of
education, modern forms and methods facilitating students’
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educational and cognitive activity, and the forms of control; forms
creative teams in students’ groups; educates the students and
provides the raising up of need for self-education among the
students.

Besides, an education supporting methodological activity in
the field of the educational process preparation, maintenance and
improvement is closely linked to the educational work. There are
29 specific types of education supporting methodological activities
stipulated for the teachers’ training universities.

A Higher School teacher's work should provide
organizational and methodological activities, the major directions
of which are the work in pre-entrance department, professional
career guidance, the organization of teaching practice, work in the
admissions office, the preparation of materials for the
Subdepartment meetings, Department and University senate
sessions, methodical work to help teachers and work on the
research methodology seminars preparation, etc.

The inherent part of teaching practice is the work on
educating students. It includes the check of synopses;
colloquiums; interviews; supervision, clubs’ work management;
educational work in the dormitories; holding concerts, tours and
so forth. All of the said activities should be reported by the
teacher at the Subdepartment meetings and the university
administration sessions.

The research work is considered to be a mandatory element
of a Higher School teacher’s work. It is clear that such elements
exist also at school.

A teacher’s professional activity is a special kind of creative
intellectual work. A teacher’s creativity lies first of all in the
selection of methods and the development of technologies for
meeting the goals and targets set by the state for higher
educational institutions; the effectiveness of the educational
process; providing future specialists with fundamental knowledge
basis; training students in the field of independent getting the
maximum information within the short period of time and the
development of thereof creative thinking; gaining the skills for
scientific research; upbringing of an all-round developed,
experienced and cultural person.

The essence and the structure of pedagogical activity, as
well as the associated performance are considered to be one of
the most current issues in pedagogy and teaching practice.
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The theory of functional systems developed by P. Anokhin has
enabled the application of a systematic approach in pedagogy. The
System is a totality of many interrelated elements forming an
ensemble, wherein the mandatory interaction of the said elements is
envisaged. Formulating the problem of educational activities N.
Kuzmina has identified the psychological structure of a teacher’s
activity.

The psychological structure of a teacher’s work acts as a
reflection of the educational system’s effect. The psychological
structure of the activities is interrelation of the system and the
consistency of a teacher’s actions aimed at meeting the goals by
solution of educational problems. N. Kuzmina separates
constructive,  organizational, communicative and gnostic
functional components in this type of structure.

The gnostic component is a kind of a core for all above
mentioned components. It includes the study of: 1) the content
and the methods of influence on students, 2) the age and the
individual features of students, 3) the characteristics of
educational process and the results of their own activity, its
advantages and disadvantages.

The constructive component includes: 1) selection and
composition of information content that becomes the property of
students, 2) project conception of students’ activity, in the time of
which the necessary information can be learned, 3) projection of
the own future activity and behavior required for the interaction
with the students.

The organizational component includes the organization of: 1)
information in the course of sharing with students, 2) different types
of students’ activities, provided the results meet the objectives of the
system, 3) own activity and behavior when interacting with the
students.

The communicative component includes: 1) setting
pedagogically reasonable relationships with those, who are to be
under effect (based on the recognition of moral, intellectual and
political superiority acting as a leader and an organizer —
‘horizontal relationships’, 2) setting proper relationship with
someone who acts as a manager of the system (discipline,
integrity, creativity — ‘vertical relationships’) and business
partners, and 3) correlation of the activity with the state task,
which is set to the manager as a citizen of the state.
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The psychological structure of a teacher's activity
components is of dynamic type, while it is subjected to the
consistent changes along with skills mastering.

I. Ziaziun defines pedagogical proficiency as a set of
qualities inherent to the individual that provides a high level of
self-organization in the course of professional activities. Its
components are: humanistic orientation, theoretical knowledge,
pedagogical skills and teaching technique.

Training of specialists with high cultural and occupational
competence level is stipulated as the strategic target of
governmental national program ‘Education’ in the field of the
higher education segment.

The retrospective theoretical analysis of the national and the
foreign literature, the pedagogical practice research results
enables to define occupational competence as an integrated
quality, provided it is considered to be the result of intensive long-
term educational activity, thus providing a high level of
performance.

The structure of professional educational activity may be
divided into three components: professional knowledge,
professional competence in communication and professional self-
improvement.

Professional knowledge is the basis and the foundation for
professional competence formation in general. The important
features of professional knowledge are:

» Comprehensiveness, i.e. the teacher’s ability to synthesize
information from various fields of science in the time of some laws
or trends explanation;

* Personal coloring i.e. knowledge ‘passed’ through the own
position;

« Simultaneous multilevel knowledge formation (theoretical,
methodological and technological).

The professional competence in communication is readiness
and ability to apply the system knowledge when interacting with
the students. The point is that not only knowledge educates
students, but also the personality of the teacher himself.

Professional and pedagogical communication is a system of
methods of natural social and psychological interaction of the
teacher and the students, the content of which is aimed at
information exchange, mutual cognition, organization and
stimulation of the students’ activities, organization and correction

of the relations within group of students, roles exchange, empathy
and creation of conditions for the educatee’s personality self-
affirmation. Pedagogical communication is a special kind of
creativity.

There are two interconnected components of a teacher’s
professional communication:

1. Firstly, common principles (basis) of communication
which are stipulated by the nature of social order, succession of
the values from the past, thus enabling educational activities of a
teacher and meeting the common goal and the objectives of
training and educational process.

2. Secondly, his personal principles (basis) of
communication, civic stand and communication style — a set of
specific methods and means that the teacher should implement
on the basis of his knowledge, professional experience and skills
depending on specific conditions and opportunities for training
and education.

Pedagogically competent communication relieves a negative
emotional stress from the educatees (fear, uncertainty); it should
give rise to joy and will for common activity. Optimal pedagogical
communication is a communication that creates the best
conditions for the development of student motivation, creative
activities for the formation of his personality, provides a favorable
psychological climate; prevents formation of psychological
barriers, thus enabling maximum use of personal and
professional qualities of teachers within the educational process.

The following are the levels of communication inherent to the
teachers:

Primitive — relations with the students are established basing
on primitive rules and behavior reactions — ambitions, self-
satisfaction and gloating delight. A teacher demonstrates his
supremacy. A student is considered by the teacher as the means
for achievement of the certain goal.

Manipulative - relations with students are based on the
game, the aim of which is to win at any rate by using different
techniques and flattery. Thus, a student is the object for
manipulation. He is frightened and infantile.

Standardized — this level of communication is characterized by
formal structure domination. There is a weak focus on personality;
despite the standards of etiquette are met by the teacher, such
behavior is superficial, thus being realized only at the level of masks
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not coming in contact with the level of personality. A student is an
independent object that feels the indifference when the teacher is out
of ‘mask’, thus actually staying the object of manipulation.

Business — by focusing on the case, a teacher takes into
account personal characteristics of a student only in the context
of performance efficiency. A teacher complies with the standards
of etiquette and recognizes a student’s right for independence. A
student is important to a teacher depending on the contribution to
the scope of common activities. A student remains independent in
his personal life.

Personal — the communication is based upon deep interest in
a student and recognition of his personality independence. A
teacher respects students, while his all activities are aimed at
developing their spirituality; personal communication becomes
spiritual one. A student trusts the teacher, who is the authority
and the best mediator between the student and the knowledge
about the world and the people themselves.

The acquirement of personal communication level by a
teacher is essential for high cultural interaction between him and a
student. This level requires a great devotion from the side of
teacher and is inherent only to those, who consider their profession
as a vocation.

The mandatory rule for a teacher’s professional conduct is to
hold teaching ethics, the desire to build up human relationships
with and between students.

The basis of moral norms of teacher’s professional conduct
must be the respect for the individual student and at the same
time, the maximum demands on him.

It is no doubt that pedagogical tact should be the norm for a
teacher’s professional conduct. This is the form of meeting
pedagogical morality principles within the teacher’s activities
based on coincidence of thought and action. Tact is always
considered to be creativity, search and sometimes inimitable
deed; tact is the skill for self guiding under any unforeseen
conditions.

The pedagogical tact is expressed by speech. Pedagogical
activities are considered to be a chain of situations and problems,
the solution of which can show the following sequence:
pedagogical task — communication task — language task. A word
is the primary tool of teaching activities.
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Being used in professional field, the language performs the
following functions: providing a full presentation (transfer) of
knowledge; providing an effective studying activity; establishment
of the productive relationships between a teacher and a student.

The definition ‘teaching technique’ includes two groups of
components. The first group is associated with the ability of a
teacher to control the behavior — the techniques of his organism
control; the second is associated with the ability to influence the
personality and the team: the technique of contact setting, the
management of pedagogical communication.

As for professional self-improvement, it shall be necessary to
turn to K. Ushynskyi's words about ‘the childishness of the soul’ as
the basis for productive activity. ‘Forever ageless childishness of the
soul - he writes — is a profound basis for real self-education of a
person’.

Therefore, professional knowledge, professional competence
in communication and professional self-improvement provide the
development of an entire system - the professional competence
of a teacher. All these structural elements are interrelated and
interwoven in teaching. The absence of one of them in a Higher
School teacher's activities shows the immaturity of teaching
professional competence.

Training of a new generation of teachers with high overall
level of educational culture that should embody the general
principles of education upgrading, in particular, humanization,
humanitarization, democratization, ethnic development,
differentiation and individualization, is stipulated by the National
Program ‘Education. Ukraine of the 21st century’ as one of the
education reform direction.

Philosophical and psychological concepts of a well-known
psychologist S. Rubinstein proved that the relations between
people are mediated by the man’s attitude to human existence.
The above mentioned enables to come to a conclusion that the
nature of the relationship ‘teacher-student’, ‘educator-student’ and
‘lecturer-student’ depends on the definition of the young people’s
attitude to the surrounding reality (the relations in the group, the
system of relationship). The purpose of education is a full self-
expression of a pupil, a student as a subject of education. A.
Boiko gives the following definition: ‘educational relationships at
comprehensive secondary school are specially organized
creative, moral and aesthetic interaction between the two subjects
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of education which is happening under the guidance of a teacher.
It is aimed to achieve the goals of education which are social
relations, human and national values, corresponding to a certain
state of society’. This is not about accidental relationships, but
specially organized, pedagogically appropriated, moral and
aesthetic ones. There are the following levels of educating
relations: the highest — co-creativity, high — cooperation and
elementary — subordination. Pedagogically reasonable relations
can be established with a teacher whose values are the
educatees, their future and interests; the science, of which he is a
representative, and its methods; and finally, the profession
selected by him. Therefore, a future teacher (lecturer) should be
trained in advance in order to master the subject of interaction
with the youth. Pedagogical staff of a new generation should
combine high professional competence and understanding of
current problems.

There are two main aspects of the teacher’s personality
formation — professional and cultural ones. Therefore, higher
school is called upon for not only giving knowledge, but also for
personality and individuality formation, i.e. to train such a teacher
who, according to T. Shevchenko, would be an apostle of truth
and science, and the embodiment of conscience of the nation that
requires a cultural teacher.

It is determined that teaching culture is dialectically
associated with all elements of personal culture: moral, aesthetic,
intellectual, legal, political, environmental and others, as it is an
integral indicator of other cultures, thereof component and at the
same time it includes them in itself.

Thesis based research by V. Hryniova defines pedagogical
culture of a future teacher as a dialectical and integrated unity of
pedagogical values: values-goals, values-motives, values-
knowledge, technological values, values-properties and values-
relationships.

A. Gazman defines the culture as a combination of cultural
harmony of creative knowledge, cultural creative actions, feelings
and cultural communication.

Therefore, the components of pedagogical culture are:
scientific  ideology, scientific erudition, spiritual wealth,
pedagogical skills, teaching skills, teaching humanities,
pedagogical technique (the culture of appearance, the culture of
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the language, the culture of communication, teaching ethics,
teaching tact) and the desire for self-improvement.

Review Lecture: Student as an object-subject of
pedagogic activities.

The objective of the lecture: familiarization of postgraduate
students with specific features of students as specific social and
age group.

The main problem: defining the place and the role of
students in the society.

The guiding idea: students are an important source for the
Ukrainian intellectuals’ renaissance.

Target plan

1. Students as a social group.

2. Students’ rights and duties at Teachers’ Training
University

3. Psychological peculiarities of the senior adolescents.

4. Students’ adaptation in a higher educational institution.

Modern scientific and technological revolution has made
education as the subject of public demand. The level of education
is not only a consequence but also a necessary condition for
scientific progress.

Students are the most culturally educated part of young
people all over the world, thus representing an important source
for the intellectuals’ renaissance.

To the date, there is no comprehensive definition for the term
‘the student body’ available in modern scientific literature. Also
there is no consensus on the interpretation of the nature and
specifics of students’ work. However, there is a great interest to this
social group being mainly explained by the need of quality
improvement in specialist training for the state that is being built up.

Students represent a mobile group. The aim of their
existence is a specially organized training for playing professional
and social roles in the material and spiritual production.

An important feature of the students is their active
engagement in different social formations of the society.
Moreover the specific character of education in a higher school
creates great opportunities for students in the field of
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communication. Therefore, the specific attribute of students is a
rather high intensity of communication.

Psychologist lu. Samarin highlights the contradictions that
are inherent at student age:

e Dbetween the development of intellectual and physical
strength of a student and a strict limit of time and economic
capacity required to meet the increased needs (social -
psychological);

e between the desire for independence in knowledge
selection and rather strict forms and methods for training of
certain core specialists (didactic);

e Dbetween the abundance of information incoming through
various channels, expanding students’ knowledge and lack of
time, and sometimes the desire of mental processing which leads
to the shallowness of knowledge and thinking, and thus, requires
special work of the teachers in the field of deepening the
students’ general knowledge and skills (psycho-educational).

Therefore, students are a component of young people,
thereof specific group that is characterized by particular
conditions of life, work, social behavior and psychology, the
system of valuable orientations. That is, students should be
treated within higher school system as a social group, which has
its own purpose, its own specific characteristics and is prepared
to perform social roles and functions of the intellectuals. Students’
rights and duties are determined by the Law of Ukraine ‘On
Education’ and the Regulations on higher education institutions.

The student is the subject of educational activity. The
products of the teacher’s work are materialized in a mental
singularity of another person that is in his knowledge, abilities,
skills and character traits. The peculiarity of the said object is that
it is also the subject of activity, although being not a pedagogical
one, but educational, playing, research and communicative. The
object of students’ activities is scientific, theoretical and practical
information to be mastered by the latter. The products of his work
are the answers: oral, written and graphic. Thus, a student as the
subject of educational activity has his own purpose, object and
methods to achieve the goal, and opportunities as well.

A teacher shall consider all psychological peculiarities
inherent to students. The age of senior teen-agers, or students
(age of 18-25) has been selected as the special object of the
pedagogical research not so long ago (in 70-s of XX century, when
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the planning of higher school pedagogy and teaching methods
researches became available).

Students’ age, like any other stage of human life cycle, has its
own unique specific features.

Saciologist V. Shubkin calls the age from 17 to 25 years as a
crucial period in human life. The intensive searches of vocation, the
choice of priority, the transition from bookish romantic ideas to facing
real institutions, professional identity, employment, love, family
formation - all this is connected with the severity of emotional
experiences, with so many decisions to be taken in the shortest
period of time and mostly in determining the fate of a person, that is
why:

e this is the period of the most intensive individual
maturation, namely it accounts for the stability of most mental
functions;

e this is the age of soul and behavior motivations
searching, the enrichment of conscious behavior motives,
however, experts in the field of developmental psychology and
physiology point out that the ability to behavior self-regulation is
not fully developed in students (unmotivated risk, inability to
foresee the consequences of own actions, which are not always
adequately motivated);

e at the same time, this is the age of selfless sacrifice and
dedication;

¢ this is a central formative period of character qualities and
intellect, namely it accounts for the stability and this is the peak of
most mental functions (the peak of attention development is 22,
24 years; later at the age of 27, 29 years the recession comes;
the peak of memory development is 23, 24 and 29 years; the
peak of thinking development is from 20 - 22 to 25 years).

During the entire period of the said age the image memory
changes the slightest. It stores the previous level of development.
Short-term, verbal memory changes as much as possible. The
role of practical thinking in such age is known to be increased.

There is another feature of the students’ mental
development: as compared with the secondary school, where the
education and bringing up is often ahead of development,
students’ development is often ahead of education and training.

The range of students’ interests is not limited to educative
material but also concerns arts, sports, social activities and
personal life organizing.
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Students’ age accounts for the process of social maturity
active formation. Social maturity involves the ability of every
young person to learn the set of social roles necessary for society
(specialist, father, mother, public figure, etc.).

The interest for moral issues is increased at this period (the
goal, the lifestyle, duty, love, faith, etc.). The raise of dedication,
determination, pragmatism, independence, individuality, initiative
during activities and communication, self-mastery can be observed.

Entrance to a higher educational institution provides the
young man with confidence in his own resources and abilities,
gives hope for a new and exciting life. However, the first and the
second year students often worry about the right choice of
profession, thus, being disappointed of that fact. By the end of the
third year, the question of priority self-determination is finally
closed.

In the time of research, educators and psychologists report
that the third year students tend to the growth and deepening of
interpersonal relationships. Their interest to the other student
groups is increased. Just at this time, the problem of creating a
family becomes apparent. Students become more scrupulous
when selecting orders and duties. There are cases when an
intimate, personal communication displaces all other components.

In psychological and educational literature anyone can find
the ways to divide students into different types, mainly according
to the structural features of their individuality, or to some other
criteria.

Most authors believe that the structure of individuality should
be divided into four groups of peculiarities, i.e. permanent
features that are revealed in the time of various activities. So,
these are four groups of peculiarities:

« the orientation of the individual, which includes his needs,
motives, goals, beliefs and ideals;

+ temperament, which means mental property of the
individual that determines the dynamics displayed in the time of
different activities;

« abilities, i.e. individual mental qualities that are considered to
be potential and real human capabilities in the time of any activity;

* the character - a set of basic, core individual traits defining
the style of public behavior.

There is a typology of modern students developed by B.
Ananiev, who had considered the following basic criteria: attitude
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to education, research and public activity, general culture and the
sense of teamwork.

Type 1. This is a student showing excellent knowledge in
core disciplines, general theory and social sciences. He is
involved to scientific - research work, has high culture, and take
an active part in social work. Diverse interests associate him with
the team. This is an ideal of a modern student.

Type 2. A student studies well. Qualification as a specialist is
considered by him to be the only purpose of studying in higher
educational institution. His is interested in social sciences, but
only in framework of a certain academic program. Educational
and professional interests link him with the team. He participates
in social work and is evaluated by the teachers and the mates as
a good student.

Type 3. A student shows excellent progress in studies,
considers a science as a major sphere of his interests and
activities. He shows his interest in the social sciences as the
means of explaining reality and his behavior. He has a high level
of general culture. He is active in public activities and closely
associated with the group by broad scientific interests. A student
of this type is considered to be a future scientist. Among these
students are those who deal only with science, and consider all
the other things a waste of time. This type is called a ‘rationalist of
the twenty-first century’.

Type 4. A student known for advance in studies that is actively
interested in the extra social sciences, and is not usually involved in
research work. His general culture is limited to professional interests.
He is extremely active in social work and in group, interests which
are considered by him as own. It is an active public figure. People
respect him for his honesty, integrity, unity of word and deed. He is
always in the center of life. His grades are usually ‘4’ and ‘5’.

Type 5. A student known for general advance in studies. He
is not involved in research work. He considers his profession and
culture to be the main scope of his interests and activities. He is
not actively involved in public life. Cultural and entertainment
interests link him with his team. He is a recognized scholar, a
connoisseur of modern art among his fellow-students, who read
certain books by his advice. Sometimes it prevents him from
studying, however, such student studies well and seriously thinks
of his future profession.
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Type 6. A student shows neglect in studies and has a low level
of academic progress. He is not involved in research work. He plays
passive role as concerned the participation in social activities. Rest
and entertainment are considered by him to be the main sphere of
his activity. The link with his fellow-students is limited mainly to
entertainment. This is a mediocre student considering himself as
‘true original’, and sometimes morally unstable. He entered the
university because it is ‘cool’, ‘everybody enters’ — so am |. He does
not love his profession and considers it to be only a source of
livelihood. He studies with minimal effort using a cheat sheet where
possible.

G. Nagorna divides the students of pedagogical institutions into
four groups depending on the type of thinking: high level students
having creative mindset; adequate level students having
reproductive and creative thinking, average level students having
reproductive thinking, and low level students having intuitive thinking.

Students known to have a high-level professional mind are
able to single out significant features of pedagogical facts, events
and situations; they can provide grounds and predict possible
outcome, and finally, make their own decisions.

Students with adequate professional mind single out the
significant features of educational facts, events, circumstances,
situations; determine cause-and-effect relationships and
dependencies between them, but do not have enough
argumentations for their decisions; also they can predict possible
outcomes of interaction with students and mates.

Students having an average level of professional thinking single
out the essential features of pedagogical phenomena, facts,
circumstances, situations, but they are not always capable of
forecast, they do not go beyond the known rules preferring to follow
the pattern.

Low level of professional thinking is a specific feature of the
students who find it difficult to identify the essential features of
teaching facts, situations and circumstances; their activities are
dependable upon intuition.

Therefore, there are different kinds of the students’
typification that to some extent can help young teachers in
organizing educational work and facilitate the adaptation process
of a young person in higher educational institution.

CHAPTER I. Fundamental Higher School Pedagogy. Module 3

In the time of entering a higher educational institution, the
student comes through the process of social adaptation for
studying at a higher school.

According to the first year students’ adaptation studies, the
following challenges can be apparent:

* negative emotional experiences associated with the leaving
of yesterday's schoolchildren their school groups, thus being
deprived of moral help and support;

+ uncertainty in career choice motivation;

* lack of psychological skills for it;

« inability for psychological self-regulation of behavior and
activities;

* lack of routine supervision from the side of teachers;

 search for the optimal regime of work and rest within the
new environment;

 setting up of life and self-service, especially during the
transition from home to dorm conditions;

* lack of independent work skills;

» Lack of skills in taking notes, processing the primary
sources, working with dictionaries, catalogs, reference books and
indices.

All aforesaid difficulties are different in origin - some of them
are objective, while the other are subjective and associated with
poor training, family and school education defects.

Studying in higher schools is of specific character that is
practical inability of a lecturer to take into account the individual
rate of understanding and the level of thinking of each student.
Supervisor has also a little time to communicate with the
students. Therefore, first year students often feel themselves
uncomfortably.

According to our research, a third of the students can not fully
be engaged in the studying process by the end of the first
semester. This phenomenon is psychologically based. A
schoolchild, who has developed his stereotypical mode of the
studying activity in the classroom, has to overcome this obstacle
from the first days at the university. Poor attention that is paid to
formation of pupil’s productive mind style results in condition when
the education process in higher school is mainly depends upon the
pupils’ reproductive thinking. Moreover, the said type of thinking
prevents students from making optimal decisions in a typical
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situations and easy adaptation under variable conditions of the
activities concerned.

The adaptation of each student has a different progress.
Boys and girls with previous length of service come under
adaptation much easier than yesterday's schoolchildren.

A team group is known to be of particular importance for
student’s adapting. A. Makarenko defines a team group as ‘a
purposeful group of the individualities’ organized and provided
with collective bodies. In case of due collective organization, the
issues concerning relations between friends are not considered to
be the issues of friendship and neighborhood, but the issues of
responsible dependence.

Student group goes through several stages in its
development according to the level of unity, availability of public
opinion, authoritative core group and the level of insistence on
high standards to oneself.

The lines of formal and informal contacts are often
intercrossed in the student life. Unfortunately, groups are formed
by the administration that disregards the desire of students and
other factors of compatibility and the level of social maturity.

Communication with professors’ staff plays an important role
in personal and environmental relations of students. To the date,
the subject-object paradigm, the authoritarian style, students’
sociable behavior and formal pedagogical activities are
considered to be as dominative. Subject-subject interaction would
seem to be more appropriate. It shall stand for:

» development of students’ creative potential on the basis of
cooperation;

» seeking for self-realization and self-expression of both
subjects in the educational process;

* improvement of communication techniques.

Therefore, students are a special social group having its
psychological features and the stages of social adaptation in
higher educational institution.

Review Lecture: The organization of educative and
tutorial work in higher educational institutions.

The objective of the lecture: familiarization of postgraduate
students with the key directions of national nurture in higher
educational institutions.

The main problem: clarification of the nature of senior
adolescents’ nurture; the unity of national and panhuman aspects.

The guiding idea: ‘Education is known to be in such
complicated and organic connection with people’s lives that its
true forms can not go out as a ready patterns of one brain, even if
it were the brain of Jupiter (I. Franko)

Key definitions: educative and tutorial ideal, nurture
objective, nurture principles, national nurturing system, national
self-awareness

Target plan

1. The objective and the tasks of nurture in higher
educational institutions.

2. The main directions of student nurturing during in the
course of studying and extracurricular activities.

3. Educative and tutorial work within the academic group.

4. The Supervisor’s role and functions within the academic
student groups.

5. The forms of extracurricular work with students.

Despite the diversity of searches conducted in the world to
the date, in our view, one should focus on four directions of
nurture problems research.

The first one is defined as rationalistic. It can be authoritarian
or liberal in nature, but always with a preference to scientific
rationality. The essence of this area of focus lies upon absolute
scientific knowledge. Now it is characterized as progressive and
reactionary trends. K. Ushinsky and M. Pirogov are known to be
the founders of the said direction who emphasized the important
role of nurture in the human personality formation. The principle
of teaching and education unity has found further justification in
the educational work of these and other educators.
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The second one is defined as culture and centric direction,
where culture is considered as the basis of training and
education. This is a more modern view of nurture that is being
developed in the course of democratization processes. It is not
limited by school, while embraces a humane environment, which
can harmonize the relations of a man and society.

Culture and centric paradigm provides a triad — ‘the truth’,
‘the good’ and ‘the beauty’, teaches how to resist ‘the false’, ‘the
evil’ and ‘the indulgence’. In academic circles, the third line of the
new paradigm of nurture is being formed to the date, but its
essence and content has not been clearly identified yet. Some
scientists, including A. Valetska, consider it to be ‘culture-
creative’, the base principle of which is considered to be ‘the
integrity of the worldview and the man within it’. In our view, a
cultural-creative direction is only an aspect of a broader culture
and centric one.

In our view, special attention shall be paid to the knowledge of
culture and traditions within a culture-creative direction. Traditions
are known to be of national-cultural and highly moral character.

M. Grushevskyi was the first to prove the concept of
universal importance of national traditions. In his opinion, national
art and heritage of Ukrainian people ‘have no competitors among
the other European nations’. In his multi-volume edition ‘History of
Ukraine-Rus', M. Grushevskyi claimed that Ukrainian people "in
the works of his spirit have founded the prophecy evidence of its
outstanding cultural signs, rich talents and achievements of a long
history life’.

V. Vernadskyi considered the formation of a new human
biosocial to be the most important factor of scientific opinion,
which is regarded as an ordered perception of reality. The well-
known scientist was the first to realize the task that confronted the
humanity: this is a reasonable organization of society, the
harmony of relations as a unity of nature and society. V.
Vernadskyi wrote: "You cannot go with impunity against the
principle of unity of all people as a law of nature ... Humanity,
taken as a whole, is a powerful geological force, and the question
of restructuring biosphere in the interests of freely thinking
mankind is known to be risen before it and its thought'.

Taking the teachings of V. Vernadskyi and the current world
trends as the basis, scientists define one more new educational
paradigm as a planetary-personal, global and historical in its
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significance based on well-educated man armed with the latest
scientific knowledge and the cultural achievements of mankind.

Modern non-traditional personal-humanistic paradigm of the
nurture developed by A. Boiko is anthropocentric in its nature. It is
objectively replaced knowledge-centric and culture and centric
paradigms. Its backbone factor is not culture or education, but a
child as a unique originality and the highest value. Practical
implementation of personality-humanistic paradigm requires the
providing of subject-subject, moral and aesthetic relationships
between children and adults at the level of cooperation and co-
creativity. The new paradigm is based on the ideas of national
philosophical tradition.

Having recognized the fact that teaching and education are
determined by modern social processes in personality-humanistic
paradigm, we have to interpolate emphasis from the needs and
requirements of society to the interests and needs of a person,
because the latter does not exist for society but society exists for
him. The full understanding of this approach requires raising the
cultural level, ethic, esthetic and humanistic orientation of school
focusing on opportunities and needs of a child.

Personality-humanistic paradigm of nurture is theoretically
grounded in the scientific-methodological guide. It is practically
applied by all teachers’ training institutions accredited for any
grade, thus, confirming its prospective character. Integration of
Ukraine into global cultural and educational environment may be
provided firstly by nurturing system that shall be in line with the
objectives of the state and each personality. It shall be based
upon the best national, cultural and educational traditions and
moreover, it shall take into account the lessons of the Ukrainian
history, own resources and capabilities of the state; finally, it shall
stand for spiritual and professional creativity of pedagogical
society.

If science is common to all peoples, the universal nurturing
system does not exist either in theory or in practice. Every nation
creates its own nurturing system that corresponds to the
characteristic features of its nationality.

National nurture means educating young people on the basis of
cultural and historical experience of the nation, its traditions,
customs, rituals and centuries-old wisdom and spirituality. It is a
specific historical manifestation of universal humanistic and
democratic education. Such nurture provides children’s ethnic
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upbringing as a hecessary and integral component of their
socialization.

‘The nurturing process developed by people themselves and
based on the national sources has such tutorial power that can
not be ever found within the best systems being based on
abstract ideas or adoptions made from the other nation’

National nurture is known to be the means for spiritual
reproduction of the nation among young people. Moreover, by
influencing on new generations it immortalizes both: specific and
original background inherent to each nation, and general human
attributes being common for all the nations. Nurture is a
component of public ideology and culture. This is considered to
be the general, objective, historical and eternal category.

K. Ushynskyi claimed that all European nations have many
common forms of teaching, while each nation has its goal of
education.

It is proven by the science that nurture is true when it is
deeply national in nature, content and character. S. Rusova wrote
that national education provides each nation with the widest
democratization of education unless its creative power is not
broken, and thus, it shall give new and original relics to universal
progress. In this case, nurture through respect to own people
brings up children in the respect to other nations.

The nurturing process that is organized in every educational
system (great, medium, small) is a very complex phenomenon.
Each team of teachers is always responsible for its organization
before the society and future generations.

According to A. Makarenko, there is always a double object
being apparent before the educators: personality and society. By
changing the personality, one changes the society; the change of
society affects the personality of each man.

The nurturing process is always aimed at changing attitudes,
beliefs, ideals, habits and behavior. In terms of philosophy, the
essence of the nurture is defined as the transformation of human
culture into the form of individual existence. The essence of
nurture, in terms of pedagogy, is the appropriation of social
experience. The contents of this process are that the external,
objective and the best thing existing in social experience would
become subjective, that is transformed into attitudes and beliefs,
actions and behavior of a person.
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Nurturing relations, like natural peculiarities, play a leading
role in the formation of human personality.

The model of education in our society is a harmoniously
developed, highly educated, socially active and nationally
conscious person who is endowed with a great civic
responsibility, high spiritual qualities, family and patriotic feelings,
who is the bearer of the best achievements of national and world
culture, capable of self-development and self-improvement.

The main objective of national nurture is the gaining of social
experience by the younger generation, the inheritance of
Ukrainian people’s spiritual heritage, the achievement of high
culture of international relations, the formation of young people as
citizens of the Ukrainian state, the development of spiritual, moral,
artistic, aesthetic treats as well as legal, labor and environmental
culture. The purpose of the national nurturing system is specified
through educational objectives which are common not only for all
educational institutions but for the society in general.

Application of theoretical paradigm of national nurture
through a triad of individual traits — ‘a national — a patriot — a
humanist’ - suggested by V. Gnatiuk, is considered to be of great
importance for higher schools.

Higher educational institutions must prepare the intellectual
gene pool of the nation, bring up spiritual elite and increase
cultural potential that shall provide high efficiency of future
specialists’ activities. This can be achieved through:

e  the nurturing of future professionals by reputable, highly
educated people, the bearers of high ideological,
political, professional, legal, intellectual, social,
psychological, emotional, aesthetic, physical and
environmental culture;

. the creation of conditions required for free development
of student's personality, his thinking and general culture
by involvement to different kinds of creative activities
(research, technical, cultural, educational, law-
enforcement, etc.);

. the enrichment of the students’ aesthetic experience
through their participation in the revival of forgotten and
the creation of new national and cultural traditions in the
region, city or higher school,
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. the formation of "ego" — the concept of a person-creator
based on self-education, self-development, self-
improvement and moral self-completeness;

. the promotion of healthy lifestyle, preventing students
from use of alcohol, drugs, and eliminating bad habits.

Purposeful formation of readiness for teaching activities
among postgraduate students foresees a systematic and
comprehensive use of principles, tools, forms and methods of
professional education.

The effectiveness of the nurturing process depends on
specific pedagogical conditions, among which the most important
is the correlation of the personality position and educational
effects.

The process of student transformation into a professional
includes several stages: understanding the social role of teacher’s
work, the perception of requirements to the profession of a
teacher, conscious set up of the requirements to oneself, self-
training of the necessary skills for modeling the individuality of a
teacher, and providing the potions for creative activity. The said
stages of the specialist professional development form the basis
for professional pedagogical nurturing system within higher
educational institutions. This process includes educational,
research, extracurricular and public work.

A student of a teacher’s training institution prepares himself
not only to teach children, but also to educate and bring them up.
And prior to develop self-affirmation in the society among
children, he has to learn this himself.

It is stipulated by peculiarity of the nurturing process in
higher educational institutions that it shall include the formation of
pedagogical orientation among future teachers and the
fundamental principles of professional ethics.

When organizing the nurturing process it is important to
remember about appropriate terms of its effectiveness, namely:

) the formation of personal morality is based on a

person’s activity and his interaction with the others;

. the correlation of external impacts with individual
personality traits;

) the knowledge of sources and driving forces of self-
determination.

Educational establishment should form a culture of self-
determination for every student. Vital self-determination is a
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broader concept than just professional and even civil one. It
describes a person as a subject of his own life and happiness,
which applies own strength and abilities. The formation of basic
culture is of great importance for the future teachers. Basic
culture is a certain integrity that includes optimal availability of
gualities enabling a person to be developed in harmony with
social culture. To the date, a special attention shall be paid to the
formation among future teachers of such qualities as professional
dignity, loyalty to duties, efficiency, ability to debate and
responsibility.

Extracurricular educative and tutorial work in higher educational
institutions is based on student self-administration, active position
and independence in terms of leadership of the Student Government
and teachers’ educational assistance. Extracurricular work stimulates
the formation of future professional personality in the context of
professionally oriented nurturing effects on the students.

The professional orientation of extracurricular work during
teachers’ training process at pedagogical university contains, on the
one hand, ‘the specialization’ that is the peculiarity of the department,
and on the other hand, ‘the pedagogical effect’ that takes into
account the general profession description of a teacher, thus
providing the pedagogical orientation for entire system of teaching
and education work in higher school and widely applying the
examples of the professional activity in practical nurture.

Extracurricular educative and tutorial work permits to add
special coloring to the process of obtaining the profession. It
contains forms providing the improvement of general teacher
training process.

The following are the main directions of extracurricular
educative and tutorial professional work:

. consideration of the peculiarity of the department in
organizing and conducting of nurturing work among
students;

. extensive use of forms reflecting professional activities
of future teachers;

o modeling and solving of educational situations;

. improvement of skills and personal qualities of future
teachers in the process of involvement to active
extracurricular nurturing activities;

3 psychological and pedagogical grounding of students’
extracurricular work methods and forms.
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The main directions of educative and tutorial work in higher
school are: the formation of a scientific outlook, civic and patriotic
nurture, legal nurturing, and moral bringing up, artistic and
aesthetic, labor, physical education, environmental nurture and
professional pedagogical training.

The main means and forms applied for implementation of the
said directions in higher school are: debates, readings, reader’s
conferences, talks, festivals, lectures, meetings and so forth.

The forms of extracurricular nurturing work in Pedagogy may
include: pedagogical information, debates on educational topics,
readers’ conferences, verbal bulletins (bulletins may be titled as
follows: ‘Pedagogical outlook’, ‘Heart given to children’, ‘The
outstanding teachers’ live pages’, ‘Teachers-innovators visit us’,
etc.), round table talks; evenings on educational topics, contests
such as ‘Looking for the teaching talents’, teaching weeks,
pedagogical groups, students’ club ‘A teacher’ and pedagogical
theater.

Historically, educative and tutorial work within academic
students’ groups is done through the Institute of Supervisors. This
is a kind of administrative group interacting with the others within
the system of extracurricular nurturing work and that is in charge
of its organization at the level of a students’ academic group.

Supervisor's work stands for gaining of the social behavior
experience, formation of national identity, valuable orientations
and individual qualities development among the youth.

Supervisor is appointed by university administration on the
basis of the Dean’s recommendation and as well according to
students’ requests. He shall be in charge of the I-V-year students’
academic groups.

The academic group supervisor has the following functions:
analytical, organizational, communicative and social ones.

MODULE 5

Review Lecture: Higher School Didactics. Modern
Technologies Applied for Education.

The objective of the lecture: Familiarization of
postgraduate students with the main categories of Higher School
Didactics, the organization of teaching and educational process
within a higher educational institution and the ways of thereof
improvement; the essence of the term ‘pedagogical technology’
and the variety of pedagogical technologies.

The main problem: Implementation of the teachers’ training
education content through methods and forms of the studying
process organization in Higher School; conscious understanding
of the following terms: ‘educational technologies’, ‘pedagogical
technologies’ and thereof essence.

The guiding idea: Professional competence of a future
specialist is dependable upon the level of the teaching and
educational process in Higher School, and as well upon teachers’
skills in mastering of modern methods and forms of its
organization; Pedagogical Technology is the study about the
system approach to the construction of pedagogical systems and
the process aimed to achievement of the guaranteed results.

Target Plan

1. The definition of Higher School Didactics. The main
categories of the didactics. Regularities and principles of the
educational process in Higher School.

2. Educational models.

3. Methods and forms of the organization of educational
process in Higher School.

4. Modern educational systems applied in Higher School.

5. Pedagogical technologies: essence and classification.

The theory of education is known to be required as the
system of ideas, and as well as substantiated guidance for action;
forecasting of the improvement methods in higher education
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system; forecasting of scientific development; the selection of
methods and means for scientific researches; the determination
of distribution ways in scientific regulations.

It is clear that classic secondary school didactics can be
applied for the above stated purposes; however it does not take
into account the specific features of the higher educational
institution. Higher School requires the unique and specific theory
of education considering the objectives and tasks connected with
construction, functioning and development of the educational
process and the problems of Higher School didactics on the
whole, in particular:

1. Determination of the education scope and levels of the
graduates’ qualification according to the foreseen progress in
science and technique development.

2. Representation of the continuously growing role of science
in the development of society and material production within the
educational process taking into account the general character of
higher education and academic training of specialists.

3. Gradual implementation of more advanced educational
methods and means in the educational process, thus improving
thereof quality and efficiency.

4. Improvement of education via advancement of students’
intellectual and creative development level being conditioned by
modern requirements to the continuous process of education.

5. Working-out of rational ways for knowledge gaining quality
control.

6. Individualization, differentiation of specialists’ professional
and academic training.

7. Humanization, humanitarization and ethnicization of the
education scope.

8. Integration processes within Ukrainian and European
higher education.

The main categories of Higher School Didactics are
‘education’, ‘laws and regularities’, ‘principles’, ‘educational
process’, ‘education scope’, ‘organization forms and methods of
education’ and ‘professional training’.

Education may be considered as a system, process and
cognition process result. The following education models are
available worldwide to the date:

1. The model of education representing a governmental and
departmental institution. In such case, state authorities consider
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the education system as an independent direction among the
other economic branches.

It is based upon departmental principle that assumes strict
centralized setting of objectives, determination of the education
scope, nomenclature of educational institutions and academic
disciplines within specific educational system type. At the same
time, educational institutions are subordinated and supervised by
administrative or special authorities.

2. The model of developmental education (by V. Davydov
and V. Rubtsov).

According to the said model, the organization of education is
interpreted as a specific infrastructure due to wide cooperation
among educational systems of various grades, types and levels.
Such a structure enables to provide and satisfy demands of
different social strata of the population. In such case, the
education sphere plays the role of social practice link.

3. The traditional model of education (by J. Maugeot, L. Croe,
J. Capelle and D. Ravic) is the model of systematic academic
education being the way for sharing universal cultural elements
form the past with the junior generation. According to the
traditionalism concept, the educational system shall mainly settle
the tasks related to formation of basic knowledge, skills and
abilities (within the scope of cultural and educational traditions)
enabling the individual to proceed with independent gaining of
advanced knowledge, skills and values

4. The rationalistic model of education (by P. Blum, R. Gasnier,
B. Skinner, etc.) assumes it to be organized so as to provide gaining
of knowledge, skills, abilities and practical application within the
existing society (i.e. only perception of cultural values that enable
young man to adopt within the existing social structure). There is a
behavioristic theory that is known to take the central position within
the framework of ideology of the modern rationalistic system of
education.

5. The phenomenological model of education (by A. Maslow,
A. Combs, C. Rogers, etc.) assumes the personal character of
education taking into account individual and psychological
peculiarities. Education is considered as the humanistic one to
the extent of more complete and adequate compliance with the
real nature of a human being, i.e. it assists to reveal all items built
into by nature. Such oriented teachers create the conditions
suitable for self-discovery and self-promotion of the personality. It
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is just a direction being established nowadays in Ukraine,
however it is called as personality-oriented humanistic model.

6. The non-institutional model of education (by P. Goodman,
I. lllich, J. Goodlad, F. Klein, L. Bernard, etc.) is oriented to
organization of education in extra social institutions, in particular,
secondary and higher schools.

A pedagogical triangle (communication of knowledge -
mastering of knowledge — knowledge system construction) in
Higher School is added by a professional one, thus
interconnecting teaching, educational and academic and
professional activities of teachers and students.

The essence of studying in Higher School is known to be
distinguished by its specific approaches applied to teaching and
education process that is conditioned by the objective and tasks
of Higher School. At the same time, the education process is
being defined by didactic laws and regularities.

When applied in pedagogical literature, the term ‘Law’ is
interpreted as internal and obligatory, general and essential
relationship between subjects and phenomena inherent to
objective reality; as generally required and essential relationship
between subjects and processes.

There are dynamic and static laws. The dynamic one is the
law when the initial condition of an object unequivocally defines
the series of its next conditions. Should you know the first
condition, it shall be possible to foresee the others.

The static law presupposes determination of the possibility
(probability) of trends in an object or system changes under certain
set conditions. The static laws are considered to be prevailing in
didactics and in most cases they become apparent as trends.

To the date, Higher School is known to apply the educational
information technologies. The term ‘Pedagogical Technology’ is
more and more used in the science and education. Its variations:
‘Pedagogical Technology’, ‘Teaching Technology’, ‘Educational
Technologies’, ‘Technologies in Teaching’ and ‘Technologies in
Education’ are widely used in psychological and pedagogical
palette and are known top have various definitions depending on
the authors’ notions about structure and components of the
educational process.

Etymology of the word ‘Technology’ does mean ‘knowledge
of material processing’ (techne — an art, craft and science + logos
— concept, studies).

Technology also includes the art of process proficiency, thus
being personalized. The technological process always
presupposes a certain consistency of the operations together with
application of required means (materials, tools) and conditions.
From the procedural point of view, technology answers the
question: ‘How to do (by what means and in what ways)?’

Theoretical and practical aspects of innovative pedagogical
technologies implemented for teaching and education process
organization in higher educational institutions were examined by O.
Gokhberg, O. levdokymova, I. Kozlovska and A. Slobodenko in their
research work; |. Bogdanova explained the definition of innovative
technologies for professional training of the future specialists.

In the process of educational technique and computerization
development, ‘teaching technology’ and ‘pedagogical technology’
have been understood as the system of means and methods for
organization and management of teaching and educational
process. In lately 70-s and in the beginning of 80-s pedagogical
technology was divided into two separate components: usage of
system knowledge for solving of practical tasks and application of
technological means in the educational process (M. Clarck, T.
Sikamoto and D. Finn).

As distinct from the term ‘Technologies in Education’ that
corresponded to the definition ‘Technical means and facilities for
teaching’, pedagogical technology has become treated as a set of
pedagogical process means and methods.

The following was accentuated in documents by American
Pedagogical Technology Association: ‘pedagogical technology is
a comprehensive and integral process (people, ideas, means and
methods for activities organization) intended for the analysis of all
knowledge gaining aspects planning problems’. Since the said
time, the pedagogical process is tried to be purported, while the
term ‘Pedagogical Technologies’ is interpreted with various
details.

Therefore, it is reasonable to say that such term has been
evolutionary developed within scientific studies. However, it is not
explicitly understood to the date as at the beginning of the XX
century.

T. Nazarova is known for the most holistic approach to the
definition of the term ‘Pedagogical Technologies’. As the author
says, such a term has been developed in line with the
development of pedagogical science. Following the above, it has

been transformed into new terms: educational technologies,
pedagogical technologies and teaching technologies. What can it
be — the same term but having another name? T. Nazarova
described each of them, determined differences between them
and proved that each of them is characterized by appropriate
hierarchy of goals, tasks and contents.

Eeducational technologies reflect a general development
strategy for education and common educational environment;
these are intended for forecasting of education development, its
specific planning and drafting, anticipating of results, and as well,
the selection of standards complying with the educational
objectives.

Educational concepts and systems may be considered as
examples of educational technologies. Nowadays, it is a
humanistic concept of education; education system in Ukraine,
and so forth.

Apart from educational technologies reflecting the strategy of
education, pedagogical ones are known to implement the tactics
of its realization (by T. Nazarova) in the teaching and educational
process by introduction of the models of management and control
process, for example, the model of personality-oriented
developing, module-based developing and problem based
education, etc.

Therefore, it is possible to come to a conclusion that
pedagogical technology is a reflection of teaching and educational
and management processes within an educational institution, and
consolidates the scope, forms and means of each of the above.

Teaching technology has a similar but not the same meaning
as the term ‘Pedagogical Technology’. It means the way of
specific educational material (definition) mastering within an
appropriate academic discipline, topic or question. It requires a
special organization of education content, suitable forms and
methods of teaching. However, the following options are available
too: the scope and methods of teaching which are selected to
forms, or otherwise, forms according to methods, thus structuring
the scope of education. For example, it may be thematic
education, playing technology, problem based teaching
technology (at the level of method), information technologies,
technology based upon application of charts, diagrams or
summaries, classic studies (based upon lectures), studies based
on application of video and audio technical means or books,
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‘Advisor’ system, ‘Tutor’ system (individual), remote and
computer-based education, and so forth.

It should be said that the technologies of teaching, education
and supervision are interconnected with pedagogical and
educational ones by a common idea of appropriate educational
concept, pedagogical paradigms and content scope of functions.
A pedagogical technique is a reflection of the teacher’s
professional competence level. The development grade of
educatees (teaching / education) is dependable upon the
teacher’s skills in teaching and education.

This means that the term ‘Pedagogical technique’ is definitely
linked with the following terms: ‘Teaching (Nurturing) Technology’,
‘Pedagogical Technology’ and ‘Educational Technology’.

The content based relationship of the aforesaid terms can be
presented schematically (Figure 2):

1 — Educational Technologies

2 — Pedagogical Technologies

3 — Teaching Technologies (Nurturing, Control)
4 — Pedagogical Technique

Figure 2. Content based relationship between the terms of
Pedagogical Technology.

Scientific researches aimed at optimization and improvement
of teaching and educational process organization within different
levels of education, including the higher one, have shown the
significant transformation of the term ‘Pedagogical Technology’ —
from ‘Technologies in Education’ to ‘Technological Education’,
and next, to ‘Pedagogical Technology’.
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The detailed analysis of literature sources provided for
finding out more than 300 definitions of the term ‘Pedagogical
Technology’ given by certain authors.

The following are the definitions being closest to our topic:

Pedagogical Technology is well-considered in all details
model of pedagogical activity in the field of planning, organization
and implementation of the teaching process with mandatory
provision of comfortable conditions for educatees and a teacher
(V. Monakhov).

Pedagogical Technology is a system-based method for
creation, implementation and determination of entire process of
teaching and gaining the knowledge taking into account the
interaction of technical and human resources, thus setting the
task for education forms optimization (UNESCO).

Pedagogical Technology means a system based totality and
functioning order for all personal, instrumental and
methodological means being applied for meeting the pedagogical
goal (M. Klarin).

Pedagogical Technology is a theoretically grounded teaching
and educational system of socialization, personal, professional
and self-development of a person in the educational institution
created according to demands and capabilities of personality and
society. This society is being conditioned by professional activities
from the side of a teacher as well as by all participants of the
pedagogical process. It definitely provides an effective meeting of
deliberately set educational objective and a possibility for optimal
reproduction of the process at the level being in line with
professional competence of the teacher (S. Sysoieva).

From our point of view, the term ‘Pedagogical Technology’ is
a content based generalization including all the above definitions
that can be included in three aspects:

a) Scientific (pedagogical technology is a component of
pedagogical science being in charge of planning of pedagogical
processes within pedagogical systems);

b) Procedural and Descriptive (process description and
algorithm, set of goals, scope of methods and means for
achievement of guaranteed results, and/or meeting of set
objective);

c) Procedural and Effective (implementation of the
technological process, functioning of all personal, instrumental
and methodological means).
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Therefore, pedagogical technology has a function of
researching the most rational ways of education, as well as the
system of principles, methods and ways applied in the teaching
process.

It is shown by theoretical analysis of the problem that
pedagogical technology is being understood mainly as a system
of the most rational methods for meeting the pedagogical
objective, scientific organization of the teaching and educational
process defining the most rational and effective ways for solving
the final educational and cultural tasks.

Pedagogical technology shall meet certain main methodological
requirements and technological performance criteria:

. Conceptuality (based upon by certain concept providing
philosophical, psychological, didactic and social-
pedagogical grounds for educational objectives)

. Systemacy (pedagogical technology shall have all
attributes inherent to the system);

. Process logic, interrelation between all its components
and integrity;

o Controllability (the possibility of purposeful planning and
modeling of the teaching process, gradual diagnostics,
variation of means and methods for results correction);

. Efficiency (optimality of efforts, guarantee of planned
result — certain teaching standard - achievement);

o Replicability (the possibility for implementation under
other similar conditions by any other subjects);

o Integrity of content based on procedural components;
thereof interconditionality.

Any modern pedagogical technology is a synthesis of
achievements in pedagogical science and practice, a combination
of the traditional elements from the previous experience and all
that is generated by social and technical progress, including first
of all, humanization and democratization of the society and
technological revolution.

The following are sources and components of new
pedagogical technologies:

- Social reforms and new pedagogical thinking;

- Social, pedagogical and psychological studies;

- Modern advanced experience in Pedagogy;

- Historical domestic and foreign experience (heritage of the
previous generations);
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- National Pedagogy.

There are a lot of variations of pedagogical technologies
applied in modern pedagogical theory and practice. From our point
of view, the deepest and the most versatile approach to its
classification was applied by G. Selevko who classified them by
significant and instrumentally important features: target orientation,
teaching process organization, education scope peculiarities,
orientation to personality structures (knowledge, abilities and skills
gaining (KAS), mental activity system (MAS), esthetic and moral
system (EMS), self-controlled tool system (SCTS) and effective
and practical system (EPM). Pedagogical technologies are divided
into several classes.

Each pedagogical technology has its own procedural
characteristics (motivational, administrative, educatees’
categories) and software and methodological basis (curriculums,
programs, methodological guides, didactic materials, visual
technical aids and diagnostic interpretation means).

Nowadays, Ukrainian teachers are often involved into
module teaching technology that is being to the date implemented
into Higher School teaching and educational practice as
advanced pedagogical experience and as experimental
psychological and didactic system.

Module based developing education promotes the formation
of personality not only due to the scope, methods or forms of
organization, but also through its own comprehensive range of
essence and logic of existence taking into account a specific form
of the psychosocial development of the individuality. It
unigueness is that all parties, aspects, components of
pedagogically controllable educational process stimulate and
accelerate the numerous developmental processes being
hierarchically represented within the general pattern of the each
student’s psychosocial development.

There are several approaches to the creation of the module
system that could be distinguished depending upon geography and
content and structure based peculiarities of the innovative and
educational experience: American, German, Lithuanian and
Ukrainian models.

The most interesting approaches to module study in Higher
School were proposed by K. Vazina and A. Aleksiuk.

The technological approach applied in the time of mastering
the educational course in Pedagogy assumes the following:
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setting the objectives, teaching process planning and
organization, diagnostic and final verification of the efficiency
based on tests, control questions, solving the tasks, crossword
puzzles, etc. upon ending of each module.

The following is logic items of the educational course
teaching:

- Setting the objectives of studying is in line with the
developed model of teacher’s training process;

- Conversion of the objectives into practical tasks in the form
of interactive module that shall provide the link between educative
tasks and professional activities;

- Implementation of the model for training of a teacher-
educator in the process of pedagogical disciplines tuition;

- Correction of knowledge, abilities and skills (KAS) gaining
by the students;

- Control, evaluation (current, interim and final) of the
students’ KAS;

Such logic is realized during each module (topic) of the
educational course in Pedagogy through the external (subject
matter, objective, facilities, plan, tasks for the students,
recommended literature, theory and practice, anticipated
pedagogical skills and abilities) and internal structure reflecting
main levels of the KAS gaining by the students, thus meeting the
requirements as to the objectives taxonomy: at the level of
cognition, understanding, application, analysis, synthesis and
evaluation.

Educational tutorials ‘Pedagogical practice code’ and
‘Technologies of professional training of future teachers in
Pedagogics’ worked out by teachers’ training department staff
include general methodological module, philosophic methodology,
specific methodological module, theoretical module (only),
theoretical and practical course, control and self-control course,
course of professional pedagogical skills and occupational
gualities.

Lectures and seminars dedicated to pedagogical issues are
based on the technology of problem teaching. Problem teaching
technology is not a new one and it is widely spread within higher
educational institutions.

To the date, problem teaching is understood as the
organization of educational studies that assumes creation of
problem situations under a teacher’s supervision and an active
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self work of the students related to thereof solving. The result of
this method is the creative gaining of knowledge, skills, abilities
and development of mental capabilities.
The problem situations may be classified as follows:
. By the content of the unknown X (X — objective, X —
object, X — activity type, X — condition for activity

conduct);
. By the level of the problem (I level — spontaneous; I
level — originated and solved by a teacher; Il level —

originated by a teacher but solved by the students; and
IV level — originated and solved by the students).

Group technologies are considered to be the basis for
lectures and seminars dedicated to pedagogical issues.

The academic group is divided into micro-groups. The
technological process of group work consists of the following
elements:

1. Preliminary work related to solving of the group task:

a) Setting of a cognitive task (problem situation);

b) Instructing about the scope and consistency of the work;

¢) Recommendations as to didactic materials for groups.

2. Group work:

d) Introduction to material, planning of group work;

e) Setting individual tasks for group members;

f) Individual carrying out of the tasks;

g) Discussion of individual results upon the group work;

h) Discussion of a common task for the group (remarks,
addenda, clarifications and summarizing);

i) Group task after action review.

3. Final part:

j) Notification about the results of group work;

k) Cognitive task analysis, reflection;

[) General conclusion on the group work and carrying out of
the set task.

In the time of group work, the teacher is in charge of various
functions: work group progress supervision; advising and
answering the questions, actions coordination; individual or
general assistance to students or entire group (should it be
required). Seminars are held in the form of game.

Game is a type of activity under conditions of situations
intended for reproduction and adoption of social experience, thus
assisting the formation and improvement of the behavior self control.
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The conceptual fundamentals of gaming technologies are
psychological mechanisms of gaming activities based upon vital
demands of the personality in self-expression, self-affirmation,
self-determination, self-regulation and self-actualization.

Gaming technologies are divided as follows:

By target orientation: didactic, educational, developing and
socializing ones.

By nature of the pedagogical process: educational, training,
controlling, summarizing, cognitive, nurturing, developing,
reproductive, productive, creative, communicative, diagnostic,
professionally oriented and vocationally psychological.

By gaming methods: subject, plot based, role-playing,
business, imitating and dramatization.

Gaming technologies assist in KAS gaining, development of
mental activity system, esthetic and moral qualities system,
system of effective and practical sphere and self-controllable
mechanisms.

Gaming activities have the following functions:

. Impulsive (provoking the interest);

. Communicative (adoption of the culture in teacher’s

communication elements);

. Self-actualization  (each  student realizes own
possibilities);

. Developing (attention, will and other mental qualities
development);

. Entertaining (having a fun);

o Diagnostic (disclosure of deviations in KAS, behavior
and lack of knowledge);

. Corrective (introduction of the positive changes into
future teachers’ personality structure).

The most important part of any game has the signs of a free
developing activity being of an active and creative character, and
assisting in the development of feelings and positive emotions.

A gaming activity in Higher School is used as follows:

. As an independent technology for understanding the
subject matter, chapter content and the definition of the
terms;

As an element of another technology;
As the seminar or separate parts thereof (introduction,
explanation, quick check, exercises and control).
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To the extent of our experience, business games are known
to be used for solving of comprehensive tasks as to adoption of
new materials, quick check of learnt materials, development of
creative skills and the formation of common teaching abilities.
Business games enable students to understand educational
material from various points of view. The process of pedagogy
studying assumes application of different business game
modifications: imitating, operative, role-playing, business theatre,
psycho and sociogram.

The imitating games (modeling of events, specific activities
of pupils, students and teachers). Apart from the plot, scenario of
the imitating game includes the other structures and allocations of
the imitated processes and objects.

Operative games assist in practical dealing with certain
specific operations; for example, solving of pedagogical tasks,
holding the meetings, etc.

The role-playing games assist in training of the tactics in the
field of behavior and actions, carrying out the functions and meeting
the obligations by any specific personality. In order to play such a
game, it shall be necessary to select a special model and provide a
casting.

Business theatre assumes writing of scenario describing a
specific situation, functions, duties and tasks of actors.

Psychogram and sociogram are similar with ‘Business
Theatre’, but intended for formation of the future teachers’
perceptive abilities (the ability to feel the condition of the other
person, the skill for establishing a contact).

During the last time, higher educational institutions are
known to use computer (information) technologies including those
that apply special information media (PC, audio, video and
motion-picture technique). Since computers became widely used
worldwide, there has been originated a term ‘new teaching
information technologies’. We almost agree with the scientists
who consider any pedagogical technology to be the information
one as information and its communication (processing) are known
to be the basis of technological teaching process. Therefore, the
most exact definition of these technologies should be ‘technical
information technologies’.

Technical information technologies are the processes of
accumulation and communication of the information via computer
and other technical media. They develop an idea of the
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programmed studying and discover the new and not yet
researched modes of studying combined with unique options
available in modern computer and telecommunication systems.

Computer technologies are intended for: development of the
personality within information society; formation of skills for
information usage; development of the communicative skills;
formation of the abilities for researches and skills for optimal
solutions selection; and providing with huge volume of high
quality information.

Computer technologies can be implemented as follows:

| — Technology as ‘Penetration’ (application of the computer
studies for specific topics in certain chapter);

Il — As the basis (application for studying the basic topics);

Il — As the monotechnology (when the entire process of
studying: diagnostics, administration and monitoring are
implemented with the help of PC).

The credit and module system of specialists’ training
assumes the optimization of the educational process,
intensification of students’ self work, enabling the setting of clear
individual root for getting higher education, while taking into
account all initial achievements in the time of studying in various
universities, thus representing an effective mean for students’
mobility support. The accumulated credits enable students to
make breaks in their studies or resume it in other educational
institution. This system provides for objective evaluation of
students’ achievements, thus, to some extent, preventing
subjective attitude from the side of teacher. Implementation of
ECTS as accumulative credit system shall enable anybody’s
effective conduct in the framework of the concept ‘long-life study’,
and shall promote his self-development, self-improvement and
self-affirmation as professional specialist.

The guiding idea: Students’ KAS control and evaluation
stimulate and rule over students’ cognitive activities.

To the date, solving the problem related to improvement of
the quality of graduates training process assumes significant
improvement of student’s studies control being an important tool
for the administration of studying process.

The need for the students’ studies control and their
knowledge evaluation has an objective character. There is a
regular relationship within the chain: the objective of studies — the
process — the result — the next objective. However, in order to set
pedagogically proper objective it shall be necessary to know
exactly what has been achieved as a result of studying.
Henceforth we shall use such terms as: ‘Control’ — that is generic
definition; ‘Test’ — that is a process of control; ‘Evaluation’ — that is
guantitative representation of the gained knowledge expressed in
grades; and ‘Record’ — that is documentary support (grade report,
record of credits, progress books, etc.).

Control (from French - control) has several meanings. In the
terms of didactics it is understood as supervision, observation and
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verification of the student’s advancement in studies. The following
are the functions of control:

Educative (assisting in extension, broadening and
improvement of students’ knowledge, clarification and
systematization of educational material for specific
topics);

Diagnostic and Corrective (revealing of knowledge,
abilities and skills, difficulties, drawbacks, poor progress;
provision of the feedback for types: ‘Student — Teacher’
and ‘Student — Student’);

Supervisory (determination of students’ knowledge,
abilities and skills levels, readiness for adoption of new
material; evaluation of the students’ progress);

Nurturing (directed for improvement of personal
discipline, development of will, character, skills for
systematic self work, and so forth);

Developing (assistance in development of mental
processes of the personality — attention, memory,
thinking, interests, cognitive activity and speaking
culture of students);

Stimulating and Motivational (stimulation of students for
improvement of advancement in studies, the
development of personal responsibility and formation of
motivation for studies);

Administrative (Provision of purposefulness in the time
of studying);

Predictive and Methodological (related to both, either to
a teacher who gets rather accurate data about
evaluation of his work, results of own teaching methods
application and the ways of further improvement of the
educational process, or students as it helps them in
forecasting their studies and academic work progress).

Students’ progress control and evaluation control
organization principles are defined by the objective of teaching
and educational process in higher educational institutions, and as
well by objective regularities of the pedagogical process in the
said institutions.

The main principles of the students’ academic work
verification and evaluation of progress in studies are based upon:

Individual approach to verification and evaluation of
students’ advancement (it is assumed that the teacher
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works individually with each student considering his
individual traits);

. Systematic character and systemacy of knowledge
verification and evaluation (supervision within a whole
period of the student’s studying in Higher School);

. Subject orientation (it concerns all control levels and
assumes students’ academic activities evaluation on
half-year or year basis by each educational topic):

. Differentiated evaluation of the students’ advancement
in studies (it is assumed that advancement in studies is
evaluated on the basis of multilevel approach);

o Unified requirements to students from the side of
teachers’ staff (it is assumed that all staff of departments
and, in particular, teachers shall meet requirements
specified by effective national standards);

. Objectivity (it is systematic analysis of half-year
examinations results and showings of the advancement
in studies according to the unified criteria for the
purpose of timely taking appropriate measures in order
to improve the scope and organizational aspects of
teaching and educational process; to enhance the
efficiency and quality of lectures and self work of
students for prevention (minimization) of their dropout
from the higher educational institution;

. Publicity (notification of students about the results of
control).

Being the regulative tools of students’ academic activity
control and their progress evaluation, the stated above principles
define specific types, methods and forms of its organization, as well
as criteria and norms of students’ knowledge level evaluation. The
following types of control have been established for educational
theory and practice: diagnostic, current, training, delayed, topic-
based, cross-type, interim, post-program and final ones.

The types of the students’ academic activities verification are
defined by the level of its compliance with stated principles of
knowledge control.

Control includes different types of the KAS verification.

Traditionally, types and forms of students’ KAS verification
are known to include:

. Preliminary, current and topic-based tests (inter-

examination control);
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. Tests, term papers, spoken tests and tutorials (interim

control);

o Half-year examinations, degree examinations and

degree thesis (post-program and final control).

Preliminary tests are performed for determination of
students’ level of readiness for study depending on the studying
stage and the place of control.

Topic-based tests are performed in order to check students’
scope of knowledge in the time of seminars, spoken tests and
tutorials. The main task of a topic-based test is to enable
apprehending and understanding of the whole topic and its
relationships by the students.

Inter-examination control assists in providing conditions for
continuous work of the students, development of skills for clear
organization of their work, and as well it assists the teacher in
timely revealing of slowly progressing students with following
helping them and finally, in organization of individual classes for
advanced students. The results of inter-examination tests are
used for making amendments to material being studied in the
time of lectures, to the content of tutorials and modification of
principles of individual work with students, and finally, for
determination of written and spoken tests scope.

The main organizational forms of students’ knowledge
verification, mainly applied by modern higher educational
institutions are: individual, group and frontal check, self-control
and rating system.

Participation of the student in research work is considered to
be an important criterion for checking the student’s level of
readiness for a creative activity.

Negative consequences inherent to any type of control can
be maximally avoided even through strict meeting of the
requirements for such control. The main drawbacks of traditional
control are:

a) Reproductive character (impossibility to verify the ability
for conscious application of the gained knowledge in practical
activities):

b) It is impossible to ascertain the level of knowledge,
abilities and skills stored in long-term memory at certain grade
level,

c) Subjectivity of educational and cognitive activity
evaluation.
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In our opinion, implementation of students’ progress test
control shall to some extent assist in overcoming of the above.
The English word ‘Test means ‘Trial, try-out, experiment,
verification’. Being applied in pedagogical literature, a didactic test
is understood as a preliminarily approved set of tasks prepared
according to specific requirements and intended for determination
of qualitative showings. Such tests are used for determination of
the testees’ competence levels and its results are evaluated on
the basis of the criteria set in advance.

As a rule, the test consists of two parts — informative and
operative ones. The informative part should include clear and
simple guide assisting the testee to pass the test. It is preferable
that such guide is accompanied with a specific example. The
operative part of the test includes the certain number of test
tasks. Done test tasks require an appropriate evaluation and
determination of the testee’s level of knowledge.

Test control has the following advantages over the other
methods for knowledge level verification, in particular:

1) Knowledge quality of a significant part of students can be
verified within a rather short period of time;

2) Possibility of checking knowledge, abilities and skills
required and planned in advance level;

3) Availability of a self-control option within the preliminary
phase of the test control implementation;

4) More objective evaluation of the knowledge level;

5) Creation of the due conditions for permanent feedback
between a student and a teacher.

However, knowledge test control is known to have significant
drawbacks that may be divided into three groups.

|. Drawbacks underlying the basis of the control essence:

- Probability of random selection or guess about the proper
answer;

- Possibility for evaluation of only final result (wrong —
correct) in the time of close type tests, while process resulting in
the answer is not revealed.

II. Drawbacks having a psychological nature;

- Standardization of thinking without taking into account of
the personality development level.

Ill.  Drawbacks based upon organizational and
methodological showings:
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- Spending a lot of time for preparation of the required ‘bank’
of tests, its variations; complicity and intensity of the process;

- Need for high qualification of teachers and experts
preparing the test tasks.

In our opinion, there are real ways for elimination of the said
drawbacks. For example, the optimal numbers of the close type
test variants — 4-5. The more the variants, the less is a probability
of guessing about the answer. At the same time, it is necessary to
understand that time spent for preparation of the test assuming
five answers is two times more than for the same but with four
answers. As compared with tests having two answers, the
probability of guessing about the answer in case of three
available options is 17%. Otherwise, when comparing test with
four and three options, the probability shall be 8%. Application of
five instead of four answering options shall reduce the probability
of guessing about the proper answer only by 5%, while of six
instead of five — by 3.4%.

The improvement of the evaluation objectivity promotes the
application of test tasks having different structure. In order to provide
the efficiency of the test control it is necessary to meet the following
psychological and pedagogical requirements in the time of such
tests:

1. Gradual implementation of the test control, thus enabling
to improve psychological readiness of students. Initially simple
tests are to be done with following introduction of more
complicated ones.

2. The tasks are to be of comprehensive character.

3. Test control should guarantee the objectivity of
knowledge, abilities and skills evaluation, assist in elimination of
the subjectivity, thus forming positive attitude to the subject and
as well to the teacher in charge of its teaching.

4. It is important to follow strict organization in the time of test
control that assumes: availability of the organizational moment, in
the time of which the teacher explains test tasks, answer students’
guestions and definitely determines the time required for passing
the test; providing of each student with standard answering form,
thus significantly saving the time of students and a teacher.

5. Test tasks stand for significant reduction of the period, within
which students are to wait for the grades when the test is passed.
This is extremely important psychological and educational factor.
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6. It is an obligatory requirement that test results are to be
analyzed.

In conclusion it is necessary to stress the point that being the
system of tasks having specific form and scope, the test is the
scientifically grounded tool for evaluation of students’ knowledge,
abilities and skills that assists in individual control of each
student’s progress results and mobile supervision of the teaching
and educational process.

According to pedagogical experience, it is extremely difficult
to determine objectively the level of anyone’s skills for adoption of
knowledge and activity styles. In order to facilitate fulfilment of
this task it is proposed to separate two permanently
interconnected terms: evaluation criteria and forms.

1) Evaluation criteria are the provisions to be mandatory
followed the time of giving certain grades;

2) Evaluation norms are the conditions to be met by the
teacher in the time of giving certain grade to the student.

It is highly important to explain the evaluation criteria as
thereof analysis is the analysis of the verification object. Giving a
certain grade to the student, the teacher shall take into account:

1) Character of just known knowledge adoption (the level of
understanding, remembering ability, scope, comprehensiveness
and accuracy of knowledge);

2) Quality of the knowledge shown by a student (logic of
thinking, argumentation, consistency and independence in
exposition, culture of speech, etc.);

3) Level of mastering just known activity styles, abilities and
skills for practical application of the gained knowledge;

4) Gaining the experience of the creative activity;

5) Quality of the work done (appearance, performance rate,
accuracy, etc.).

The following are structural components of academic
activities (studying) that may represent evaluation objects:

1. Substantive component — knowledge about the object of
studies (idea, concept, phenomenon, inclusive of the rules and
means for its conversion, requirements to the result; components
and consistency of the fulfilment of the task as the item of
academic activities, etc.). The scope of knowledge defined by
educational programs and state standards.

In the time of evaluation, the following knowledge
characteristics are to be analyzed: comprehensiveness;
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correctness, coherence; consciousness (understanding, dividing
into essence and secondary items, verbalization - oral
representation in the form of reproduction (exposition), and
explanation); application of knowledge (adequacy, independence
under new conditions (according to example, analogy and relative
novelty), providing assistance).

2. Operative and organizational component — actions,
conduct modes (abilities, skills) and activities:

. Subject based (according to subject programs)

. Mental  (comparison, abstracting, classification,

generalization, and so forth);

) Comprehensive  educational  (analysis, planning,
organization and control of process and results of
carried out tasks, and the activity on the whole; skills for
work with books and the other available information
sources).

Moreover, the following characteristics of actions, conduct

modes and activities are to be also analyzed:

. Fulfillment correctness;

. Independence under new conditions (according to
example, analogy and relative novelty);

. Providing assistance: practical (common activities of a
teacher and students, demonstration and giving an
example); verbal (re-instructing, explanation, questions,
prompts and directions); general (stimulation, support,
commendation and attention promotion);

. Consciousness about the way of conduct -
understanding and verbal representation: reproduction
(exposition), explanation, application under new
conditions (according to the example, analogy and
relative novelty);

3. Emotional and motivational component — attitude to

studies. The following characteristics are to be analyzed:

) Character and power (indifferent, not enough expressed
positive, interested, clear positive);

. Efficiency (from contemplative (passive) to effective);

. Stability (from occasional to constant).

These characteristics of the subject based, operative and
organizational and emotional and motivational components of the
educational process may just represent the basis for
determination of students’ advancement levels (I — elementary, I
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— medium, Il — satisfactory and IV — advanced) and general
criteria for its evaluation and appropriate grades.

Being functional components of the studying process in
modern Higher School, the control and evaluation are subjected
to significant reconsideration. It is obvious that anyone could trace
the trend for its maximum differentiation and multiplication.

Humanization and  democratization of  education,
reorientation of secondary education from a reproductive process
to creative development of the pupil’s personality, formation of his
primary skills and competences require modification of
approaches to evaluation of academic advancement of the future
teachers.

In our opinion, it is also important that the teachers’ attention
is being paid not only to the need for the equipment of the
students with certain scope of knowledge, abilities and skills, but
to the necessary formation of certain competences. The term
‘Competence’ includes a set of personal qualities and general
awareness, and it is based not only upon knowledge, experience,
certain values adopted in the course of study in Higher School,
but also upon personal skills.

The following competence groups shall be used as criteria
for students’ advancement evaluation:

- Social (Social activities, participation in the NGOs’
activities, ability for prevention and settlement of conflicts, for
independent making of decisions and bearing the responsibility
for thereof results, etc.);

- Polycultural (skills in reaching a consensus when solving
different issues related either to professional activity, or everyday
communication with people having different views, representing
different religious confessions and various nationalities, etc.);

- Communicative (high level of group communication culture,
fluent speaking different languages and their practical application
under certain conditions);

- Informational (skills for getting different information with the
help of the modern information technologies, its understanding
based upon principle of criticism and application for the purpose
of knowledge gaining);

- Self development and education (need for self-
improvement, improvement of professional competence, general
cultural level, development of personal skills, etc.);
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- Competences being defined as skills for rational productive
and creative activities.

It is specified in modern educational regulations that
personality-oriented secondary education shall provide for:

- Application of new pedagogical ethic of communication
between teachers and pupils (mutual respect, mutual
understanding and creative interaction);

- Necessary personal communication;

- Making use of dialogues (as prevailing form of cooperation)
in the time of communication that forms the ability for free
exchange with thoughts and modeling of lifelike situations;

- Orientation to development of creativity and creative
activities in the course of teaching and educational process;

- Strengthening of children’s personality value by all available
means;

- Availability of teachers with skills for simultaneous teaching
students according to ‘multilevel complicity’ programs, etc.

The reform of a modern comprehensive secondary school
sets up more strict requirements to the new generation of
teachers playing the role of main guides for the further life style
and professional advancement for those, who are going to live
and act in the third millennium.

In our opinion, module-rating education that was firstly
applied by the USA in the 60-s and being widely spread to the
date among English speaking countries and Western Europe can
be just an option enabling the improvement of the quality of
higher education in our country. This new technology has
radically changed pedagogical relations between a student and a
teacher and assisted in increase of specialists training quality.

To the date, Ukrainian higher educational institutions, in
particular Zhytomyr Ivan Franko State University, have gained
significant experience in the rating system applied for the
organization of studies and thereof results evaluation.

What is the essence of the rating system for evaluation of
knowledge? What is the academic rating? First of all, it is a
specific evaluation scale, grade, rank (Eng. — Rating). This is a
comprehensive indicator of the advancement in studies, peculiar
index (integral) or class.

The rating system is based upon the principle of
accumulation of grades for a certain studying period (module,
half-year, year, 5 years) given for different activities. The total of
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the said grades is considered to be the quantitative result of the
student’s work quality compared with his mates. However, it
reflects not only quality of knowledge and skills, but also an
accuracy of work, activity, independence and creativity. It is
assumed to perform regular ranking of students (as well as the
final one — for graduates).

This work is aimed at making the rating system be able to
stimulate self work of the student and evaluate the quality and
plenitude of material adoption. The scope of adopted material is
evaluated by the scale:

. -From 70% to 79% of actually adopted material —
‘Satisfactory’;

o -From 80% to 89% of actually adopted material —
‘Good’;

. - From 90% to 100% of actually adopted material —
‘Excellent’.

Therefore, the total rating of the students is defined via the
following formula:

R 0(5)x5 0(4)x4 0(3)x3
n

Where 0(5), 0(4) and 0(3) - is the number of positive grades (‘Five’,
‘Four’ and ‘Three’ accordingly) given in the time of mastering the
complete course; n - is the number of classes according to the
curriculum.

High grades given for separate topics of the educational
course can not compensate the lack of knowledge on the other
topics. In order to stimulate independence and activity of the
students in the course of lectures, and as well to improve their
stimulation for studying it is proposed to evaluate the passive
attitude by grade ‘Unsatisfactory’.

Therefore, the total rating of a student is defined via the
following formula:

R 0(5)X5_0(4)x4 0(3)x3 0(2)x2
n

Where 0(2) — is the number of ‘unsatisfactory’ grades given
in the time of mastering the complete course.
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Rating shall be no less than 70% of material adopted with
‘Satisfactory’ grade, while the number of ‘Unsatisfactory’ grades
shall be no more than 30%, i.e.:

R=0.7x3-0.3x2=15;
For grade ‘Good’:

R=0.8x4-0.2x2=2.8;
For grade ‘Excellent’:

R=09x5-01x2=43

Introduction of the additional rating in the time of students’
academic activity evaluation provides differentiation. Therefore,
the quality of homework or individual task may be determined
according to ‘Harrington's desirability function’ by application of
the table of correspondence between desirability ratios within
empirical and psychological systems:

‘Satisfactory’ 0.4-0.6
‘Good’ 0.6-0.8
‘Excellent’ 0.8-1.0

The rating of the student’s individual work is determined via
the following formula:
R ind = P/n,
Where P — is the total of points given for self work; n — is the
number of laboratory and practical classes according to the
curriculum,

Moreover, grade point average for the student’s individual
work becomes significant only upon the number of classes
according to the curriculum is exceeded by the number of
individual classes.

The individual work is organized within three levels:

1 — Reproductive one, when the student is required to know
primary laws and regularities and is able to apply them for
carrying out of the elementary tasks;

2 — Reproductive and creative one, when the student is
required to know primary laws, regularities and principles and is
able to apply them according to algorithms for solution of
standard pedagogical tasks examined in the course of practical
classes.

3 — Creative and Searching one that assumes availability of
the skills for independent building of the algorithm for solution of
training or pedagogical task.
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If the student is known for active participation in self work he
can be given the total rating with the grade being one point higher
upon carrying out the ‘lower’ level task.

Such a comprehensive approach to the knowledge
evaluation provides taking into account the scope and quality of
the adopted material, stimulation of the student’s self work and
dynamic analyzing of the educational process.

In case of module program implementation, the post-
program evaluation grade of students is composed upon
academic activities within the half-year study on the whole. The
level of creative activity is defined by number and scope of
students’ positive activity deeds upon the results of current control
(participation in quizzes, preparation of abstracts, crossword
puzzles; submitting of the grounded proposals, etc.). In doing so,
the individual factor of the student’s creative activity (CAF) is
determined as the relationship between individual creative activity
deed number (CAD) and the best student's CAD or normative
value.

In the time of current, interim and post-program module
control, the points of rating are totalized and converted into
individual cumulative index for each student upon completion of
the course, thus enabling anybody to see clearly his intellectual
and professional achievements and to compare it with the rating
of his mates. Such motivational conditions provide the
implementation of the competitive principle in academic activities,
and the stimulation of each student for improvement of personal
work and organization of the educational process on the whole.

A creative contact between a teacher and a student under
such conditions is being significantly improved, thus enabling the
possibility for intensification of the educational process. At the
same time, most students shall schedule their own individual
strategy of studying (by the scope, rate and forms of adoption),
thus avoiding the contingency and subjectivity in the time of
examination, and resulting in meeting the set objectives.

The students going to improve their rating and get a higher
examination grade shall pass the examination. In the course of
examination a student may be given not more than 22% from the
total points got during a half-year course. The ‘value’ of the
examination grade is added to the student’s rating for a half-year
academic period. The post-program grade is defined on the basis
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of aggregate rating. In case of an unsatisfactory grade, the
evaluation of a student’s knowledge is left at the previous level.

Therefore, the model of rating system for evaluation of the
student’s academic activities shall consist of the certain elements
of the academic and creative activities, and include motivational
stimuli complying with various motivational demands by its form,
and finally be permanently improved depending on
implementation of the pedagogical principle assuming the
cooperation between the teacher and the students.

Review Lecture: Organization of postgraduate students
scientific and research work.

The objective of the lecture: Familiarization of
postgraduate students with the main requirements and types of
research work for the Master’'s degree nominees.

The main problem: Clarification of the main requirements to
the Master’s degree thesis.

The guiding idea: Master’'s degree theses as the result of
independent research activity.

Target Plan

1. Definition and importance of students’ research work.

2. Master’s degree nominees’ works and its types.

3. General and specific requirements to the Master’s degree
thesis.

4. Requirements to the Master's degree theses in
Pedagogics.

The scientific and research work of the postgraduate
students is done according to the objectives of the educational
process and assists in training of the highly qualified specialists.
One of the main requirements for postgraduate students is the
comprehensive development of their creative skills and
researching abilities.

The scientific and research work of postgraduate students is
aimed to development of the future teachers and researchers
bents for search and research activities, creative solutions of the
teaching and educational tasks in the educational institutions, and
as well formation of the abilities and skills in application of
research methods for solving of practical issues in the fiels of
education and nurture.

It is assumed by practice of higher educational institutions
that postgraduate students are often given the tasks for self work
with requirements for preparation of:

Summary tables;

Structural block-diagram of the lectures;

Topic-based crossword puzzles;

Topic-based tests (single, multiple, alternative and
ordered discretion);
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e The list of definitions for key terms of the course
referenced to the original sources;

. Annotation of articles (5 — 6 from the one topic), book or
separate chapters being closely connected with the
topic;

. Making abstracts and reports on topics specified by the
teacher;

. Various group tasks that assume solution or modeling of
problem situations.

Under conditions of students’ active creative and cognitive
activities, the works ofthe Master's degree nominees are
considered to be more and more like to researching search.
Students prefer creative tasks: preparing reports, abstracts;
school experience research; publication of critiques and writing of
the Master’s degree theses.

Postgraduate students’ work is the form of self-made
creative work selected upon desire of the Master. Depending on
the level of student’s research skills formation the teacher can
propose to write: an abstract, critique, essay, review, annotation
or the terms of reference for research of certain phenomenon
development genesis.

The most elementary form — an abstract — is the report on a
certain topic including the review of scientific and the other
sources related to the chosen topic or description of the scientific
work content. It is important to stress the point that the abstract
shall include not only interpretation of the appropriate scientific
information, but also personal point of view as to the above.

The main requirements to the abstract:

. Comprehensiveness of the article or some topic based

works representation;

. Compliance of the main theses and provisions selected
by a reporter with the article content.

. Determination of methods selected by a reporter in the
time of preparation of the abstract in order to solve a
certain problem;

. Correspondence of a reporter's findings to the set
objectives (is the research goal met or no?)

Having used the complicated theses, the thoughts of minor

importance shall be stated in way, provided they clarify and give
the arguments over the primary ones.
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It is proven by research of S. Balashova that students
showing an average level of researching skills shall be advised to
write the critiques.

Article — is a minor scientific or journalistic publication being
a specific research of a vital scientific, social and political or
literature topic. It is considered that such article shall be
characterized by reporting of the specific issues accompanied by
required theoretical understanding. A scientific article being the
critique is a research covering a wide range of materials and
including rather thorough analysis of the scientific works, where
certain problems, processes and phenomena are reported. It
includes the characteristic of sensible pedagogical or the other
phenomena, or processes, assessment, findings, observations or
suggestions being the result of the analysis done.

The content, form, organizational method and manner of
material reporting by the student shall comply with the style of
critique. The students known to have a high level of researching
skills may be offered to perform more complicated work — the
essay.

Essay (Fr. essai — attempt, intention, draft) — is a small prose-
style publication with free composition that reports individual opinions
and statements about specific issue, while not pretending to
exhaustive and determinative interpretation of the topic concerned.

The results of scientific and research work done for different
subjects may be submitted by postgraduate students in one of the
following forms: a scientific summary, a scientific report,
methodological findings as to researched topic and scientific
article.

However, the final result of the postgraduate student’s
research self work shall be the Master’s thesis that may be called
as the Master's degree thesis. Determinative feature of the said
thesis is the clearly expressed individual character.

The Master’s degree thesis shall be prepared by a student at
the final grade level according to requirements of the educational
and professional program for specialists to be qualified as
‘Masters’. The Master's degree thesis is considered to be the
gualification-confirming scientific and practical work containing
mathematically grounded theoretical or experimental results and
scientific provisions that provides an evidence of the student’s
ability for independent scientific research in the selected sphere
of knowledge.
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The results of research performed by the author and
summarized in the Master’s degree thesis shall comply with one
of the following requirements:

o Providing of scientifically grounded observations and
findings of theoretical and practical importance that
enable reasonable solution of the certain task;

. Obtaining of the new scientifically grounded or
experimental results being of high importance for certain
field of science.

The research results shall be approved by publications in
printed mass-media and scientific bulletins, reports made in the
time of scientific or scientific and practical conferences, etc.

The Master’s degree thesis shall be submitted in the form of
duly drawn up (printed) research consisting of no less than thirty
conditional pages of the main text (for environmental and
geographical and physicomathematical specialization) or of no
less than forty pages (for specialties pertaining to the humanities).
The Master's degree thesis shall be kept within files of Higher
School for at least five years.

General criteria of the said theses evaluation are mainly the
same as the criteria of dissertations evaluation. The aforesaid
criteria are: actuality of the problem selected for research, its
theoretical and practical importance, independence of the
research work, availability of the experimental data; innovative
approaches to problem research; methodological validity,
coincidence of the research methods with the subject thereof;
appearance of the text; availability of the grounded findings and
correct interpretation by application of the scientific terms.

The adequate and objective interpretation of the
accumulated pedagogical facts may be composed only if it is
based upon theoretical research methods. Any pedagogical
phenomenon shall be considered from the angle of its influence
on the total result of the pedagogical work together with the other
phenomena. Application of the analytical research methods
provides for an option enabling to single out individual aspects,
signs, features and peculiarities from any pedagogical
phenomenon. The analysis assists to examine the most
complicated phenomena, namely to separate diverse facts,
compare it and finally, to select the typical ones. Thereby, the
research strategy is being built, thus assuming certain alternation
of both: empirical and theoretical methods.
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The quality of the Master’s scientific and research work is
dependable upon the level of the Master's readiness for its
organization and performance. The readiness shall be understood
as integrative property reflecting the ability of personality to
arrange supervised by a teacher own scientific and research
activity in the course of studying that includes the following
components: creative skills, competence, mastering the
technology of the scientific research and reporting with following
defense of the scientific research results.

Creative skills — is the system of intellectual and creative
qualities of the personality promoting the success of creative
activities. It is composed from the following sub-systems:

- orientational sub-systems (motives, interest and demands);

- personal character traits sub-systems  (firmness of
purpose, working capacity, conscientiousness, etc.);

- skills sub-systems (individual peculiarities of the creative
processes);

- creative skills sub-systems.

The following are individual and creative qualities required
for the future research:

1). Creative thinking, i.e. the ability to produce new ideas,
hypotheses and problem tasks expression methods.

2). Intuition. Direct view to the essence of the matter,
selection of the proper solution of the problem without
understanding the ways and methods for the above.

3). Creative imagination. Independent creation of the new
images being reflected in original and valuable results of
activities.

4). Divergence of thinking. Alternativeness, the ability to
propose a few approaches to solution of the task, skills for
viewing problems and objects under different angles.

5). Originality of thinking, i.e. singularity of mental qualities,
mental activity type; ability to work out thoughts being different of
the commonly adopted views.

6). Associativity of thinking. The ability to use associations,
including analogies, and devious associations.

7). Intellectual activity. This is the integral cognitive and
motivational indicator of the creative personality development
level based on the intellectual initiative.

The intellectual initiative is not the continuation of thinking
due to external stimulation, but the continuation of the mental
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activity out of the specified situation that is conditioned neither by
practical needs, nor by negative evaluation of the work.

Student’s competence in the scientific and research work
shall be understood as special and comprehensive scientific
knowledge serving as the methodological basis for organization
and performance of research (these ones are different for each
direction of pedagogical research), comprehensive scientific and
research skills, in particular, in:

- organization of the own mental activity;

- literature search and bibliographic review of scientific sources;

- justification of the research topic actuality;

- clear setting of the research goal and objectives;

- operating the conceptual framework;

- competent application of scientific cognition methods;

- defining of the research object and subject;

- formulation of hypothesis, proving or disproving its validity;

- justification of the scientific novelty and practical importance
of the research;

- reporting research results in numerical and graphic forms;

- defending of the own research results in appropriate way.

Gaining expert-like skills in the scientific research technology
requires the system approach to the organization of the scientific
research. It is based upon the main phases and methods of the
scientific research. This is a creative search that being the
didactic process may be divided into following stages: a) search
of problem; b) concentration on, absorption in the problem; c)
information collection, interrelated data merging; d) material
incubation, analysis, understanding and systematization; e)
acknowledgement or insight — generation of idea; f) verification
and application in way of logical thinking or experiment.

Exposition of the research material is dependable upon the
level of students’ readiness for scientific and research activities.

Observations and experimental surveys of several year’s
standing enable us to determine four levels of students’ readiness
for scientific and research activities: extremely low, low,
satisfactory and high.

The extremely low level is inherent to the students who are not
interested in the scientific and research activities. Research work is
motivated only by the need to get a certain grade. Most of such
students have a low, sometimes medium level of creative skills
development. They have a low, sometimes medium level of

knowledge and do not seek for its improvement; they have not got
any skills in application of research technology and material
reporting. The research activity is considered by them to be
unnecessary.

The low level of readiness is typical for the students
somehow interesting in certain problems. Such students have
medium level of the creative skills development and go into the
root of matter in perfunctory manner. The organization of scientific
research is initiated by teachers. Students make mistakes in the
logical and meaningful component of the research; he does not
always able to provide integrity of the procedural and logical and
meaningful components. He is practically indifferent to the
scientific work. The research results are reported by him in
abstract form.

The satisfactory level of readiness assumes the presence of
interest in the research work, availability of high or medium level
of creative skills development, awareness about the essence of
the research work, however without independent determination of
all specific attributes; rather good skills in research and some
general scientific methods; trying to strive for integrity of
procedural and logical and meaningful components in the time of
selection of the scientific research organization form and
methods; absence of skills for independent scheduling of the
scientific research that is conditioned by the lack of competence.
These students are known for desire to become researchers. The
subject matter is reported in abstract-analytical, sometimes
creative form.

High level of readiness assumes the need for scientific and
research activities, presence of high creative skills, awareness
about the essence of scientific and research activities and skills for
independent determination of its specific features, application of
research and general scientific skills, awareness about the
scientific research organization main form and methods; providing
the integrity of the procedural and the logical and meaningful
components in the time of selection of scientific research
organization form and methods; recognition of the importance of
the research work social role for the formation of our society. Such
students are characterized by creative style and creativity of the
work.

Their works are notable for: understanding of scientific
research essence; ability to find out and state the problem,

introduce required conceptual framework, define the object,
subject, goal, objective and hypothesis with following proving or
disproving thereof; ability to select specific research methods,
analyze the research results, generalize and make proper
conclusions and finally, to assess the application scope for the
research model.

Analysis of postgraduate students’ articles and creative
works provides for setting of some levels of the scientific
character and creativity being inherent to the above:

- Abstract level (brief written report on main theoretical and
scientific provisions as to the research problems) (I-1l level of the
Master’s readiness for scientific and research activities);

- Analytical and Abstract level (brief report based on the
analysis and creative processing of literature sources, the
analysis of facts and theoretical justification, systematization,
classification and generalization. Making critical remarks as to the
matter of the published fact on the basis of the above) (lll-IV level
of the Master’s readiness for scientific and research activities);

Each student is considered to be the unique personality that
may be revealed only during his activity. Whatever work is done
(tedious, monotonous, typical or versatile) it shall be necessary to
strive for creative application of students’ skills in such work. The
creativity is just the only basis for emotional enthusiasm and
spiritual growth of students. V. Sukhomlynskyi considered that
anyone can make progress in harmonious and comprehensive
development, erudition and literacy, thus achieving spiritual
wealth and morality, only under conditions if intellectual, moral
and esthetic culture is accompanied by the high level of culture in
work and working creativity.

Review Lecture: Social and historical characteristics
of the Ukrainian higher teachers’ training education system
development. System of the higher teachers’ training
education in foreign countries (USA, France, Great Britain,
Germany, Japan, South Korea, and China)

The objective of the lecture: Familiarization of the
postgraduate students with the main phases of the higher
education development, in particular, of the higher
teachers’ training education in Ukraine; analysis of the
main trends of the higher teachers’ training education
development in foreign countries.

The main problem: Determination of the main trends
of the higher teachers’ training education development in
Ukraine; defining the regularities of the higher teachers’
training education development in each specific country.

The guiding idea: Awareness of the history of the
higher education system formation in Ukraine provides for
the estimation and understanding of its current condition
and development prospects. The worldwide experience of
the teachers’ training provides the evidence of originality
and unigueness of the regional types of pedagogical
education, and as well of common trends in their
development.

Target Plan

1. Historical background of the Ukrainian higher
schools; the higher teachers’ training school in Ukraine
before the October coup.

2. Higher teachers’ training education within the
Central Council (Tsentralna Rada) period.

3. Teachers’ training education in Ukraine within
the Soviet period.

4. Renaissance of the national teachers’ training
education in the independent Ukrainian State.

5. Higher teachers’ training education in the USA
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6. Higher teachers’ training education system in
countries of Western Europe (France, Great Britain, and
Germany)

7. Higher teachers’ training education system in
Japan, China, and South Korea.

The history of education in Ukraine is closely connected
with the history of Ukrainian people. The special role in the
development of the Ukrainian culture and education was played
by the fraternities known as religious organizations. Their
history has begun from ancient times. According to some
sources such fraternities were founded as early as at the
beginning of the XI century when the members of trade guilds
and workshops began to form associations in order to provide
mutual aid and unite the parishioners. The ground for the
origination of two phenomena — the religious polemics and the
national education was formed before and after the union of
1956 — the time when the conflict between Orthodoxy and
Catholicism became apparent. The national education formed
and spread due to efforts made by religious and national
organizations — the fraternities have resulted in the
development of the religion-oriented higher education system.

The Ostrozk Academy is considered to be the first
Ukrainian higher educational institution. Prince Ostrozkyi was
the first to ‘found the Ostrozk Higher School in his city’. Ivan
Ogiienko wrote that the man of state-forming view, Prince K.
Ostrozkyi developed and began to implement the plan for
Ukraine-wide spreading of the education. He promoted the
foundation of the religious fraternities in the Ukrainian cities, the
establishment of schools and sometimes printshops attached
thereto. He was the founder of the Ostrozk Academy in the city
of Ostrozk. The date of such institution establishment varies
upon different sources (1576, 1580 or 1578).

Igor Matsko is considered to be a historian having the
most grounded point of view that the Ostrozk Academy was
established at the end of 1576 and became the first higher
school of the Eastern Slavs.

The Ostrozk Academy is reasonably known to be not
only the educational institution for theological scientists but first
of all, the educational institution of the highest type. The type of
school has been discussed for a long time. Whether the
Ostrozk Academy was or was not a higher educational
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institution? ‘The Higher School’ and ‘The Higher Education’ are
historically conditioned terms that are to be considered taking
into account the historical period (it is spoken about the last
quarter of the XVI century).

In order to determine the type of school it is necessary to
consider the following aspects: the purpose of such institution,
its structure or organization, the teachers’ staff, the scope of
subjects, the level of its teaching, the level of education,
participation of the teachers in the scientific and research work
and public attitude to the institution’s functioning. Taking into
account the above, we can definitely consider the Ostrozk
Academy to be the Higher School.

The Kyiv-Mohyla Academy (1615-1817) was the second
higher educational institution in Ukraine. The Kyiv Academy has
been being formed as the higher school over the decades.

In 1632 the Lavra and Fraternity Schools were merged
upon insistent requests from the Kyiv public. The new
educational institution named as the Kyiv-Mohyla Collegium
soon became the real university where the hundreds of the
Ukrainian intellectuals had been educated according to the
Western cultural model.

At the beginning of the XVIII century, there were more
than two thousand students, including the foreign ones who
studied in the Kyiv Academy.

The Kyiv Academy was considered to be the real
democratic and at the same time elite higher educational
institution. There were representatives of different nations and
estates who studied in the Academy. The Academy educated
famous and outstanding scientists, writers, composers,
statesmen and men of religion, and ordinary literate people.
The Kyiv-Mohyla Collegium-Academy became an alma mater
for six Ukrainian hetmans: Ivan Vygovskyi, lvan Mazepa, Pylyp
Orlyk, Pavlo Polubotok, Ivan Samoilovych, and lurii
Khmelnytskyi. Petro Konashevych Sagaidachnyi (1614-1622)
was the founder and at the same time student of the Academy.
Among the graduates of the Academy were: Grygorii
Skovoroda, Dmytro Tuptalo, Oleksandr Bezborodko, Petro
Gulak-Artemovskyi, Maksym Berezovskyi, Pylyp Kozatskyi,
Dmytro Bortnianskyi and Job Boretskyi — the first principal of
the Kyiv Fraternity School, the Metropolitan of Kyiv.
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It is evidenced by the researchers that at the beginning of
the XVIII century the Latin language was gradually replaced by
the Ukrainian language. Such well-known professors of the
Academy as Kasian Sakovych, Petro Mohyla, Silvestr Kosov,
Lazar Baranovych, loanykii Galiatovskyi, Dmytro Tuptalo,
Inokentii Gizel, Theophanes Prokopovych, Stephen lavorskyi,
Simeon Polotskyi, etc. used both; the Latin and Ukrainian,
Polish languages in their literature and journalistic publications
and speeches. It is also necessary to know that most students
and professors of the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy were Ukrainians
who spoke Ukrainian in everyday life.

The ‘spudeis’ of the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy studied on the
principles of democracy. The newcomers were accepted as the
students during the whole academic year, from the first day of
September to the beginning of April. There were not any
restrictions as to the age of students (from 11 to 24 years old).
The duration of the study was 12 years. The academic year
was divided into three semesters with an appropriate
examination upon the ending of each of them. There were three
annual short breaks-recreations. The part of students (2/3) was
not able to pass successfully the examination. At the end of
each semester, the students wrote so-called wide dissertations
being defended in the presence of the other students. Any
student studied as long as he wished. Upon mastering of a
complete educational course or finishing any senior class, the
student was given a matriculation certificate signed by the
principal or prefect and certified by the seal of Academy. The
following was at the disposal of the students: the hospital,
dormitory, and book store.

From 1701 the Kyiv Collegium was given an official title
of the Academy. It was the graduate of the Kyiv Academy, a
professor in rhetoric - Theophanes Prokopovych who became
the principal of the Academy as of 1710. The Kyiv-Mohyla
Academy was functioning from 1632 till 1817. At the very
beginning of the Russian Academy establishment, there were
thirteen Ukrainians — graduates of the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy -
among twenty academicians.

Development of the higher school in Ukraine was slowed
down in XVII-XVIII centuries being conditioned mainly by two
factors: the higher school within the territory being the part of
Russia was developed under conditions of the absolute
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Russification, while the higher schools in regions being the
parts of Poland, Austria-Hungary and Romania were subjected
to Polonization, Germanization, and Romanization of the
population, accordingly.

An important role of the education development within
Western Ukraine was played by the Lviv University, despite it
was established (in 1661) for the purpose of intensification of
the Polonization among the Ukrainian population.

The Lviv University is known to be the oldest classic
University of Ukraine. The date of its establishment differs
depending on the various sources. It is considered that it was
founded in 1661.

It was the Scientific Association n.a. T. Shevchenko
headed by M. Grushevskyi that played an important role in the
development of Ukrainian science. Materials of the Lviv
University were published in the Polish language. There were
four departments in the Lviv University before the First World
War: Theological, Philosophical (restructured in the 20-s into
the department of humanities and mathematics and
environment), Law and Medical ones. The struggle for the
establishment of the independent and autonomous Ukrainian
university has begun from the end of the XIX century.

The lecturers’ and teachers’ staff of the University was
represented by notable historians: Ivan Krypiakevych, Stepah
Tomashevskyi and Mykhailo Grushevskyi — famous professor of
the Ukrainian history and the head of the Scientific Association
n.a. T. Shevchenko.

The Kharkiv University being the first educational
institution at the Ukrainian territory belonging to the Russian
Empire was established at the end of January 1805.

The scientists of the University were in charge of
publishing the almanacs, ethnographic bulletins, and other
Ukrainian language editions. To some extent it was favored due
to the University Regulations (as of 1863), according to which
the Russian universities have been provided with partial
autonomy. However, upon the murder of tsar Oleksandr, the
Second in 1881, such a liberal attitude was canceled. The new
Regulations (as of 1884) canceled all privileges for the
mentioned educational institutions, thus resulting in its direct
and full subordination to the Ministry of Education. From that
time, no principals, deans and even professors had a chance to
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be elected: the universities were supervised by the civil servant
— the county supervisor. At the same time, the rights of the
professors’ councils were also limited. The new university
regulations were adopted in Russia only upon the known
revolutionary event, in 1905. At this time the Kharkiv University
had become a center of The Ukrainian national and democratic
movement. According to some data, it was professor D. Bagalii
who had already used the Ukrainian language for his lectures
just at that time. |. Franko and M. Grushevskyi were given the
academic degrees by the academic council of the University.
After 1917 the University was reorganized into the Academy of
Theoretical Studies, and lately — into the University of the
People’s Education that was given the name after Professor O.
Potebnia.

The Kyiv University was established on July 15th, 1834.
It was founded on the resource basis of the Kremenets Lyceum
closed in 1831 because of Polish students taking part in the
armed insurrection against tsarism. From the very beginning,
the educational institution had the only department of
philosophy. There were two divisions - historical and
physicomathematical. The lecturers’ and teacher’s staff was
represented by Polish, Russian and German professors. The
most teachers of the Kremenets Lyceum were the Polish.
Mykhailo Maksymovych (1804-1873) was appointed as a
principal of the Kyiv University.

Formation of the Kyiv University as the educational
institution was accompanied by significant obstacles; the
educational process was interrupted many times.

However, even under such difficult conditions, the
University succeeded in providing the education for a lot of
notable and recognized scientists: Volodymyr Antonovych
(1834-1908) — a historian, archaeologist, ethnographer and
founder of the historical society; Dmytro Bagalii (1857-1932) — a
notable historian of the XX century who researched the works
of T. Shevchenko and I. Franko; Mykhailo Dragomanov (1841-
1895) — a columnist, historian, expert in literature and folklore,
economist, philosopher, public figure and cultural worker,
graduate and teacher of the named University; and Myhailo
Starytskyi (1840-1904) — the Ukrainian writer, public figure and
cultural worker. Among the teachers of the University there
were V. Vernadskyi and D. Trave. I. Turgeniev, D. Mendeleyev,

and M. Zhukovskyi were the permanent members of the Kyiv
University.

The Odesa University (1865) was established as
Novorosiiskyi one on the basis of the Richelieu Lyceum that
was functioning in Odesa since 1814. From the very beginning
of establishment, the University has history and philological,
physicomathematical, law and medical departments. The
establishment of the Odesa University was initiated by famous
scientist and educator M. Pyrogov, M. Mohylianskyi and
Governor-general P. Stroganov. In 1945 it was named after lllia
Mechnikov. There were a lot of scientists among the teachers’
staff and graduates of the University: lllia Mechnikov (1845-

1916) — a notable biologist, professor of zoology and
comparative anatomy of the Novorosiiskyi University in Odesa;
Danylo Zabolotnyi (1866-1929) — famous Ukrainian

microbiologist and epidemiologist, one of the originators of
domestic scientific epidemiology; Oleksandr Bogomolets (1881-
1946) — notable Ukrainian pathophysiologist, academician (as
of 1929) and a President (as of 1930) of the Academy of
Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR; graduate of the medical
department of the Novorosiiskyi University (1906).

The Chernivtsi University (1875) was established as an
educational institution with German language teaching;
however, subdepartments of the Ukrainian language and
literature were available from the very beginning of its
functioning. In 1918-1920 the University was reorganized in
Romanian one; the Ukrainian subdepartments were abolished
with a significant reduction of the Ukrainian students' number. I.
Franko and Les Martovych were among the students of the
above-mentioned University. Upon joining of Bukovyna region
to the Ukrainian SSR in 1940, the University was reorganized.
The number of departments was increased up to seven, while
from 1995 — up to thirteen. The number of subdepartments
came to more than fifty.

The higher teachers’ training education was developed
by passing through the following stages: 1804-1917 -
formation of the teachers’ training education; 1917-1920 —
active search of the scope, forms and methods for the formation
of the new higher teachers’ training education under different
models of the state power; 1921-1934 — formation and intensive
training of the national teachers’ staff; 1935-1985 — approval of
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the common all-USSR system of the higher teachers’ training
education. Unification of its scope, forms, and methods; the
next stage: development of the new national higher school upon
the principles of democracy. The problem of the teachers’ staff
availability was firstly stated in Russia in 1803-1804 that was
conditions by the school reform. Despite the clergy’s
requirements to endure the preference for replacement of the
teachers by the clergymen who were not generally or specially
trained, the three-year teachers’ training institutes of closed
type were established as attached to the University. All students
of the University were taught a certain educational course with
the following continuation of studies in ‘the central department
of sciences according to the future specialties’. Those who
prepared themselves for teaching entered the teachers’ training
institute. The students were trained for teaching all subjects in
gymnasia. Professors of the University had to devote at least
one hour per week to ‘the special exhortation for the teachers’
personnel’. The students’ studying process was supervised by
the principal of the teachers’ training institute. Such institutes
were established in 1811 as attached to the Kharkiv, while in
1834 — attached to the Kyiv University. It was stipulated by the
institute that the future teachers may be trained only through
the comprehensive lectures. The future educator should know
about the progressive development of all known scientific
systems and theories, have the skills in independent work and
the scientific research; and abilities for proper and
understandable teaching the subjects. Therefore, special
attention was paid in the institutes to the cultivation of the skills
in teaching among the students. The professor’s and teacher’s
staff of the University was in charge of the development of the
students’ oratory art and abilities for a clear and proper
statement of the thoughts; required the oral and written
reporting of materials being of great importance for the future
pedagogical activities. The number of students in each institute
was 24. The graduates of such institutes were obliged to work
as teachers for at least six years. Despite the fact that the
teachers’ ftraining institutes prepared rather well-trained
teachers having the clear professional interests (and
continuously growing demand in such teachers), the listed
institutions had existed only by the end of the 50-s of the XIX
century.
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The teachers’ training institutes were replaced by
educational courses. In November 1858 all universities opened
two-year teachers’ training courses for persons having a degree
in higher education and wishing to devote themselves to the
pedagogical activities.

Through the mentioned courses, the Kyiv University
trained the teachers of physics, mathematics, history,
geography and Russian language for secondary schools. All the
students of the University were to study logic, psychology,
history of Pedagogics and fundamental didactics.

The teachers and educators of the highest qualification
were trained during the higher courses for females, and as well
in the teachers’ ftraining institutes. Especially for females
representing the intellectuals’ organization ‘The Young
Childhood Friends Society’ in Kyiv there was established the
two-year Frebel's teachers’ training institute (September 1907).

It shall be mentioned that there were cutting and sewing,
fancywork and housekeeping courses attached to the institute.
The annual fee for the study was 60 karbovanets. Also, there
was a one-year ‘nursemaid school’ attached to the institute.

The teachers for the gymnasium were trained in Nizhyn
University of History and Philosophy n.a. Prince Bezborodko
established in 1875 on the basis of the law lyceum. Firstly, the
number of students made up to 100 persons, while 40-42
during the next years. The duration of the study was four years:
two years of the theoretical and further two years — of the
practical studies.

The pre-revolutionary higher teachers’ training education
did not assume the studies by correspondence, however, there
was available the study for an external degree. As a result of
the teachers’ training education system, in 1872 there were
established the three-year teacher’s institutes being in charge
of the training of the specialists for the municipal, while from
1912 — the higher primary colleges. There were two of them in
Ukraine in 1880: in Glikhiv (1874) and Feodosia (1972). These
ones provided for training of the general type teachers. Anyone
having different positions and degrees may be accepted as the
student at the age of 16 years. The students studied the Holy
Bible, Russian language, arithmetic, geometry, geography,
natural history, pedagogy and didactics, music and gymnastics.
There was not clear specialization; the psychology was not
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included in curriculums, while the pedagogy and didactics were
taught only two hours per week. The teachers’ institutes did not
stand for higher education and the right of entering the
university. By the state on January O1lst, 1917, the teachers
were trained only by seven teachers’ institutes: Kyiv
(established on June 1st, 1909); Vinnytsia (established on July
1st, 1912); Chernygiv (established on July 01st, 1916); Glukhiv
(established in 1874), Katerynoslav (established in 1910);
Mykolayiv (established in 1913) and Poltava (established in
1914). However, the number of students in forgoing institutes
was insignificant.

The period from 1917 to 1920 is considered to be the
period of the Ukrainian higher teachers’ training education
system formation.

On June 26th, 1917, the General Secretariat headed by |.
Steshenko (permanent Minister of the Public Education of the
UPR as of January 12th, 1918) adopted the declaration
specifying the main program of the national education
development, and as well of the teacher’s staff training. In spite
of the hard living conditions, there were two Ukraine-wide
teachers’ congresses held at that time (in April and August),
and as well Ukraine-wide professional congress (August 13-
15th, 1917), in the course of which there were made a decision
on directions for the national education development and the
Ukrainian teachers’ environment organization. From the time of
declaration of the independence of Ukraine, something
concerning the organization of the national specialist training
process, in particular, was done. So, by the decision of the
scientific society and the Kyiv Cooperative Committee as of
October 05th, 1917 there was established the Kyiv Ukrainian
Public University having the structure of three departments:
historical and philological, physicomathematical and law, and as
well the preliminary courses. The total number of students was
1,400. The University was headed by Professor I. Ganytskyi.
The lectures were held in the Saint Volodymyr’s University.

It was a time, when the following institutions commenced
its activities: the Kyiv Teachers’ Training Academy (from
November 07th, 1917) that trained the teachers of Ukraine-
specific studies; the Ukrainian State University (from July O1st,
1918 - in Kamianka-na-Podilli) with initial number of 493 put on
the roll students; the Ukrainian Branch of the Kyiv Higher
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Teachers’ Training Institute of the Frebel’s Society (S. Rusova
was the first to take the position of its principal); and moreover,
the department of history and philosophy established by the
‘Enlightenment’ (Prosvita) Society’ in Poltava. Because of
changing the state power in 1919 in favor of the Soviet
Government, there was initiated the reform of the teachers’
training education and establishment of the higher teachers’
training school in Ukraine. The task was to prepare not ordinary
teachers, but the teacher’s personnel of the new generation.
The People’s Commissariat for Education of Ukraine worked
out the special regulations for the reorganization of the
educational process in the teacher's seminaries and institutes.
The main provisions of the mentioned regulations were:
familiarization with the history of the revolutionary movement,
the history of the socialism formation, introduction of the manual
labor, fine arts, Ukraine-specific studies; familiarization with the
most practical methods of the educatees’ skills research,
development of the love for productive work among the future
teachers; familiarization with theoretical and practical methods
for establishment of self-administration within the schools.

On May 21st, 1919 there was established the
commission for the reformation of the teachers’ training
educational institutions represented by educator and expert in
methodology O. Muzychnko and principal of the Kyiv Teachers’
Institute K. Shcherbyna. The activity of the teachers’ training
higher educational institutions was directed to be based on the
materials of the Moscow session on the issues of the teachers’
training (August 18025th, 1918). Some certain Governmental
decrees removed the legal restrictions for getting higher
education. The higher school became available for all working
people. The above-named issues were solved in Ukraine by the
Council of Workers and Peasants Defense, the members of
which attended Chernigiv in connection with Denikin’'s Army
attack against Kyiv. The Council of Defense permitted the
establishment of the teachers’ training institutes in Chernigiv
(September 1919), Poltava (June 1919), Kherson (July 1919)
and Zhytomyr (October 1919). It was assumed by the Council
that the lower is level of the school, the more serious and
intensive shall be the teachers’ training process.

In order to make the teachers available for any type of
school, the higher education courses for females, the teachers’
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institutes and seminaries, in 1920-1021 there was approved the
new form of the higher educational institution — the Institute of
Public Education.

Implementation of the new organizational forms and
methods for the teachers’ training was the next phase of the
education development in Ukraine (1921-1928).

The First Ukraine-wide session on education issues was
held in summer 1922. Following the session, namely, on
November 22nd, 1922 the Government adopted a decree ‘On
putting into force the Code of Laws on the Public Education’
and specified the structure, objective and the system of the
public education in Ukraine. There were 995,505 pupils
studying in 12,710 schools in January 1992. In 6,105 schools
the lessons were given in Ukrainian; in 1,966 — in Ukrainian and
Russian; in 119 — in Hebrew; in 102 — in Polish and in 280 — in
other languages. The teachers for Jewish schools were trained
in colleges of Kyiv, Kharkiv, Vinnytsia, Zhytomyr, and Odesa.

Pursuant to the Code, the special subject-based
commissions represented by the teachers and the students
were appointed in the higher educational institutions in 1923.
Thereof objective was the preparation of curriculums and the
new methods of teaching. The higher school administration
included the special offices, in the structure of which there was
a commission in charge of the discipline control. The activities
of all higher educational institutions were conducted pursuant to
the interim regulations assuming three forms of the control: the
current — checking of the attendance, the regular — credits for
checking of the necessary minimum of knowledge level, and the
individual one (from the side of the control and methodological
commission). The main form of studies were the lectures,
practical classed and practice.

The interim regulations were known to be the primary
regulative document of the higher teacher’s training institution
that determined all spheres of its activities. Lately, in June of
1927, the Government approved the Regulations on the
Institutes of the Ukrainian SSR.

The second and third Ukraine-wide conferences on
pedagogical education issues (July 22-28th, 1923 and October
27th, 1923) played a significant role in the formation and
development of the higher teacher’s training education. In the
time of the listed conferences, the following issues were actively
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discussed: improvement of the teachers’ staff quality, review of
the pedagogical educational institutions' chain.

The further development of the Ukrainian higher
teachers’ training education was influenced upon decisions of
the Party sessions on the public education issues, in the time of
which there were discussed the problems of the teachers’ staff
training, and as well upon decisions of the all-USSR session of
the People’s Commissars for Education made on issues as to
coordination of the organizational forms for the educational
activities (1924). The significant growth of demand in the
teachers was conditioned by the implementation of the
mandatory primary and seven-year general education.

The period from 1923 to 1928 is known for the
Ukrainization of the teachers’ training educational institutions in
Ukraine. Each higher educational institution was instructed by
the People’s Commissariat for Education of Ukraine as to the
final terms of entire Ukrainization (in particular, for the teacher’s
training institutes: within 1927-1928). The teachers not able to
teach in Ukrainian were dismissed.

Within the mentioned period, in particular from 1922, the
institutes set the scholarship, the amount of which was defined
according to the zone coefficient: the 1st zone — Kharkiv — 27
karbovanets; the 2nd zone — Kyiv, Dnipropetrovsk, Lugansk
and Zaporizhzhia — 24 karbovanets the 3rd zone — Odesa and
Mykolayiv — 23 karbovanets; the 4th zone — all regional cities —
21 karbovanets; and the 5th zone — settlements out of the
regional cities — 19 karbovanets. However, this scholarship was
not granted to all students.

1928 was the starting point for the establishment of the
administrative and command system, (1928-1941), the
formation of |. Stalin personality cult. This period was
characterized by the wild outburst of the Stalin’s pedagogy
when there were anathematized not only sociology and
cybernetics, pedagogics and psychology, genetics and
paedology, but also -creativity, initiative, and pedagogical
independence.

In 1929 there was initiated ‘the wide-front offensive from
the side of socialism’; there were set the tasks for providing the
total literacy of the population by the end of the first five-year
period, implementation of the mandatory primary four-year
education of the children, changing the language of teaching in
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comprehensive school for the native one, significant increase of
the schools and accordingly, the teachers. Education and the
teacher’s educative activities became more controllable from
the side of the Bolsheviks’ Party.

Therefore the period from 1931 to 1933 is considered to
be the time of the establishment of the common system of the
national teachers’ training education. During 1933-1934, the
part of the social nurture and professional education institutes
was reorganized into the teacher’s training institutes assuming
the four-year duration of the study (Kyiv, Kharkiv, Odesa, and
Nizhyn). Also, there were the teachers’ institutes attached to the
institutes and established on the basis of well equipped
pedagogical colleges for training the teachers for V-VII forms.

Thus, beginning from 1935-1936 there were established
two types of educational institutions representing the system of
the higher teachers’ training education in Ukraine: the teachers’
training and the teachers’ institutes.

The Governmental decree as of September 19th, 1932
‘On educational programs and order in the higher schools and
colleges’ paid attention to the such drawbacks of the higher
school, in particular, of the pedagogically-oriented ones, as:
organization of the teaching and educational process and
teachers’ practice, availability of highly qualified scientists and
selection of the teaching methods. Therefore, the curriculums
were significantly amended, namely by approval of a longer
time for the teaching practice, pedagogics and methods; detail
specification of the subjects. The special attention was paid to
the mastering of the new educational methods, training of
specialists having wide social and political views.

It was important that at least one day during the V, VI,
and VIl semesters, and two days during the VIl semester were
set for the students’ self-work. Despite the fact that generally all
curriculums were improved, they had some drawbacks yet: poor
attention was paid to the training of the teacher-educator and
forming of his intelligence and culture.

The development of the higher teachers’ training
education was influenced by a discussion (1929-1930) on the
issues related to pedagogy, paedology, psychology and
reflexology, main problems of didactics, the role of
environments and heredity, etc. Such discussion to some extent
activated the psychological and pedagogical training process
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for the future specialists, although it did not solve many of the
complex problems of the school and the higher teachers’
training education progress. The questions set forth above were
examined in the time of the Ukrainian Republic-wide scientific
conference on pedagogy and psychology issues (1940) and the
all-USSR conference on pedagogical sciences issues (1941).

During 1940-1941 there were 281 (6.6%) professors and
558 (13.2%) PhDs and associate professors employed in the
teachers’ training higher educational institutions. More than
80% (3,338 persons) of the institute teachers have no academic
degree or title. The level of teaching in the teachers’ training
institutes was no so good. The higher level was revealed within
the university systems and teachers’ training institutions of Kyiv
and Kharkiv.

According to the decree of the USSR Government as of
April 09th, 1936 ‘On the increase of wages for teachers and the
other school employees’, the financial condition of the teachers
became equal to the same of engineers and technicians. The
growth of the V-VII form teachers’ wages came to 99.1%, while
of the VIII-X form teachers’ wages — up to 136.1%. Therefore,
the period from 1928-1941 became the period characterized by
the search and selection for the educational institution providing
for successful training of the secondary school teacher. Under
conditions of the administrative and command system, the
teachers’ staff training was based upon the system principle
(the universities, teachers’ training, and teachers’ institutes);
there was a trend for nihilistic attitude for preservation and
enlargement of the national wealth — the language and the
culture.

The following years (1941-1945) became the period of
the teachers’ personnel training in the time of the Great Patriotic
War. The Nazis considered the Ukrainians to be the primitive
race being not entitled to even education.

The curriculums and educational programs were revised
because of the war. The All-USSR Committee on the Higher
School items implemented the curriculums with reduced terms
of study — three and a half years — for the universities and three
years — for the institutes. Despite the war and unsatisfactory
condition of the premises (pillaged rooms and laboratories, the
lack of educative and methodological documents) in 1943 there
were 13 teachers’ training and teachers’ institutes that just
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began to educate the personnel. The studying conditions were
unfavorable; advancement in studies was poor.

By the end of 1943, there were 25 teachers’ training
educational institutions (3 universities, 10 teachers’ training,
and 12 teachers’ institutes) in the liberated cities of Ukraine.
The total number of the students came up to 6,966, including
3,935 freshmen. The professors’ and teachers’ staff was
represented by 581 persons. Because the lack of personnel,
there were established the special educational courses: four
months — for the training of the I-IV form teachers (21,000) and
six months — for the V-VII form teachers training (4,470).

Despite the intent to increase the number of persons to
be accepted as the students, however, it was difficult to reach
the pre-war level. All teachers’ training institutes established
four-month courses and departments for studies by
correspondence. Plan of the People’s Commissariat for
Education of Ukraine assumed the issuance of curriculums,
educational programs and methodological guides for
correspondence students of the teachers’ training and teachers’
institutes. Moreover, there were established departments for
studies by correspondence and scientific methodology offices
attached to the higher school administration. la. Riapko was the
first to be appointed as the director of the above. The chain of
the higher teachers’ training educational institutions was
renewed within 1944-1945. It was impossible to re-establish
only four teachers’ training and six teachers’ institutes, the
resource basis of which was completely destroyed by fascists.

The above-mentioned period is characterized by the
prevailing of philological, physicomathematical and historical
departments; however, departments for the training of the
teachers of the esthetic cycle and physical education were not
available.

During the 1944-1945 academic year, there were
renewed 6 universities, 20 teachers’ training and 17 teacher’s
institutes with the total number of students coming to 23,792.
The teacher’s training educational institutions did a lot to
organize the teaching and educative process and improve the
system of the teachers’ staff training.

The period from 1941 to 1945 was the time of gaining the
experience, thus enabling to make progress in the development
and improvement of the higher teachers’ training education
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during the post-war period. There was formed the new
teachers’ training school known for active training of the
teachers able to teach and educate the growing generation
under unfavorable conditions of the post-victory period.

Following the Great Patriotic War, there was began the
period of the Ukrainian higher teachers’ training education
recovery and development (1945-1961). There is none of the
analogues known to world history as to the so scaled recovery
works perfumed in our country. The direct damages caused by
the Nazis and their henchmen to Ukraine made up to 285 billion
karbovanets or 42% of the total USSR costs for the period of
war and invasion. The commission established by the Ukrainian
Government has calculated that the renewal of the teachers’
training educational institutions of Ukraine should require the
involvement of 15,550 builders having professional competence
in 13-15 different fields.

The program of the social, economic and cultural
development of Ukraine within the post-war period was defined
by ‘The Law on the five-year plan for economic recovery and
development for 1946-1950° adopted by the eight sessions of
the Supreme Council of Ukraine in August 1946.

Meanwhile, the new problems were originated by reality.
According to the CPSS program of ‘the communism
development’ (1961), there was set the task for implementation
of the mandatory secondary comprehensive and polytechnic
education for all children of school-going age, and for the youth
without appropriate education working within the economic
sector; and moreover, for development of the boarding schools
and after-school daycare institutions. According to the above, a
problem of training of additional 183,600 teachers for the period
from 1962 to 1970 became apparent. Even in Kyiv, the deficit of
teachers for the 1970-1971 period, in particular of physics,
mathematics, Ukrainian language, and biology, was estimated
as to be 306 persons.

In total there were 20 double specialties introduced within
the Ukrainian teachers’ training higher educational institutions.
The main principle of the new departments' organization was
based upon thereof establishment in every educational
institution disregarding the demands for the mentioned
personnel in certain regions.
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In 1963 there was founded a Crimea Schoolchildren’s
Minor Academy ‘Searcher’. It was the first institution of such
type in the country having the physicomathematical,
environmental and chemical and social studies sections. In
order to improve the level of the comprehensive education
among the working and rural youth and to create the conditions
for entrance to the teachers’ training institutes, in 1969 there
were renewed the departments for permanent daily, evening
and correspondence preliminary preparation for the studies.

Following the declaration of the independence of
Ukraine, there was initiated the search of the national education
development ways and the transition to continuous professional
education. It has become evident that the low level of
professional competence and general culture of the most part of
the population, in particular of the youth affects not only the
competitiveness of the country within the global market but also
the level of social stability.

The higher education system of Ukraine has been being
formed as one of the most important values of the statehood,
social consciousness, and national security.

Like anywhere in the world, the standards of professional
education in Ukraine to the date are known to be in the process
of upgrading, development, review, and approbation. There are
adopted governmental documents (‘Law on Education’, 1996,
‘National Education Program (Ukraine in the XXI century),
1992, ‘National Doctrine for Development of Ukrainian
Education in the XXI century’, 2001) aimed to the reformation of
the higher education pursuant to the world standards. The
higher education is based upon principles of democratization,
humanization, humanitarization, ethnicization, differentiation,
and individualization.

The ‘National Doctrine for Development of Ukrainian
Education in the XXI century’ defines the goal, priorities, and
principles of education development. The main objective of the
Ukrainian education system is to create the conditions for
development and self-actualization of each personality among
the citizens of Ukraine being able to study for life.

The National Education Program ‘Ukraine in the XXI
century’ stipulates the following strategic targets for the higher
education reformation:
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- Transition to the flexible and dynamic level-based
system of the specialists training, thus enabling to satisfy
demands and actualize the opportunities of the personality in
getting the certain education and qualification levels according
to selected specialty and available skills;

- Creation of the higher educational institution chain
according to educational and qualification levels, types of
educational institutions, forms, and duration of the study and
the sources of financing that would satisfy the interests of the
personality demand of each region and the state on the whole;

- Improvement of the educational and cultural level of the
society;

- Bringing the Ukrainian higher education up to the level
of developed world countries achievements and its integration
into the international scientific and educational community.

The beginning of the third millennium is notable for the
education globalization. Joining of Ukraine to the Bolognha
process assumes deeper familiarization with the worldwide
experience, in particular of the USA and countries of Western
Europe.

HIGHER EDUCATION SYSTEM IN THE UNITED STATES —
is the strict system similar to the secondary education system.
The higher education a variety of elements interconnected on a
rather random and conditional basis. Such elements are
subjected to continuous modifications, changing of the purpose
and title, to say nothing of thereof number and geographical
position.

Administration of higher education in the United States is
decentralized as pursuant to the 10th Amendment to the US
Constitution, the entire educational system is subordinated to the
authorities of the individual states. On a governmental scale, the
administration is exercised by the Educational Agency being the
unit of the US Department of Health and Human Services.
However, the term ‘Administration’ can be applied only partially as
the Agency’s functions are limited rather to the accumulation and
processing of the information (statistic data) incoming from
authorities of states and the educational institutions.

However, the quota in the state budget allocated for
development is being continuously increased. It makes up to 10%
of the total higher schools budgeting, while the rest amount
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consists of allocations to the states and different private
donations.

Accreditation of the higher educational institutions is known
to be of great importance, especially if the common program and
methodological center of higher education do not exist. The
accreditation assumes determination by certain governmental or
public bodies (often both of them) of how and to what extent
certain standards are met by each individual educational
institution. More than 30 regional and professional offices
approved by the Educational Agency are involved in the
accreditation process. The accreditation may be provided either
for an entire educational institution or for certain specialties. The
general accreditation is provided by the regional commissions,
while the accreditation by certain specialties — by professional
accreditation offices. All accreditation costs connected with
servicing of the educational institutions and payment of
remuneration for the involvement of the highly qualified experts
are borne by the higher educational institution to be accredited.
However, such accreditation is beneficial only for the educational
institutions that do not anticipate negative findings from the side
of the commission. Therefore, the educational institutions always
indicate the valid accreditation data in their advertising booklets.

The College is the term generally used for identification of
the type of the higher educational institution in the United States.
The College may be the autonomous higher educational
institution with a two or four-year duration of the study; however, it
may be the structural unit of the university.

There are no common rules for the organization of the
studies and the educational process on the whole in the US
higher educational institutions. The duration of the academic year
is from mid-September until the end of May. Apart from the
summer holidays, there are three one-month vacation periods
during the academic year. However, the latter is upon each
student. No additional holidays are used by those who wish to
graduate from the higher educational institution as soon as
possible. Apart from self-work, the student may take part in the
work of the summer schools in order to get certain credit units.
20% of the courses are considered to be as selective, while the
others are optional. The selective ones are creditable, while the
optional ones are not considered as the credit hours.
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The weekly studying capacity in the US higher educational
institutions (the lectures) is 16-24 hours for the junior students
and 14-16 hours — for the senior students. However, any one hour
lecture shall be followed by at least two hours of the self-work. If
the student plans to get 16-18 credit units during the semester
(each credit unit consists of three hours per week), the weekly
capacity shall be 48-54 hours. The standard duration of the
lectures and practical classes is 50-60 minutes. Each lesson
assumes the formation of the new group as the courses are
mainly of selective nature. Therefore, the registration department
being in charge or scheduling uses the computer as it is not able
to schedule the students’ mode of work taking into account the
optimal time planning.

Requirements to the US school students’ advancement in
studies are not considered to be high; also there is no common
system for advancement recording. As a rule, the grade point
average (1.7) is enough to be given an academic degree of
Bachelor. The minimum grade point average for the first-year
students is 1.3. There is an alphabetic system of grades added by
written interpretation and numerical value.

A — Excellent, 4-point grade;

B — Good, 3-point grade;

C — Satisfactory, 2-point grade;

D — Unsatisfactory but admissible, 1-point grade;

E — Inadmissible, 0-point grade.

At the same time, the percentage of the students sent down
from the US higher educational institutions is rather high and
makes up to 30-40% of the total number of the accepted first-year
students. This is conditioned not only by poor progress in studies
but also by the need to pay for education.

There are 2-3 tests during one semester that are to be
checked by the senior students. The results of the current
checkup are taken into account in the time of calculation of the
grade point average for advancement in each subject. As a rule,
the grade given for the post-program examination is more than
half of the summarized grade.

Examination sessions in the US higher educational
institutions are rather short (10-12 days) and called as ‘Review,
tutorial, and classes period’. The classes are held within 5 days
per week. All the higher educational institutions, especially the
prestigious ones are perfectly equipped — they are provided with
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all educational technical facilities (slide, film projectors, and
episcopes), and educational television. Electronic computers are
widely used, even for personnel selection.

There are different levels of the higher educational
institutions in the structure of the teachers’ training education: the
universities (4-5 years), the teachers’ ftraining colleges (4-5
years), the liberal art colleges (4 years) and the junior colleges (2
years). The first three stated above types of educational
institutions are in charge of the training of the teachers for
secondary schools, while the junior college — of the teachers for
primary school. There are teachers’ training institutions with state
and private ownership. The most famous universities in charge of
the teachers’ staff training are Ball State University (State of
Indiana); Northern lllinois University (State of lllinois); Michigan
University (State of Michigan) and Philadelphia University (State
of Pennsylvania).

The most future teachers study for four years (70%), less
than one third — for five years, while the others — for two years.

In the framework of the four-five year training system, the
first two years of study are devoted to the studying of the
comprehensive subjects, mainly the humanities: economy,
philosophy, literature, history, political and social science, and so
forth. It is assumed that mandatory and elective courses are
combined. The program also includes the studying of the
psychological and pedagogical subjects (general pedagogical
psychology, human development psychology, fundamental
education, nurture philosophy, history of pedagogy, pedagogical
sociology, comparative pedagogics, teaching methods, and
pedagogical ethics). The foregoing subjects are studied within 25-
35% of the educational time. The structure of knowledge to be
gained by the future teacher includes the comprehensive
knowledge, specific knowledge (for example, the scientific
research methods) and behavior-based sciences (theory of
behavior, ideal, normal and abnormal behavior).

Apart from the lectures and workshops, the following
unconventional methods and forms of teaching are applied:
modeling, role-playing games, and micro-teaching. In the course
of modeling and role-playing games, the students may represent
the school class. The micro-teaching is the creation of the small-
scale situation inclusive of all teaching components. For example,
the students teach 10-15 lessons for the minor groups of pupils;
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such lessons are recorded by a video camera with the following
thereof viewing and discussion. Such unconventional teaching
approaches shall prepare the students for active and independent
pedagogical activities.

Practice and professional trials are considered to be
important parts of the teachers’ training education. The
pedagogical practice in universities lasts for 4-5 weeks. The
practice in the teachers’ training colleges is foreseen during each
year of study. The pedagogical practice program includes the
observation over the teaching and educational process, analysis
of teaching methods, in particular, lessons (from one to the series
of lessons). The school practice is supervised by specially trained
teachers.

The computer testing is widely used in the time of
examination. The computer-based certification is divided into
several phases. Such tests are used for a determination whether
the first-year students gained enough basic knowledge or whether
they properly chose the future profession. During the next to the
last year, the students answer the questions as to comprehensive
educational and pedagogical issues. Finally, the graduates are
proposed to check the academic and pedagogical knowledge and
skills (for example, in the time of analysis of the situation that the
school teacher might be faced with).

The upgrading of the teachers’ professional skills is foreseen
by the federal programs, and as well at the level of individual
states and educational institutions. So, the government grants
scholarships to the teachers who are in charge of the scientific
researches. Those who distinguished themselves are invited for a
state reception in a White House. In the framework of the
improvement of professional advancement, the schools apply the
following methods and forms of work: joint attendance and
discussion of the lessons, advising of the young teachers by
experienced educators, and activities of the teachers’ societies
assuming the exchange with methodological experience, work in
pedagogical teams, the members of which make use of the
professional training, mutual evaluation of work, etc.

The duration of the students’ pedagogical practice in school
is 14 weeks. It includes the observation over the pedagogical
process and some lessons to be taught under the teacher’s
supervision. In order to complete with education upon graduation
from the teachers’ training colleges, the students shall work on
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probation within one year at the place of employment. The USA
has recently approved the document ‘America 2000’ stipulating
the standards (voluntary). These are the following: the scope of
education, the quality of the knowledge adoption and material
security of the schools.

It is stated in the deed ‘Objectives 2000: Well-Educated
America’ that by 2000 all the US pupils will have taken the first
place in the world as to mastering mathematics and the
environmental and natural sciences. There is established the
National Committee for Education Objective — the Board of
Advisors under the President, the Prime Minister and the
Congress of the USA, and as well the National Board for
Educational Standards and Education Improvement Issues.

The US Government has made a decision on the
improvement of the scientific and research basis in the
educational sphere that stipulates the allocation of significant
funds for psychological and pedagogical science and
establishment of the four new scientific and research institutes
such as:

1) The national institute of the students’ advancement in
studies, educational programs and evaluation of the progress
quality;

2) The national institute of the ‘problem children’ education;

3) The national institute of administration of education,
finances, strategy and management within the education;

4) The national institute of the post-school education, library
science, and continuous education.

The aforementioned institutes are in charge of the
researches and study of the most ‘algesic’ points of modern
education. It is possible to say the enhancement of the US
education system is organized upon adequate scientific and
financial level.

Analysis of the official documents containing the international
didactic concepts stipulating the goals and objectives of the US
higher education enables us to make the following conclusions:
the USA recognizes the leading role of the higher education,
declares its availability and academic freedom; the formation of
the decent citizen’s personality is considered to be the objective
of the education.

The US Governmental legislative documents rather clearly
and completely define the functions foreseen by the competence
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of the local authorities in charge of education as to development
and certification of the local standards, procedures for
administrative works financing and their compliance with the
federal programs.

HIGHER EDUCATION SYSTEM IN GREAT BRITAIN.

English higher education system is known to be one of the
oldest in Europe. The Oxford and Cambridge Universities have been
functioning from the very beginning of the XIIl century. However, until
the beginning of the XX century, this system was represented only
by ten universities with rather a little number of the students. In the
XX century there were established near 30 universities and almost
800 higher educational institutions of the other types (colleges and
technological institutes, polytechnic institutes and teachers’ training
colleges that just exist to the date) with the system of paid study.

The higher educational institutions of Great Britain are
unofficially but rather strictly differentiated according to the level of
prestigiousness being the basis for requirements to the entrants and
the cost of study. The most prestigious are the oldest universities
(the Oxford and Cambridge ones). They are the federations of
colleges (the total number of the students is near 11,000). London
University is considered to be the largest one in England (40,000
students), while the total number of universities in the country is 42.
The same status is given to five higher educational institutions:
Manchester Institute of Science and Technology, Manchester
Business School, the Royal College of Art, London Business School
and Cranfield Institute of Technology. The universities have a rather
insufficient quantitative quota in the English system of higher
education (850 higher educational institutions, 159 teachers’ training
colleges, and 30 polytechnic institutes).

Due to the centuries-old tradition, the English universities have
maintained (in theory) the independence of the executive authorities,
thus being subordinated just to the Parliament. The university is
headed by chancellor being appointed for
