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SYNTACTIC REANALYSIS AS A GRAMMATICALIZATION MECHANISM OF
THE INFINITIVE CONSTRUCTION UM + ZU + INFINITIVE

The article deals with grammaticalization mechanism of the infinitive construction um + zu +
infinitive, which is one of the most widely used and related to the extension of the system of
finale clauses in German language. Based on the studied material, it was found to be a syntactic
reanalysis. The relevance of our study is determined by defining of the grammaticalization
process regularities of different grammatical constructions, in particular the infinitive construction
um + zu + infinitive, and the forms of their integration into a specific grammatical paradigm. The
development of the construction um + zu + infinitive was due to grammaticalization in the mid-
eighteenth century. Grammaticalization is a complex and multifaceted process whereby the
meaning of any linguistic element, word or morpheme changes its status from lexical to
grammatical. This classic understanding of the grammaticalization process comes from works by
Antoine Meillet. Syntactic reanalysis is a process due to which a complement in an
accusativecase, which originally depended on the preposition um, is understood as a complement
in an accusative case that depends on the infinitive itself. In the 15th century, the adverbial
infinitive construct um + zu + infinitive underwent a syntactic rearrangement, which resulted in
the complement in the accusative, which initially depended on the preposition um, to be
understood as the complement in the accusative, which depends on the infinitive. Taking into
consideration some phases of development of the construction um + zu + infinitive, there could be
defined three stages of grammaticalization of um from a preposition to a complementizer: P — P
(syntactic reanalysis) — C. The results obtained can also be used in further linguistic studies of
other infinitive constructs in the German language.
