Mykhailova O., Humankova O., Grigorieva T. The formation of the basis of English phonetic
competence with using authentic materials on the initial level of studying

The article deals with the problem of the formation of English phonetic competence using authentic materials
on the initial level of studying. Phonetic competence is considered to be an integral part of the language
competence and can be defined as the pupils’ auditory ability to identify all sounds, intonation and rhythm
of a foreign speech as well as phonetically correct to pronounce the sounds in the speech flow following its
rhythmical and intonation pattern typical of a particular communicative situation.

It is proved that in order to form the basis of the phonetic competence effectively, one should take into
consideration age and psychological characteristics of young learners as on the initial level of studying a young
learner’s personality is formed, his abilities are developed and identified, his desire to study is acquired,
and the elements of language and behavior culture are mastered.

It is stated that the process of mastering a foreign language is consistent and each of its stage is inextricably
linked with the previous ones. Due to the fact that the basic pronunciation skills are formed on the initial level
of studying, it is necessary to create effective methods of teaching to succeed in the next stages of a foreign
language acquisition. The main components of phonetic competence are phonetic skKills, phonetic knowledge
and phonetic awareness. The formation of the basics of English phonetic competence involves the use of a wide
range of authentic audio materials for mastering and practicing all components of phonetic competence.

The criteria of phonetic materials for primary-school learners have been outlined, such as authenticity
of phonetic materials, the exemplars of phonetic materials, the completeness of phonetic materials.

Regarding the results of the research, the three stages of the formation of the English phonetic competence
using authentic materials on the initial level of studying are as follows: introduction to the new phonetic model
(exercises to perceive the new phonetic model); active working with phonetic model (exercises to use the new
phonetic model in speech); creative using of phonetic model (control and creative exercises).
