The article is devoted to the topical issues of
the upbringing up of aesthetic values in primary
school learners, which ensures the development
of a creative and active personality, which is
capable of fully perceiving the beautiful, harmoni-
ous and perfect in the environment. Therefore,
the New Ukrainian School directs all its efforts to
properly ensure the process of aesthetic educa-
tion of students, creates pedagogical conditions
that contribute to increasing the level of aesthetic
education of learners. The main characteristics
of aesthetic education of primary school learners
are highlighted. The authors consider the appli-
cation of the educational potential of extracur-
ricular work to be one of such ways, with the aim
of revealing to learners the system of universality
of the world, broadening one's outlook and world
perception. It has been proven that in order for
the upbringing up of primary school learners to
be fruitful, it is necessary to take into account the
age and psychological characteristics of learners
in the process of learning a foreign language,
since the features of extracurricular work are built
on the basis of taking into account the age and
psychological characteristics of learners. The
application of extracurricular work, which allows
to realize the practical goal of aesthetic education
and training as much as possible, is substanti-
ated. A practical illustration of the mass form of
extracurricular work in English at the initial stage
of education at the New Ukrainian School is
presented, and attention is focused on the fact
that changes in the educational process place
new demands on the teacher's activity, which is
focused on the student as a culturally-creating
personality. In order for the education of aesthetic
values to take place fruitfully, the features of
education in extracurricular time should be built
on the basis of taking into account the age and
psychological characteristics of primary school
learners.
