Expansion of Plecotus austriacus Range: First Records in Kyiv Region (Ukraine) [Pacumpenue apea-
na Plecotus austriacus: nepsble Haxoaku B KueBckoii odnactu (Ykpauna)]. — There are two species of
long-eared bats in fauna of Ukraine: Plecotus auritus (Linnaeus, 1758) and Plecotus austriacus
(Fischer, 1829) (3aropomHiok u np., 2002). P. auritus range covers the biggest part of Ukraine, with
the exception of west-south of the steppe zone. Registrations of P. austriacus in Ukraine, till recent-
ly, have concerned to the Carpathian region, Volynian-Podolian Upland (its western and southern
parts) and the Black Sea Region (3aropomuiok m np., 2002; 3aropomHiok, ['ommeBckast, 2001;
lomreBckas u mp., 2009; T'omnescbka ta iH., 2010; T'omnesckast m ap., 2011). In 2008 and 2009,
P. austriacus was found out of the zone of its known (and assumed) distribution in Ukraine — in
Cherkasy Oblast, Central Ukraine (bwrymenko, 2009; bunymrenko, B meyatn ). In 2011, we found
P. austriacus for the first time in Kyiv Oblast. Two individuals of this species were netted at the ter-
ritory of Lysogorsky Fort of Novo-Pecherska Fortress in Kyiv (N50° 24’; E30° 33): 1M was caught
with a mist-net on 25.08.2011 at entrance to the rampart mine N 1 (besides, in this date here 1M
Myotis daubentonii and 3M P. auritus were caught); 1M was caught on 27.08.2011 with a mist-net at
entrance to the mine N 7 (additionally to: 7M and 1F M. daubentonii, 2M P. auritus and 1M
Eptesicus serotinus). Kyiv record point of P. austriacus is located for a significant distance from the
nearest registration points of the species: 170 km northward of the one in Cherkasy Oblast;
250—470 km to the north and the north-east from other registration points in Central and Western
Ukraine. By the sum of available data the recent records may be considered as the evidence of the
continued broadening of P. austriacus range. — Godlevskaya E. V. (I. 1. Schmalhausen Institute of
Zoology NAS of Ukraine).
