The second area Wice It is, of course, important that your audiencahde to hear you clearly throughout
your presentation. Speak clearly. Don't shout oispdr — judge the acoustics of the room. Try toywawur
voice.

Next, body languageYour body is speaking to your audience even lgef@u open your mouth. Your
clothes, your walk, your glasses, your haircut,ry@xpression — it is from these that your audieoems its first
impression as you enter the room. Use your handsrtphasize points but don't indulge in too muchdhan
waving. Avoid moving about too much. Pacing up atwvn can unnerve the audience, although some
animation is desirable. Establish eye-contact with audience, but don't fix on an individual — &ncbe
intimidating.

And signposting languagis the forth area on our list. When you drive ba toads, you know where you are
on those roads. Each road has a name or numbeéh. tBao has a name. You can look at the signposts fo
directions. In other words, it is easy to navigtte roads. But when you give a presentation, hom yeaur
audience know where they are? Because you pugnpasts for them, at the beginning and all alomgrthute.
This technique is called 'signposting’ (or 'signal)).

Now we'll move on to the fifth and the final areauestions Questions are a good opportunity for you to
interact with your audience. It may be helpful you to try to predict what questions will be aslsadthat you
can prepare your response in advance. You maytwiabcept questions at any time during your prediemt, or
to leave time for questions after your presentatiormally, it's your decision, and you should mdikelear
during the introduction. Be polite with all questérs, even if they ask difficult questions. Theg ahowing
interest in what you have to say and they desettention. Sometimes you can reformulate a questom.
answer the question with another question. Or esrfor comment from the rest of the audience.

There are many types ofiaisids —
pie charts, graphs, maps, tables, photographssasaples, OHPs, blackboards, flip-charts etc. But sloould
use visual aids with care. Do not overload youri@nck with too much information in a short timegéod rule
is: use one image to give one message. Do not fgive two messages with one image.

Another interesting thing to say about presentatisrcultural considerationBecause English is so widely
used around the world, it is quite possible thahynmmembers of your audience will not be native kil
speakers. In other words, they will not have anlé«gpaxon culture. Even within the Anglo-Saxon wotliere
are many differences in culture. If we hypotheticahagine a German working for an Israeli compamgking
a presentation in English to a Japanese audienkerea, we can see that there are even more plitgsshior
cultural misunderstanding. You should try to leabout any particular cultural matters that may @ffgour
audience. This is one reason why preparation far poesentation is so important. Cultural differencan also
be seen in body language, which we have just dseclsTo a Latin from Southern France or Italy, @spnter
who uses his hands and arms when speaking may dgeamic and friendly. To an Englishman, the same
presenter may seem unsure of his word said ladkisglf-confidence.

Audience rapportYou need to build a warm and friendly relationshijth your audience. Enthusiasm is
contagious. If you are enthusiastic your audienitiebw enthusiastic too. And be careful to estdbbye contact
with each member of your audience. Each personlgHeal that you are speaking directly to him or.hEhis
means that you must look at each person in tum asinatural a way as possible. This will also giva the
opportunity to detect signs of boredom, disinteresteven disagreement, allowing you to modify your
presentation as appropriate.
