But the figurdgeJots down bear little relation
to the number given.

David, in his 70s, struggles to read simple words that he mastamrd than six decades earlier. Julie, Vanessa, and
David have a learning difficultya frustrating one. It is dyslexia. What causes tlaindition? How can dyslexics over-
come the frustration it provokes?

One dictionary defines dyslexia ‘@ disturbance of the ability to read.hough often viewed as a reading disorder,
dyslexia can involve much more.

The English worts roots come from the Greelgs, meaning'difficulty with", andlexis, "word". Dyslexia includes
difficulties with words or language. It even invek/problems with placing things in their right ardé&e the days of
the week and the letters in a word.

Despitadusiired dys-
lexia, Davids conversational ability and his sharp intelleataresuffered. So complex is the human brain thegaech-
