Red Riding Hood: 1 am a nice little girl. I love my mother and grandmother. I have a
white skirt and shirt on. I have a red hat on. I have a basket in my hand. Who am I?

Pinocchio: I’'m small and very thin. I have a long nose. My hair is long. I have a hat
on. I’m kind to my friends. I help them. I was made of wood. I am...

Teacher: Well done. You have guessed all the heroes of the fairy-tales.
Sometimes we feel like a hero after the victory. So, any person can be a hero in this or
that situation. Oxford Word Power Dictionary for learners of English defines hero as
“a person who is admired, especially for having done something very brave, difficult
or good”. So, what kind of person a hero should be?
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Teacher: Tell your class what character you like and whom you dislike using
these adjectives.

Example: I like Cinderella, because she is friendly and polite.

Teacher: Now, please let’s read a fairy-tale “Cinderella” in roles.

Narrator: Once upon a time, in a far way place, there lived a beautiful girl called
Cinderella. She lives in an old house with her stepmother and two sisters.

Teacher: Look at the pictures of the two houses and find the differences
between them. Try to guess what house is typical of Ukrainians and what — of
Englishmen. Say why?

Teacher: Look at the gardens. What garden looks like yours? Explain why?

Narrator: Suddenly she saw a strange light in the sky. Cinderella rubbed her eyes
to see if she was dreaming. But when she looked again she saw a lady standing in front of
her holding a wand.

Fairy (kindly): Don’t cry, Cinderella. I am your fairy, godmother.

Teacher: Look at Cinderella’s godmother. Do you have a godmother? When
does your godmother visit you?

Fairy: You are going to the ball. But first, you must fetch me a large pumpkin.

Narrator: Cinderella found the biggest and fattest pumpkin in the garden and Bruno
and the mice helped her to bring it to the fairy godmother. With a wave of her wand and a
flash of light, the fairy godmother turned the pumpkin into a beautiful coach.

Teacher: Listen to the English music at the ball and say what holiday it reminds
you of. Can you dance like Cinderella? Let’s try.

Narrator: As the clock struck twelve, the magic coach, driver, footman and horses
all disappeared. The magic had stopped. Next morning the kingdom was filled with news of
the ball and the prince’s search for the owner of a glass slipper. The Grand Duke was
visiting every house in the land with the glass slipper in his hand.
