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DEVELOPING INFORMATION LITERACY IN HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS AS A
COMPONENT OF UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE EDUCATION: PSYCHOLOGICAL
AND PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS

The article addresses one of the most urgent issues in contemporary education — developing
information literacy among high school students within the framework of Ukrainian language
instruction. The author clarifies the concept of "information literacy" in an interdisciplinary context,
emphasizing its importance in conditions of information overload, globalization, digital transformation,
and the spread of disinformation. The paper analyzes the psychological and pedagogical conditions
that ensure the effective formation of information literacy in students of grades 10-11. Psychological
conditions are considered through the lens of age-related cognitive characteristics of adolescents,
including the development of critical, theoretical, and metacognitive thinking; specific features of
perception; motivation for independent information searching; and cognitive-reflective strategies. The
author argues that high school students are capable of engaging meaningfully with information,
provided that instructional content and methods correspond to their psychological development.
Pedagogical conditions are presented as a system of didactic and methodological components,
including the integration of media education approaches into Ukrainian language teaching, the use of
digital educational tools, modeling of information-seeking situations, the development of reading
strategies, and working with media texts. Special attention is given to the application of EdTech
methods such as case studies, project-based learning, simulations, and interactive reading. The
importance of a systematic approach is emphasized, combining traditional language didactics with
digital pedagogy. The research methodology includes the analysis of scientific literature, content
analysis of current educational practices, and expert surveys of teachers. These methods enabled the
identification of key challenges in forming students’ information skills and demonstrated the potential
for integrating media literacy into language instruction. The article provides a systematic overview of
the conditions that contribute to the development of students’ informational selectivity, critical
thinking, and analytical reasoning. These competencies, in turn, enhance the quality of language
education and prepare students for effective functioning in an information-saturated society. The
author concludes that information literacy should be regarded not only as part of subject-specific
training, but also as an essential component of civic competence.

Introduction of the issue. In today's
information society, characterized by the
rapid development of information and
digital technologies, globalization, and the
widespread circulation of misinformation,
the formation and development of
information literacy among young citizens
is becoming increasingly important. This
issue is particularly relevant in the context
of teaching the Ukrainian language to
secondary  school students, whose
information literacy skills not only
contribute to the mastery of subject

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competence, but are also related to the
meta-subject block of language education
content concerning information,
information hygiene, interpretation of
facts, correspondence between verbally
and non-verbally expressed information
content, principles of academic integrity,
etc. In a situation where Ukrainian high
school students mneed the skills to
effectively navigate the modern information
space (in order to prepare for adult life, be
active citizens, understand social
processes, and learn throughout their
lives), there is a pressing need to integrate
a media education approach into the
process of Ukrainian language education.
General description of the problem and
its connection with important scientific or
practical tasks. One of the challenges for
the modern domestic education system is
the insufficient level of information literacy
among students. At the same time, the
State Standard for Secondary Education
(2024) focuses on developing information
literacy components in senior high school
students, although the term “information
literacy” is not used in this document.
Appendix I of this document defines four
groups of basic knowledge related to
language education, with a special focus on
information: "Information”,
"Communication"”, "Text", and "Language
Tools". Accordingly, Appendix II contains
requirements for the mandatory learning
outcomes of students in specialized
secondary education in the field of
language and literature in the following
areas: 1)oral interaction with others,
perception and use of information to
achieve life goals in various communicative
situations; 2) perception, analysis,
interpretation, critical evaluation of
information in various types of texts (in
particular, literary texts, media texts) and
its use to enrich one's own experience;
3) expressing opinions, feelings, and
attitudes; written interaction with other
people, particularly in a  digital
environment; adherence to the norms of
literary language; 4) studying individual
speech; using language for one's own
linguistic creativity; observing linguistic
phenomena and analyzing them [7]. The
above blocks of results focus, in particular,

information literacy in the context of
language and literature education.

In view of the above, it is important to
adapt traditional methods of teaching the
Ukrainian language to new informational,
social, and educational realities.
Traditional teaching methods do not
always meet the needs of the information
and digital age, particularly in terms of
critical perception of information, which
complicates the process of developing
information literacy among young people.
High school students are often media-
dependent, but at the same time, they do
not always know how to find relevant
sources of information, analyze and
compare information, distinguish facts
from opinions, and true information from
fakes, which causes difficulties in working
with information and perceiving complex
media texts. In other words, working with
information is a challenge for many
students. The results of the PISA-2022
international study on the quality of
education in the field of reading among

Ukrainian 15-year-olds highlight the
problem of their insufficient level of
information literacy, with Ukrainian

students showing results that lag behind
the global average [14: 176], which
indicates the need to improve methods of
working with textual information and
graphic data. Accordingly, the introduction
of innovative technologies in language
education is a prerequisite for the
formation of a competent linguistic
personality capable of adapting to the
challenges of modern information and
digital society.

Current state of the issue. The works
of Ukrainian linguists highlight certain
aspects of the formation of information
literacy among learners in the process of
learning the Ukrainian language. In
particular, some approaches to organizing
work with information in the context of
language education are outlined
(N. Bondarenko, N. Golub, O. Goroshkina,
S. Karaman, G. Korytska, O. Kucheruk,
O. Semenog, etc.); practical issues of using
teaching methods for young speakers of
Ukrainian (case method, project method,
game method) when working with

others emphasize the importance of
including infomedia components in school
education, since modern students, forming
their own information field, are
accustomed to information and digital
technologies, voice messages, infographics,
and various web resources.

Outline of unresolved issues brought
up in the article. Despite the interest of
researchers and scientists in the
educational aspects of the information
society, the issue of developing students'
information literacy in the Ukrainian
language teaching system  remains
understudied. The following problematic
issues of modern language education

are

require separate study: stimulating
students' motivation to independently
search for and analyze information,

developing the information literacy of high
school students based on psychological
and pedagogical principles, developing
critical thinking in young Ukrainian
speakers using media texts; improving
students' information literacy in the era of
artificial intelligence, etc. Accordingly,
there is a need to develop a comprehensive
approach that, taking into account
psychological and pedagogical aspects, will
make it possible to integrate traditional
linguistic and pedagogical principles with
modern media education technologies to
develop information literacy in young
students. Such an approach should
include not only a theoretical basis, but
also practical methodological steps that
will contribute to the development of
students' critical thinking in the process of
Ukrainian language education, the
development of media text analysis skills,
and creative speech activity.

The aim of the research is to outline
and characterize the psychological and
pedagogical conditions that contribute to
the formation of information literacy
among high school students in the process
of learning the Ukrainian language.

Results and discussion. We consider
psychological and pedagogical conditions
to be a set of circumstances under which

the effective process of developing
students' information literacy in the
process of language education takes place.
At the same time, we understand
information literacy as the ability of an
individual to express their information
needs, search for, analyze, evaluate, and
ethically use information; experience that
provides an understanding of information
and awareness of how it works; as a set of
skills for working with information,
identifying and navigating information
resources, and the relevant skills
necessary for productive searching,
analysis, and use of information [1: 14]. A
distinctive feature of young people as
representatives of the information society
is the need to possess information literacy
skills and abilities. The development of
information literacy in senior high school
students is possible if the psychological
and age characteristics of the student
body are taken into account. Scientists
interpret information literacy as the ability
to identify and formulate information
needs; search for and obtain information;
critically perceive information based on
the distinction between facts and
opinions, reliable information and fakes,
manipulations; evaluate and systematize
information based on working with media
texts and social networks; identify hate
speech and avoid it; process information
using ICT; use, transmit, create, and
disseminate information in compliance
with ethical standards and principles of
academic integrity [13].

High school students who are
information literate can think critically,
analyze information, and use it for self-
expression. They are capable of creating
information independently of the learning
process and are ready to be informed
citizens and professionals, participating in
various government projects and social
activities. Information-literate students
should be aware of the linguistic nature of
information and be able to collect, use,
analyze, synthesize, and create
information in accordance with ethical
standards. High school students (grades
10-11) are in a period of adolescence,
which involves the development of self-
awareness; making decisions about

formation of cognitive interests; the desire
to work; the ability to plan one's own
future; active social life; the manifestation
of independence in many areas of life;
communication with peers, mainly in
groups; a growing need for individual
relationships and affection; and the
formation of a worldview that students
implement in  their studies and
personal lives.

A prerequisite for developing the ability
to work with information during language
education in the lyceum system is taking
into account the mental and
psychophysical characteristics of the
development of a young personality.
Young students respond to the
information they need for life. An
important feature of the psyche is the
ability to store and "encode-decode" all
incoming information. Young people can
not only preserve their own, i.e., acquired
experience as a result of "learning", but
also adopt it from others [8: 78]. In today's
challenging circumstances, students are
faced with changes and complications in
the structure and content of educational
material (the amount of information is
increasing and requirements are growing).
In the process of learning the Ukrainian
language, cognitive processes can be
stimulated.

High school students naturally become
more interested in learning because
knowledge is vitally important, and the
skills and abilities they acquire are even
more relevant to their future activities.
Young people are focused on the future,
imagine it, and therefore their selective
interest  increases. Their memory
improves, and they acquire metacognitive
skills (self-control and self-regulation).
The level of cognitive development of high
school students in adolescence reaches
formal-logical and formal-operational
thinking [3: 267]. These age
characteristics create favorable conditions
for the formation of information literacy in
students. In general, analysis of the works
of psychologists (V. Gorbunova,
V. Kirichenko, V. Molyako, etc.) shows
that the new developments of early
adolescence are:

* a thirst for generalizations, a
constant search for relevant information,
patterns, and principles regarding various
facts;

+ exaggeration of one's own abilities
and intellect (such students perceive the
learning process as mundane and
disregard the teacher's explanations).

R. Pavelkiv notes that in adolescence,
the processes of analysis and synthesis,
generalization and abstraction,
argumentation and reasoning are refined.

Young people Dbegin to work on
establishing cause-and-effect
relationships, stability, and critical

thinking, and independent and creative
activity manifests itself [3: 234].

The period of adolescence involves the
conscious formation of cognitive
structures, so high school students are
capable of introspection and reflection. All
experiences, actions, thoughts, and
feelings are the basis for analyzing
information and initiating the thought
process. Metacognition, or "thinking about

thinking", plays a key role in the
informational approach to managing
cognitive functions. The process of

metacognition involves developing a clear
plan for controlling all thought processes,
making decisions, and choosing effective
strategies for memorizing or sorting
information. In early adolescence, the
main path to knowledge is the acquisition
and development of metacognitive
abilities. ~ While receiving Ukrainian
language education in accordance with
school curricula, high school students can
accumulate knowledge, skills, and
experience in analyzing and structuring
information. The large amount of
information possessed by a young person
enables them to solve a number of
problems and achieve complex and
progressive goals. As a result, the way
information is selected and analyzed may
improve, and memory - memorization,
retention, and reproduction — may develop

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if high school students use mnemonic
techniques during such activities. The
development of functions such as
planning, research, and problem solving
will potentially increase significantly. The
period in which young students find
themselves is also directly related to the
active development of the emotional
sphere and emotional intelligence. At this
age, the foundation is laid for emotional

behavior that will manifest itself in
adulthood.
M. Savchyn and L. Vasylenko

emphasize that the theoretical thinking of
schoolchildren is actively developing
(logic, theoretical reflection, and self-
analysis). At this age, the intellect
undergoes a new stage of formation.
Teachers often notice this through
changes in students' -cognitive and
learning styles, the emergence of mental
experience, and the development of their
own tactics for perceiving, memorizing,
acquiring, accumulating, and using
information. However, older students
often overestimate their abilities and
acquired knowledge during the learning
process. Verbal-logical thinking, which is
most characteristic of this period and is
key to cognitive development, acquires a
new quality of logical operations (analysis,
comparison, synthesis, generalization,
and concretization). The thinking process
becomes systematic, i.e., it structures
knowledge. High school students can solve
various problems and work on developing
their own thinking skills:

+ depth (identifying key points and
delving into the meaning of what they have
learned);

+ flexibility (they analyze their own

experience without difficulty, think
outside the box and unconventionally, and
work on contradictions between

knowledge and problem-solving tasks);

* breadth (they refrain from
provocations and instead focus on the
systematic nature of the identified
essential features);

+ awareness (the ability to convey the
results of thinking through words,
diagrams, models, and graphs);

The cognitive interests of high school
students become more differentiated,
broad, and arbitrary. Accordingly, the
work of a language teacher should focus
on using the subject to create favorable
conditions for the effective mastery of

logical operations necessary for the
formation of information literacy.
N. Cherepovska notes that young

students are capable of mastering critical
thinking. To develop this ability, it is worth
analyzing various media texts. It is good if
the teacher also works with cultural and
semiotic theories. It is also worth applying
the techniques of aesthetic theory when
educating aesthetic tastes, teaching high
school students to understand screen
language, developing their skills in
evaluating artistic texts and media texts,
and working on the formation of media
immunity. The process of active speech
development influences changes in
speech. Due to the fact that the process of
information cognition is launched, it is
also necessary to have internal speech
skills. Concise internal speech gradually
becomes expansive [16: 317].

According to experts, perception in
early adolescence manifests itself in the
predominance of its arbitrary form,
perceptual actions, purposeful
observation of objects, and the isolation of
only the essence. The following signs of
perception become noticeable: integrity,
objectivity, selectivity, meaningfulness,
and apperception. Objectivity manifests
itself in the ability to isolate a particular
object based on its basic properties and
purpose. A holistic image of what is

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perceived becomes visible when
conclusions about the individual
properties and functions of a particular
object have been consciously drawn after
engaging various senses. Selectivity is the

conscious choice of any object and
disregard for others (very often, high
school students treat sources of

information this way). Apperception is the
dependence of perception on previous
experience, urgent needs, interests, goals,
and emotional processes. Self-observation
of actions, behavior, states, thoughts, etc.
also progresses [4: 160].

Therefore, the development  of
information literacy among high school
students requires consideration of key
psychological conditions related to the
specifics of students' age-related
development. These include: developing
critical, analytical, and theoretical
thinking as a basis for assessing the
reliability of information; overcoming the
tendency to perceive media texts in a
fragmented way; developing  self-
regulation and reflection skills in an
information-rich environment; and
increasing motivation to independently
search for and analyze sources. It is also
important to take into account the
characteristics of attention, emotional
response, and cognitive attitudes of high
school students, which determine their

level of information activity and
susceptibility to manipulative
influences.

The conditions that made it possible to
build a coherent logic for researching the
formation of students' information
literacy included: analysis of professional
literature, content analysis of
contemporary research, and surveys of
expert practitioners. This selection was
determined by the logic of the research
stage, which primarily involves
theoretical generalization of existing
scientific achievements and the study of
practical requests for the integration of IL
into the content of language education.
Analysis of the literature made it possible
to identify the main approaches to
understanding the essence of information
literacy in pedagogical and media
education discourse. Content analysis

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made it possible to identify typical ways
of operationalizing this concept in applied
studies, particularly in the context of
school education. The expert survey was
aimed at identifying the current problems
faced by teachers when developing
students' skills in working with
information, critically evaluating it, and
using it in their own language practice.
The wuse of other methods (e.g.,
observation or experimental influence) at
this stage was inappropriate, as the
research focus was on the analytical and
diagnostic phase rather than on testing

the effectiveness of a specific
methodology.
The  pedagogical conditions  for

developing information literacy in older
students in modern education include: the
introduction of interactive teaching
methods that promote active interaction
and engage students in collaboration

during the search, analysis, and
evaluation of information; the
development and wuse of teaching

materials that simulate real-life situations
involving information search and critical
analysis of media texts; the creation of a
supportive educational environment that
encourages students to  exchange
information, engage in discussions, and
work together to solve information
problems; ensuring access to a variety of
information sources, including electronic
libraries, online databases, and
educational platforms; improving the
qualifications of teachers in information
literacy and media education, as well as
providing them with methodological
recommendations and support; involving
parents in the process of developing
students' information  literacy, in
particular by conducting information
seminars and training sessions on the safe
and responsible use of information and
digital technologies.

The pedagogical condition for the
formation of students' information literacy
is based on the principles of media
education (media pedagogy), which is
"determined by the psychophysiological
characteristics of students' development,
especially adolescents and young adults:
they practically "live in modern media",

forms (text, interactive video, emoticons,
GIF animations, digital images,
infographics, voice messages, etc.),
express their opinions in SMS, and enjoy
completing competition-based tasks using
web resources” [11: 249].

O. Kucheruk and N. Shurkhno rightly
point out that the path to information
literacy for students as linguistic
personalities lies in working with texts and
media texts (complete, interrupted,
multiple, paper, digital—news,
journalism, advertising, information
analytics). Types of reading (skimming,
familiarization, study, search) potentially
enable students to develop various
reading strategies that link textual
information and cognitive processes and
the result of its cognition. In particular,
the authors recommend using the
following in the process of teaching the
Ukrainian language: reading strategies
that support reading (with text marking,

creating clouds with keywords,
infographics); reading strategies that
require information compression (for

example, in the form of a mind map, filling
in matrices with facts and judgments);
reading strategies that involve the study of
culturally relevant meanings (conceptual
analysis); reading strategies that enable
the analysis of text content in relation to
its form of expression (linguistic and
poetic analysis of literary texts, analysis of
multiple texts with tables, graphs,
illustrations); reading strategies based on
nonlinear work  with text (from
introductory and study reading to search
reading, with a return to the necessary
fragments of text, followed by the creation
of interactive worksheets and thematic
videos by students); reading strategies
that involve interpreting textual
information (student feedback on the text,
with dissemination on social media);
reading strategies that involve dialogue
and discussion about the content of the
information read; reading strategies that
involve editing media texts [12: 49].
Accordingly, there are interrelationships

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between information literacy and reading
literacy and their formation.

One of the pedagogical conditions for
developing students' information literacy
is the wuse of electronic educational
resources (educational blogs, websites,
educational videos, electronic platforms
for interactive exercises, etc.). At the same
time, it is worth considering that "EERs do
not replace the traditional educational
environment, but complement and expand
its capabilities" [10: 50]. The
methodological foundations for developing
students' information literacy lie in the
synthesis of traditional pedagogical
approaches and information and digital
technologies, with EdTech becoming an
innovative way of solving educational
problems. At the same time, modern
Ukrainian linguistics offers a number of
innovative methods:

+ case method: analysis of real media
situations through the prism of facts,
fakes, manipulations, followed by a search
for solutions;

* project method: creation  of
students' own media products of various
genres (blogs, podcasts, etc.);

+ digital simulation method:
imitation of the work of editorial offices of
electronic publications, social

networks, etc.

The analysis of media texts is the basis
for the formation and development of
critical thinking and information literacy
in young language learners. Accordingly,
the educational system for working with
media texts in the process of teaching the
Ukrainian language should include, in
particular, three levels: 1) destruction:
identifying violations of the mnormal
structure of media texts, manipulative
techniques, and stereotypes;
2) reconstruction: restructuring media
texts with the aim of improving them and
creating alternative interpretations;
3) production: developing one's own media
texts in various genres.

Taking the above into account, we can
briefly summarize that the pedagogical
conditions that ensure the effective
formation of information literacy in the
process of teaching the Ukrainian
language include: the  purposeful

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implementation of a media education
approach; the use of electronic
educational resources (digital platforms,
interactive  exercises, blogs, video
content); creation of an information-
secure and open educational
environment; systematic formation of
information and analytical skills in the
process of working with texts of different
styles and genres; improvement of
teachers' methodological competence in
recognizing information manipulation;
involvement of parents in supporting
conscious information consumption. The
implementation of these conditions
contributes not only to students' mastery
of technical skills in working with
information, but also to the development
of a conscious, responsible, and reflective
linguistic personality.

Conclusion and research
perspectives: therefore, the formation of
students' information literacy based on
the integration of a media education
approach in the process of teaching the

Ukrainian language requires
consideration of psychological and
pedagogical conditions. An important

condition for developing high school
students' ability to work with information
in the Ukrainian language education
system 1is taking into account their
psychological characteristics: the
development of theoretical thinking, clip

thinking, critical thinking, and the
specifics of  perception (integrity,
objectivity, selectivity, meaningfulness,

apperception). A necessary pedagogical
condition for the formation of students'
information literacy during the teaching
of the Ukrainian language is reliance on a
media education approach, the use of
electronic educational resources
(educational blogs, websites, educational
videos, electronic platforms for
interactive exercises, etc.). The
methodological foundations for
developing information literacy in young
language learners lie in the synthesis of
traditional pedagogical approaches and
information and digital technologies, with
EdTech becoming an innovative way of
solving educational problems.
