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MEDIA EDUCATION COMPONENT IN TRAINING FUTURE LANGUAGE AND
LITERATURE TEACHERS

The article examines the issue of information literacy in the training of future teachers of language
and literature, focusing on the media education component of literature teaching methodology. It also
presents examples of integrating digital technologies into the process of teaching Ukrainian literature.
The study emphasizes that contemporary literary education requires innovative rethinking,
particularly the application of modern media education practices in teaching methodology to help
future teachers acquire media literacy, critically evaluate sources, navigate the contemporary
information environment, and effectively integrate emerging media into the educational process. It is
stressed that exploring information literacy in the methodology of teaching Ukrainian literature
through the lens of media education is vital for preparing competent teachers capable of adapting to
the challenges of the digital era and delivering high-quality educational activities in today’s
sociocultural context. The research demonstrates that, in the conditions of the modern information
space and the advancement of digital technologies, information literacy constitutes a key component
of the professional competence of future language and literature teachers. The study finds that
incorporating a media education component into literature teaching methodology expands traditional
approaches to teaching, diversifies the forms of material presentation, and fosters critical thinking
and independent information assessment skills. The integration of digital tools, such as creating
podcasts, infographics, and book trailers, as well as using social media as a space for reinterpreting
literary images, can enhance students’ motivation to study literature and promote creativity. The
article highlights that the information literacy of future teachers of language and literature is a
prerequisite for preparing innovative educators who can teach literature effectively in the digital age
and cultivate media-competent learners.

Introduction of the issue. In the
modern information society, the
education system faces new challenges
associated with the need to develop a high
level of information and media literacy
among teachers. The training of future
language and literature teachers is
particularly important in this context, as
they not only cultivate students’ aesthetic
taste and appreciation of literary art but
also teach them to navigate the digital
environment, analyze information flows,
and think critically. Under current
conditions, literary education requires
innovative rethinking: it is necessary to
integrate contemporary media education
practices into teaching methodology in
order to help future teachers of literature
make literature lessons relevant,
interactive, and meaningful. The issue of
information literacy is becoming
increasingly significant today, as the
rapid development of digital technologies

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transforms the ways information is
perceived, interpreted, and produced. In
this context, a future language and
literature teacher must acquire not only
traditional pedagogical competencies but
also be media-literate, capable of
critically evaluating information sources,

navigating the modern informational
landscape, and effectively integrating
digital media into the educational
process.

Current state of the issue. The
problem of information literacy has been
addressed by many researchers, including
M. Antonchenko, S. Bainiashova,
O. Hlushak, O. Kucheruk, T. Nasalevych,
M. Osiukhina, T. Sydorenko,
S. Terepyshchyi, I. Cheipesh, and
O. Chornous, among others. These
scholars define information literacy as an
individual’s ability to articulate their own
informational needs, locate and assess the
quality of information, disseminate and
store it, and effectively use it to create and
share knowledge [9]. Teacher information
literacy is understood as an integrated
outcome encompassing knowledge about
information and the ways it is encoded,
stored, and transmitted; the ability to
obtain educationally relevant information
from diverse sources, to critically process
it, and to create didactic materials based
on it for professional use, including
dissemination among educational
stakeholders [1: 15]. Researchers view
information literacy as closely linked to
the use of information in both everyday life
and professional activity.

Aim of the research. The purpose of
this article is to substantiate the
importance of information literacy in the
training of future teachers of language
and literature, to explore the media-
educational aspect of literature teaching
methodology, and to present examples of
integrating digital technologies into the
process of teaching Ukrainian literature
in order to foster students’ creative,
independent, and critical thinking.

Results and discussion. The modern
information society is characterized by the
rapid development of digital technologies
and the exponential growth of media

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content. Against this background, the
issue of fostering information literacy has
become particularly relevant. Teachers of
language and literature must not only
possess deep knowledge of the Ukrainian
language and literature but also shape the
worldview of the younger generation.
Future professionals should be prepared
to work effectively in conditions of
information overload. In this context,
literary education serves not only as a
means of aesthetic and moral upbringing

but also as an important tool for
developing critical thinking, source
analysis, and content interpretation,

including the comprehension of media
texts. Researching information literacy in
the methodology of teaching Ukrainian
literature through the lens of media
education is essential for training
competent teachers of language and
literature who can adapt to the challenges
of the digital age and effectively carry out
educational activities within the current
sociocultural environment.

The concept of information literacy is
closely intertwined with media education,
understood as the ability to competently
interpret and create media texts,
effectively search for information, work
with various sources, fact-check, justify
one’s opinion, develop critical thinking,
and integrate acquired knowledge, skills,
and abilities into future creative activity
[3: 48].

The media-educational dimension of
teacher training implies integrating
elements of media education into
professional academic components,
particularly into the methodology of
teaching Ukrainian literature. The
purpose of this process is to develop in
future educators a holistic understanding
of the media text as a cultural and
pedagogical source, as well as to foster
self-reflection on informational messages
and the development of critical thinking.
Such an approach will enhance the quality
of philological training, promote the
development of students’ skills in critical
perception of information, and improve
their ability to analyze literary and
journalistic texts while distinguishing
between fake and manipulative messages.

Interactive teaching methods play a key
role in this regard, including the creation
of presentations and video reviews
inspired by literary works, analysis of film
adaptations, project-based activities, and
web quests. Since modern students belong
to the digital generation, the teaching of
literature in secondary schools must shift
its emphasis — from passive reception of a
text to active interaction with it through
multiple channels of information. The
future teacher of language and literature
should serve as a mediator between
classical cultural heritage and the
contemporary digital world, capable of
presenting literary material in a form that
is accessible and engaging for today’s
students.

The integration of media-educational
technologies into the learning process
aims to develop critical thinking,
creativity, communicative competence,
and adaptability to change — all of which
are essential for effective pedagogical
activity in today’s information society.

The United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization
(UNESCO) combines information and
media literacy, identifying shared
concepts and principles in both domains
that are crucial for personal development
and professional activity in the modern
world [12]. In this context, the project
"Learn to Discern: Media Literacy" was
implemented in partnership with the
Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine, the Academy of Ukrainian Press,
with the support of the International
Research and Exchanges Board (IREX),
the U.S. Department of State, and the
Foreign, Commonwealth and Development
Office of the United Kingdom. The project
aimed to develop critical thinking and
information hygiene skills to strengthen
resilience against disinformation,
manipulation, and propaganda, and was
carried out through the introduction of
methods for designing, teaching, and
developing media and information literacy
skills in higher pedagogical education
institutions [8]. An integrated concept,
media and information literacy, has
emerged. According to the Concept for the
Implementation of Media Education in

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Ukraine, media and information literacy is
a modern strategy that unites traditional
media and information literacy into a
single framework, representing a
combined set of competencies required in
contemporary conditions [4: §].

According to M. Antonchenko, media
and information literacy is the result of
purposeful media education. Since most
information is provided by media,
information literacy is closely linked to
media literacy [1: 15]. Information literacy
encompasses such skills as the ability to
locate, use, analyze, interpret,
systematize, and transmit information in
various forms. Within the methodology of
teaching literature, this implies that a
future teacher of language and literature
should be able to effectively combine
traditional texts with digital formats,
including multimedia interpretations of
literary works, podcasts, e-books, literary
blogs, and film adaptations, as well as to
create an educational environment that
fosters a culture of reading among
students amid the challenges of the digital
era.

Researcher O. Chornous analyzes the
latest trends in the phenomenon of
digitalization @ and the issues of
implementing information and media
literacy as components of electronic
textbooks. Considering that important
indicators of information  literacy
development include the quantitative and
qualitative combination of knowledge,
skills, and abilities to evaluate and use
information while observing ethical norms
of acquisition and interpretation, the
scholar identifies three levels of
information literacy: reproductive, based
on perception, comprehension, and
memorization of knowledge (activity by
example); partially exploratory, based on
applying existing knowledge in familiar
situations (search-oriented activity); and
creative, grounded in applying knowledge
in new situations (creative activity)
[11: 282]. Given this, O. Chornous
emphasizes the particular importance of
the ability to use open digital educational
resources, such as online courses,
training programs, and educational
platforms, for developing information and

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media literacy and for fostering individual
self-development. She also highlights the
need for continuous improvement of
professional practices to support lifelong
learning [11: 282].

M. Osiukhina studies the issue of
information literacy. The researcher
believes that today the term media and
information literacy is relevant, as it
combines the definitions and features of
both information and media literacy and
represents a set of knowledge, abilities,
and skills that allow individuals to access
information, wuse, analyze, evaluate,
create, and disseminate it with maximum
productivity, in accordance with legal and
ethical norms, and with respect for human
rights. Media education, in turn, is defined
as the process of developing media and
information literacy [7: 42]. The
researcher interprets the concept of
information literacy as an individual’s
ability to express their information needs,
to find and evaluate the quality of
information, to store and disseminate it,
and to use it effectively and ethically for
the creation and exchange of knowledge
[7: 42]. The author distinguishes between
the concepts of information literacy and
media literacy, considering the former as
a set of skills related to the collection,
analysis, transformation, storage,
retrieval, and dissemination of
information, while media literacy, in her
opinion, implies understanding, critical
evaluation, and interaction with mass
communication media for self-expression.
According to M. Osiukhina information
literacy focuses on the essence and
content of an informational message,
whereas media literacy focuses on its
form, mode of transmission, purpose, and
effects [7: 50].

S. Terepyshchyi writes about strategies
for the implementation and assessment of
media and information literacy in
educational policy. Presenting the results
of a survey that explored teachers’
experience, attitudes, and practice, the
author emphasizes the importance of
integrating media and information literacy
training and providing teachers with the
necessary resources and support, which
will positively influence the development

media [10]. S. Terepyshchyi identifies
several promising practices, including
project-based learning and collaboration
between students and teachers, that can
enhance the effectiveness of media and
information literacy [10].

T. Sydorenko and O. Palazhchenko
study the concept and essence of
information literacy, its significance in the
information society, and the problems of
its formation. The authors regard the main
competencies of an information-literate
person as the ability to search for,
evaluate, analyze, systematize, and
transmit information, to use computer
technologies, and to effectively solve
educational and professional tasks [9].

According to O. Matviichuk,
information literacy is the ability to find,
analyze, and use information, focusing on
the process of its consumption and on an
individual’s attainment of an informed
state; it also involves the ability to
determine one’s own information needs, to
access information, to critically evaluate
it, and to use information and
communication technologies. The author
considers information literacy a
generalizing (umbrella) term that
encompasses digital, visual, and academic
literacy, information processing,
information skills, and data management
[5: 243].

Researcher T. Nasalevych considers
information literacy an integral
component of academic integrity and the
general culture of an educated person. The
author includes among the components of
information literacy the ability to
effectively locate information, to
distinguish facts from judgments, to work
with various sources, to recognize
plagiarism, to systematize information, to
propose hypotheses, and to evaluate

alternatives [6: 298], which are
particularly relevant for the modern
teacher.

In view of the above, an important
element of information literacy is the
ability to resist disinformation,
manipulation, and stereotypes
transmitted by various media. In this

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context, the methodology of teaching
literature should include elements of
media criticism, which fosters the

formation of an ethical reader — a person
with an active civic position, for example,
when analyzing literary works addressing
social, moral, or political issues. In this
regard, information literacy in the
methodology of teaching literature is
considered one of the key aspects of
professional training for future teachers of
language and literature. The development
of information literacy among higher
education students contributes to their
preparation for self-education, which is
extremely important in the teaching
profession. In the conditions of
continuous information change and the
emergence of new educational
technologies, a teacher must constantly
update their knowledge, find new
methods, techniques, and digital tools,
maintain students’ motivation for reading
and studying literature, and adapt to their
individual needs. In this context, a future
teacher of language and literature should
possess flexibility of thinking, competence
in using digital resources, and the ability
to analyze information quickly.
S. Bainiashova defines information
literacy as a person’s ability to articulate
their information needs, to search for,
evaluate, analyze, and ethically use
information; as a capacity that ensures
understanding of information and
awareness of how it functions; and as a set
of skills for working with information and
navigating information resources,
including the competencies necessary for
searching, analyzing, and applying
information [2: 36].

Under modern conditions, the
methodology of teaching Ukrainian
literature must take into account changes
in young  people’s communicative
practices. School students increasingly
turn to the Internet as a primary source of
knowledge; therefore, the literature
teacher must not only acquaint them with
literary works, but also teach them to
evaluate the quality of information, to
distinguish fact from interpretation, and
to use online resources as tools for a
deeper study of literary processes. In

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particular, engaging with authors’ blogs
about books or analyzing literary fan
fiction can become part of discussions on
the issues raised in literary works. Such
an approach brings the educational
process closer to the real communicative
environment of students.

An important factor is the formation of
ethical responsibility in working with
information. Future teachers of language
and literature must be aware of their role
as transmitters of moral values and
culture. When analyzing literary works,
especially those with social or historical
significance, it is necessary to pay
attention to context, to avoid stereotypes,
and to teach students to adopt a
conscious and tolerant attitude toward
diverse viewpoints. All of this should be
supported by examples from the media
space and requires the teacher’s constant
engagement in the information discourse.

Interdisciplinary integration is also
advisable, that is, the combination of
literature with history, art, computer
science, civic education, and other fields.
This contributes to creating a deeper
context for perceiving a literary work,
broadens students’ outlook, and helps
them see interconnections between
events. The use of digital tools to create
literary maps, interactive charts, and
thematic blogs serves not only as a means
of forming information literacy, but also
increases motivation for learning.

Thus, information literacy and media
education in the methodology of teaching
Ukrainian literature are essential for

preparing a flexible, conscious, and
competitive teacher of language and
literature. The integration of digital

technologies into the educational process
promotes a more flexible, open, and
dialogical model of learning that meets the
demands of the 21st century. For this
reason, higher pedagogical education
should aim not only at developing deep
professional knowledge in future language
and literature teachers, but also at
cultivating their ability to think critically,
function effectively within the information
space, and communicate through multiple
channels.

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An important task of modern methods
of teaching literature is the development of
practical lesson models that combine the
study of literary works with the analysis of
relevant information sources, as well as
audiovisual and visual materials. Such
models help develop students’ media
competencies, particularly their ability to
understand and interpret information and
to produce their own media products
based on literary works. In this context,
students may create podcasts, video
essays, book trailers, infographics related
to the text, or visualizations of plots,
among others. Particular attention should
be paid to integrating elements of digital
humanities into the preparation of future

teachers of Ukrainian language and
literature. This approach expands the
methodological toolkit and enables

university students to discover new ways
of interpreting literary texts through
technology. The use of cloud services,
online archives, digital libraries, and
collaborative platforms allows for deeper
analysis of literary works, comparison of
different editions, and study of lexical and
stylistic features of an author’s language.

We propose several examples
illustrating the integration of information
literacy and a  media-educational
approach in the methodology of teaching
literature during the preparation of future
teachers of language and literature. One
possible assignment is the creation of a
book trailer for a studied literary work.
University students preparing for practical
classes or teaching practice may create
trailers for works such as The Master of
the Ship by Yurii Yanovskyi, The City by
Valerian Pidmohylnyi, or Tiger Trappers
by Ivan Bahrianyi, using platforms such
as Canva, Powtoon, or Adobe Express.
These videos can be presented as
motivational elements before studying the
work, engaging school students through
modern visual formats, fostering reading
interest, and developing creative skills and
the ability to reinterpret literary works in
contemporary media formats.

Another engaging task is a comparative
analysis of an original text and its screen
adaptation. In  literature  teaching
methodology courses, for instance,

students can analyze Lesia Ukrainka’s
drama The Forest Song and compare it
with its theatrical interpretations or film
adaptations using tools such as YouTube
or interactive platforms like Padlet. Such
tasks foster critical thinking,
interpretation, and media-text analysis
skills. Alternatively, the TikTok-format
task "The Heroine’s Life in the 21st
Century" can be used, in which students
create short videos where Mavka runs a
vlog, sharing her love for nature,
emotions, and conflict with Lukash’s
"urban" world. The goal is to reinterpret
the character through the lens of
contemporary youth culture.

To develop media criticality and the
ability to distinguish between reliable and
false information, future teachers may
create both fake and true news items
about a literary character. While
discussing information manipulation,
students can compose news pieces, one
accurate and one fabricated, about a
character, for example, from Panas
Myrnyi’s novel Do the Oxen Low When the
Manger Is Full? Their peers must identify
the fake and justify their reasoning.

Combining literary studies with digital
visualization and developing information
literacy can be achieved through an
interactive literary map. Future teachers
can create a Google Map marking places
connected to the biography or events in

the works of, for instance, Taras
Shevchenko, adding text excerpts,
illustrations, and QR codes. Another

example is a literary map based on Panas
Myrnyi’s novel Do the Oxen Low When the
Manger Is Full? In Google Maps, students
create an interactive map marking
locations significant to the biography of
Chipka and to the novel’s events. Each
location is supplemented with
illustrations, excerpts from the text, and
discussion questions. This task enables
the visualization of the novel’s spatial
dimension and integrates the literary text
with geography.

Teaching university students to
critically evaluate information from
various sources and to identify criteria of
expertise can be effectively achieved
through the analysis of blogs and reviews

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of contemporary Ukrainian literature.
Future teachers may analyze bloggers’
posts or Bookstagram reviews, for
instance, on Serhii Zhadan’s novel The
Orphanage, and compare them with
reviews written by professional critics.

It is also advisable to assign future
teachers the task of creating their own
electronic portfolio of a literature teacher,

which may include lesson plans
incorporating elements of media
education, multimedia exercises, book

trailer concepts, and literary reviews.
Such an assignment prepares them for
professional self-presentation and
demonstrates their digital competence. An
engaging activity may take the form of a
podcast discussion, for example, on the
topic "Is Ivan Bahrianyi’s Novel Tiger
Trappers?" During such a discussion,
future teachers of language and literature
express their views on the novel’s key
themes, inner strength, freedom, and
struggle, drawing parallels with
contemporary challenges. These podcasts
help develop public speaking skills, the
ability to conduct discussions, and media
literacy.

Assignments of this kind not only
foster a deeper understanding of
Ukrainian literature but also develop
digital, communicative, critical, and
sociocultural competences, which are key
components in the professional training
of future teachers of language and
literature in the modern information
society. The media-educational approach
helps make the study of literature more
relevant and dynamic. It enriches the
methodological toolkit, promotes the
formation of information literacy, and
develops the ability to operate effectively
in today’s information environment while
cultivating media-critical readers among
students.

Conclusions and research
perspectives Thus, in the context of the
development of modern digital
technologies, information literacy is one of
the essential components of the
professional competence of a future
teacher of language and literature. The
media-educational component in the
methodology of teaching literature

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contributes to the expansion of traditional
approaches to instruction, diversification
of ways of presenting material, and
formation of critical thinking skills and
independent information evaluation. The
integration of digital tools, creation of
podcasts, infographics, and book trailers,
and the use of social networks as spaces
for reinterpreting literary images all
enhance motivation to study literature
and develop creativity among university
students. The training of future teachers
of language and literature should
encompass not only mastery of classical
pedagogical methods but also the ability to
adapt to new informational challenges, to
employ media resources in the
educational process, and to teach future
students the principles of critical analysis,
information security, and ethical
engagement with digital content. The
information literacy of a future teacher of
language and literature serves as the
foundation for preparing an innovative
educator capable of teaching literature
effectively in the digital age and fostering
media-competent, critically minded
students. A promising direction for further
research is an in-depth study of methods
and techniques for developing information
literacy among future teachers of language
and literature through the integration of
media education into literature studies.
