Wasyl Hatuziak. Doswiadczenie zagraniczne w rozwoju kompetencji liderskich przyszlych
menedzerow edukacji: podejscia psychologiczne i praktyki edukacyjne

Artykut poswiecony jest systematyzacji i analizie zagranicznego doswiadczenia w zakresie rozwoju
kompetencji liderskich przysztych menedzerow edukacji w kontekscie wspotczesnych podejsé
psychologicznych i praktyk edukacyjnych. Przedstawione sq globalne tendencje przejscia od
tradycyjnych modeli administracyjnych do przywodztwa transformacyjnego, autentycznego,

serwisowego oraz rozproszonego. Na podstawie analizy badan naukowych okreslono kluczowe

mechanizmy psychologiczne ksztattowania kompetencji liderskich, w tym samorefleksje, regulacje
emocjonalng, myslenie spoteczne, rezyliencje oraz motywacje. Przeanalizowano zagraniczne
podejscia do rozumienia struktury kompetencji liderskich, obejmujgce wiedze, umiejetnosci,

zachowania oraz wartosci i orientacje kierownika. Zaznaczono, ze w zagranicznej tradycji
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naukowej kompetencje przywddcze sq postrzegane jako wielosktadnikowy konstrukt, tgczgcy
wiedze, umiejetnosci, zachowania i wartosci, ktore zapewniajq skuteczne przywodztwo w
placowkach edukacyjnych. Znaczng uwage poswigcono zagranicznym programom edukacyjnym
przygotowujgcym menedzerow placowek edukacyjnych, ktore realizujq systemowe podejscie do
ksztattowania kompetencji liderskich poprzez integracje wiedzy teoretycznej, mechanizmow
psychologicznych oraz praktycznych narzedzi zarzgdzania. Wsrod kluczowych modeli
psychologicznych, szeroko stosowanych we wspotczesnych badaniach zagranicznych, warto
wyroznic przywodztwo transformacyjne, autentyczne, ustugowe i rozproszone. Szczegolng uwage
zwrocono na mozliwosci adaptacji tych podejs¢ do ukrainskiego systemu przygotowania
menedzerow edukacji w kontekscie wspotczesnych wyzwan. Kompleksowe podejscie do adaptacji
zaktada potlgczenie interaktywnych i praktycznych technologii, wykorzystanie nowoczesnych
narzedzi cyfrowych, uwzglednienie psychologicznych mechanizmow przywodztwa oraz
minimalizacje barier zasobowych i organizacyjnych.

Foreign experience in developing leadership competencies of future education
managers: psychological approaches and educational practices
The article is devoted to the systematization and analysis of foreign experience in developing the
leadership competencies of future education managers within the context of contemporary
psychological approaches and educational practices. It highlights global trends in the transition
from traditional administrative models to transformational, authentic, service-oriented, and
distributed leadership. Based on the analysis of scientific research, the key psychological
mechanisms for developing leadership competencies are identified, including self-reflection,
emotional regulation, social cognition, resilience, and motivation. Foreign approaches to
understanding the structure of leadership competencies are analyzed, encompassing knowledge,
skills, behavioral manifestations, and value orientations of leaders. It is noted that in foreign
scientific tradition, leadership competence is considered a multi-component construct that
combines knowledge, skills, behavioral manifestations, and values that ensure effective leadership
in educational institutions. Special attention is given to international educational programs for
preparing school leaders, which implement a systematic approach to developing leadership
competencies through the integration of theoretical knowledge, psychological mechanisms, and
practical management tools. Among the key psychological models widely used in contemporary
foreign research, it is worth highlighting transformational, authentic, service-oriented, and
distributed leadership. Particular attention is paid to the potential adaptation of these approaches
to the Ukrainian system of preparing education managers in the context of contemporary
challenges. A comprehensive approach to adaptation involves combining interactive and practice-
oriented technologies, using modern digital tools, taking into account psychological mechanisms of
leadership, and minimizing resource and organizational barriers.
