A comprehensive study has been conducted on the transformation of
management decision-making mechanisms and the analysis of the functioning of food
industry enterprises in Ukraine under conditions of uncertainty and risk during 2020-
2024. The food industry is examined as a strategic sector guaranteeing the state’s
food security, which has, however, faced the unprecedented impact of two global
crises: the COVID-19 pandemic and the full-scale war.

The objective of this paper is to identify key trends in the business
environment development, assess the financial and economic resilience of the
industry, and substantiate strategies for adaptation to extreme uncertainty. The
methodological framework of the study comprises a detailed analysis of statistical
data regarding the number of business entities, personnel employment dynamics,
and sales volumes over a five-year cycle.

Two stages of industry transformation have been identified: the post-
pandemic recovery period (2020-2021) and the martial law period (2022-2024). It
has been established that the first stage was characterized by sanitary and
epidemiological challenges and the beginning of labor resource optimization
alongside nominal production growth. The second stage, associated with the
outbreak of hostilities, triggered a deep crisis in 2022 (resulting in the closure of
over 2,000 enterprises, along with the destruction of logistics and assets).
However, an adaptive recovery was recorded in 2023-2024, driven primarily by
small and micro-enterprises.

A fundamental structural deformation of the business environment has been
established. A paradoxical trend was observed: while the total number of active
enterprises increased by 4.5% in 2024, the number of employed workers decreased
by 17.7%. This fact indicates a transition from large industrial forms of
management to mobile structures (sole proprietorships), as well as a critical
shortage of human capital caused by migration and mobilization. The ratio of
legal entities to individual entrepreneurs has shifted in favor of the latter,
confirming the phenomenon of business "fragmentation" as a protective

mechanism.



It has been proven that the main challenge for the industry in the coming
years will not be the loss of production capacity, but rather the shortage of
personnel. Adaptation strategies are proposed, including a transition to
production automation, energy autonomy, clustering of small businesses, and

orientation towards local sales markets.
