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AXIOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS FOR THE FORMATION OF A VALUE-
ORIENTED PERSONALITY IN GENERAL SECONDARY EDUCATION
INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE UNDER MARTIAL LAW

This article presents the results of a comprehensive theoretical and methodological analysis of the
axiological foundations of pedagogical activity in educational institutions of Ukraine under wartime
conditions. The essence of the axiological approach is considered as a fundamental methodological
basis of modern education, and its role in shaping individuals’ value orientations is substantiated.

The study examines the transformation of the hierarchy of educational values under crisis
conditions caused by war. It identifies key groups of values that acquire priority significance and
characterizes their transformation under complex socio-political circumstances. The leading functions
of education are outlined as a social institution of spirituality and a specially organized space of
meaning-making aimed at fostering patriotism, civic responsibility, and resilience.

The main components of forming a holistic personality are defined, namely: the formation of value
consciousness; the development of moral thinking and ethical reflection; integration into the socio-
cultural space; ensuring spiritual development and self-realization; and the formation of a responsible
attitude toward society and the state.

It is demonstrated that under martial law, education in Ukraine acquires strategic importance and
serves as a tool for preserving national identity, developing human potential, and ensuring social
unity and cohesion, which constitute essential conditions for the survival, recovery, and further
development of the Ukrainian people.

cultural spheres. The education system of
Ukraine, as a key social institution, is
currently required to respond to
unprecedented challenges. These include
ensuring the continuity of education under
conditions of constant danger, organizing
and appropriately combining distance and
blended learning while maintaining
educational quality, and supporting the
psycho-emotional = well-being of all
participants in the educational process.

In such conditions, pedagogical activity
acquires special significance,
encompassing the professional,
intellectual, and creative work of teachers
and educational teams aimed at teaching,
upbringing, and the development of the
student’s personality. However, the most
complex and significant issue is the
formation of value orientations such as

Education, as an institution of social
spirituality, is not Ilimited to the
transmission of competencies; it functions

as a space for the formation of meanings,

patriotism,

value orientations, and worldview
foundations of the individual.
Therefore, the axiological approach

becomes especially relevant in pedagogical
theory and practice, as it determines the
priority essence of pedagogical activity
aimed at developing a personality capable
of conscious value choice, moral
responsibility, and active civic engagement.

The axiological dimension of education
under wartime conditions is associated
with the need to reconsider fundamental
humanistic principles and affirm the
values of life, freedom, dignity, justice, and
solidarity. This serves the primary goal of
preserving national sovereignty and
independence and ensuring conditions for
survival, recovery, and future development.

Pedagogical activity, as part of the
educational process, becomes not only a
means of intellectual development but also
a key factor in the spiritual consolidation of
society, formation of national identity, and
maintenance of social stability.

Current state of the issue. The
problem of values in pedagogical theory
and practice is traditionally considered
fundamental and is widely studied by both
Ukrainian and international scholars. The
axiological foundations of social
institutions, including education, aimed at
forming value orientations in the context of
civilizational challenges are reflected in the
works of H. Vasianovych (2024) [1],
V. Kremen (2011) [2], M. Popovych [3],
H. Filipchuk (2018) [4], and others.

Foreign researchers also emphasize the
importance of the axiological approach in
understanding human existence.
A. Maslow highlights the necessity of free
value choice [5]; C. Rogers focuses on the
person-centered approach in pedagogical
interaction aimed at forming moral
behavior [6]; R. May outlines approaches to
moral value formation [7].

value formation among students, which
justifies further investigation of this issue.

Outline of unresolved issues brought
up in the article. Despite partial research
on axiological foundations of pedagogical
activity, several aspects require further
systematic attention, namely:

o rethinking basic educational values
and their transformation under wartime
conditions;

e formation of value
under traumatic experiences;

e renewal of pedagogical content
through new practices of unity and civic
engagement.

The aim of the article is to substantiate
the axiological foundations of forming a
value-oriented personality under wartime
conditions, to identify transformations of
educational values, and to define the main
components of this process in the modern
Ukrainian educational space.

Results and discussion. The Axiological
Approach in Education. The pedagogical
implementation of the axiological approach
is based on the process of forming a system
of value orientations, which is directly
influenced by specially organized
pedagogical activity of teachers, lecturers,
and administrators who act both as
organizers and equal participants in the
educational process.

Its essence lies in recognizing that
knowledge has not only a cognitive but also
a value dimension, reflecting a person’s
attitude toward the world, society, and
themselves.

In modern pedagogical theory, which is
interdisciplinary in nature (philosophy,
psychology, sociology, political science,
cultural studies), educational values
constitute a complex multi-level system.
Their development reflects a transition
from traditional values (land, religion,
community) to modern democratic values
(freedom of speech, human rights,
democracy) [3].

Ukraine’s integration into the global

orientations

cultural and educational space
necessitates consideration of
contemporary trends that shape the

functioning of all social institutions. In
determining the directions of pedagogical

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activity aimed at forming students’ value
orientations, it is, in our view, advisable to
take into account the perspectives of the
American scholar Talcott Parsons, the
author of the structural-functional method
and the theory of social action. He
identified values as the foundation of
system integration, ensuring the
transformation and extrapolation of social
experience [11: 105-111]. This primarily
concerns the extrapolation into the sphere
of modern pedagogical practice of such
functions as preserving individuals’
physical and spiritual health as a condition
for their survival and development, as well
as preparing future generations to choose
personally and socially significant value
orientations.

In addressing the classification of values
that may serve as a guideline for defining the
axiologically oriented content of pedagogical
activity — whose aim is the formation of a
value-oriented personality — it is appropriate
to refer to the scholarly considerations of the
American psychologist and sociologist Milton
Rokeach. He proposed a division of values
into terminal (an active, engaged life; life
wisdom; health; productive activity; the
beauty of nature and art; intellectual
development; creativity; self-confidence, etc.)
and instrumental (good manners; high
aspirations; independence; education;
responsibility; tolerance; honesty, etc.) [12].

The universal model of values proposed
by Shalom H. Schwartz includes ten basic
value types, namely:

e power — characterized
appropriate social status;

* achievement - determined by the
presence or absence of personal success;

* hedonism - personal pleasure and
enjoyment;

e stimulation — a life filled with new,
complex tasks and intense experiences;
* self-direction —independence

thought and decision-making;

* universalism — a focus on environmental
preservation and the pursuit of harmony
between humans and nature;

* benevolence — concern for close others,
their peace and well-being;

* tradition — respect for ideas, customs,
and traditions of various origins;

The presented structure is dynamic
and changes under the influence of
social, economic, and political conditions.
In peacetime, priority may be given to

individual  achievement and  self-
realization, whereas in wartime
conditions, values such as security,
survival, and collective responsibility

become dominant.

This indicates a profound reorientation
of the educational value system, as
education must adapt to new realities

characterized by risks, uncertainty,
psychological pressure, and prolonged
stress.

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The main trends of transformation
include those that characterize dynamic
changes in the axiological principles of the
formation of value orientations of
schoolchildren in educational institutions
of Ukraine. This is, first of all, about the
affirmation of life as the highest value. In
the modern educational space, human life
is considered an absolute and
unconditional value, which determines the
reorientation of the educational process to
the preservation of the physical, mental,
mental health of all participants in the
educational process and involves the
formation of a culture of non-violence,
tolerance and humanism.

The strengthening of the significance of
human dignity is manifested in its
definition as a key reference point for the
interaction of subjects of the educational
process, which is characterized by the
affirmation of subject-subject interaction,
respect for the rights and freedoms of each
individual, the development of self-respect
and a sense of self-worth, etc. Education
forms the ability to make ethical choices,
self-reflection, and a responsible attitude
towards others.

The growth of the role of patriotism and
national consciousness in the face of social
challenges is ensured by strengthening
patriotic education, which is based on the
awareness of belonging to the national
community, a sense of respect for history,
culture and traditions. Education
contributes to the formation of an active
civic position, readiness to defend the
state, the development of national identity,
and maintaining openness to intercultural
dialogue.

The actualization of solidarity and
mutual assistance is determined by the
strengthening of collective interaction,
support and cohesion. Education forms the
skills of cooperation, empathy, mutual
respect, the ability to collectively solve
problems, which ensures the development
of social capital, trust, and readiness for
mutual assistance in crisis situations.

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full-scale invasion of the russian occupiers
defines one of the key trends, covering
physical, psychological, informational and
social aspects. Education is aimed at
developing self-preservation skills, critical
thinking, the ability to act in conditions of
risk and wuncertainty, as well as a
responsible attitude to one's own health
and the safety of others.

It is education under such conditions
that performs a stabilizing function,
ensuring social unity, supporting moral
superiority, and awareness of national
identity. Its goal is the formation of a
holistic value-based personality, which is
characterized by: clear value orientations,
the ability to think morally, integration into
society; the desire for development;
responsible activity. The main components
of the formation of a holistic personality in
the specified context include: the formation
of a value consciousness of the individual;
the development of moral thinking and
ethical reflection; the integration of the
individual into the socio-cultural space;
ensuring the spiritual development and
self-realization of a person; the formation
of a responsible attitude towards society
and the state.

The main components of this personality
are presented in Table 2.

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under conditions of war necessitate a
reconsideration of the functions and role of
the teacher as an organizer of the
educational process. This reconsideration
is directed toward ensuring that value
orientations acquire not only theoretical
but also practical significance, given that
students are daily confronted with
manifestations of social instability, threats
to life, and loss. The teacher is entrusted
with the complex mission of creating
favorable psychological and pedagogical
conditions for the comprehension of such
phenomena, fostering in children the
capacity for moral reflection, empathy,
constructive behavior, and the overcoming
of stress-related manifestations.

In this context, particular importance is
attached to appropriately selected forms,
methods, and means of pedagogical
activity, which require a thoughtful
integration of both traditional (lesson,
homeroom  session, elective course,
extracurricular club, etc.) and innovative
(training sessions, project-based learning,
volunteering) forms. This also involves the
use of methods such as those aimed at the
formation of consciousness (discussion,
persuasion, example), methods  of
organizing activity and shaping behavioral
experience (social practices, role-playing,
moral dilemmas, etc.), and methods of
stimulation (encouragement, support,
creation of situations of success). As
evidenced by the practice of general
secondary education institutions, the
implementation of interactive methods —
such as case studies and debates — plays a
significant role in fostering students’
critical thinking and their capacity for
moral choice.

The formation of a value-oriented
personality capable of accepting and
internalizing key value orientations
requires the deliberate use of appropriate
pedagogical means that ensure a
purposeful influence on the learner. In
scientific terms, “means” refer to material,
informational, and sociocultural resources
that facilitate the implementation of
educational content. Their use creates
conditions for the internalization of values.
Among the primary means of forming value
orientations is, first and foremost, the

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content of educational material, which
serves as a carrier of socially significant
values. Educational texts, historical
sources, literary works, and examples from
the heroic past of the Ukrainian people
transmit moral ideals, ethical norms, and
worldview orientations. It is through the
content of education that, following family
upbringing, students are introduced to a
system of values.

In the practice of general secondary
education institutions in  Ukraine,
educational and informational resources
(textbooks, didactic materials, digital
platforms, multimedia tools) are widely
used. These resources not only convey
relevant information but also shape
emotional and value-based attitudes
toward it through visualization,
interactivity, and the possibility of
modeling socially significant situations.

An essential means of forming a value-
oriented personality is the educational
environment, understood as the totality of
material and social conditions in which the
educational process is realized. Its
components include the organization of the
educational space, school traditions,
norms of interaction, and the psychological
climate within the collective. In our view, a
value-oriented environment creates the
prerequisites for the assimilation of
humanistic norms of behavior through
students’ everyday experiences. In this
context, social interaction acquires
particular importance as a means of
forming students’ value orientations. It is

realized through communication with
teachers and peers, participation in
collective activities, and student self-
governance, thereby facilitating the

assimilation of norms of cooperation,
responsibility, and civic engagement.

Cultural and symbolic means (language,
traditions, customs, rituals) also play a
significant role in the formation of a value-
oriented personality. They perform an
important function as transmitters of
spiritual and moral meanings, contributing
to the formation of students’ identity and
integrating them into the cultural space of
society.

Thus, the forms, methods, and means of
forming value orientations ensure the

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of a value-oriented
personality and constitute a multi-
component system of  pedagogical
influences. This system provides for the
cognitive acquisition of values, their
accentuation (selection of value
orientations), as well as their emotional
experience and behavioral implementation.
The effectiveness of such a system is
determined by the integrity of its influence
and the coherence of its application within
the educational process.

The effectiveness of forming students’
value orientations is also ensured through
psycho-emotional support, wherein the
teacher performs the role of a facilitator
who creates a safe educational
environment of trust, support, and mutual
understanding. This largely depends on the
teacher’s personal qualities, professional
competence, stress resilience, emotional
maturity, and capacity for self-reflection,
all of which determine the nature of
pedagogical interaction with students.
Personal example, as the most effective
method of education, serves as a crucial
factor in the internalization of value
orientations, as students tend to emulate
the behavioral models of significant adults

Conclusions and research
perspectives. Furthermore, the analysis of
the axiological foundations of forming a
value-oriented personality of students in
general secondary education institutions of
Ukraine under conditions of war has
demonstrated that the priority pathway for
implementing the axiological approach in
education lies in the internalization of
values and their transformation into value
orientations as a result of conscious choice
and their transition from the external
social environment into the sphere of
personal significance. It is precisely
through this process that stable moral
convictions are formed, which determine
an individual’s behavior in various life
situations.

In wartime conditions, this acquires
particular significance, as it involves the
development of moral resilience, the
capacity for critical thinking, responsibility
for one’s actions in stressful situations,
and readiness for conscious civic
engagement. The main groups of values

characterized. The components of forming
a value-oriented personality within the
educational process of general secondary
education institutions have also been
defined and analyzed, with their essence,
practical manifestations, and examples of
implementation outlined.

The special role of the teacher has been
emphasized, whose professional activity
and personal qualities must correspond to
the mission entrusted to them — to act as a
facilitator of a safe and productive
educational environment enriched with
moral meaning. This requires an
appropriate selection of forms, methods,
and means for shaping value orientations
that characterize a value-oriented student

personality.
Prospects for further research are
associated with the development of

innovative pedagogical technologies aimed
at implementing the axiological approach
