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DEVEIOPING FUTURE TEACHERS’ READINESS TO CREATE A SAFE
EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT FOR ELEMENTARY SCHOOL STUDENTS IN
TIMES OF CRISIS

This article argues for the importance of preparing future teachers to create a safe educational
environment for elementary school students as a key focus of teacher education reform. The relevance
of this study stems from current crises, including military conflicts, social instability, and the
increasing psychological strain on those involved in the educational process.

The essence of the concept of "future teachers’ readiness to create a safe educational environment”
is explained as an integrative personal quality encompassing a system of knowledge, skills,
competencies, and value orientations, as well as the capacity for reflection and self-regulation. The
structure of readiness, which includes motivational, cognitive, activity-based, and reflective
components, has been defined, and their interrelationships have been investigated.

In accordance with the structure of readiness, the following criteria have been identified:
motivational-value-based, cognitive-content-based, activity-practical, and reflective-analytical.
Approaches to understanding a safe educational environment have been analyzed, and its
components—physical, psychological, social, and informational safety-have been described. The role
of the elementary school teacher as an organizer of a safe and psychologically comfortable educational
space is emphasized.

The organizational and pedagogical conditions for the effective development of future teachers’
readiness have been identified: developing the value-motivational orientation of future teachers
toward ensuring a safe educational environment; updating the content of professional training to
address issues related to a safe educational environment and crisis situations; utilizing innovative
pedagogical technologies; organizing practice-oriented training for future teachers; and fostering a
reflective mindset in future teachers. It has been demonstrated that the development of such readiness
is a prerequisite for ensuring the psychological resilience of elementary school students and enhancing
the effectiveness of the educational process in the face of crisis challenges.

that directly affect the educational sphere.
Military actions, socio-economic
instability, pandemic challenges, forced
population displacement, psychological
trauma of children and adults necessitate
a rethinking of the role of the teacher in the
educational process. In these conditions,
the teacher performs mnot only an
educational, but also an important socio-
psychological function aimed at supporting
the psychological stability of students and
creating a safe educational environment.
The problem of forming the readiness of
future teachers to create a safe and
psychologically comfortable environment
that will contribute to the harmonious
development of the personality of primary
school students, their psychological

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stability and successful socialization is of
particular relevance. The ability to organize
the educational process in such a way that
it ensures not only the acquisition of
knowledge, but also maintains emotional
balance, helps overcome stress and forms
a sense of security in children is largely
dependent on the level of professional
training of the future teacher.

Current state of the issue. The
problem of forming the readiness of future
teachers to create a safe educational
environment is multifaceted and is in the
field of view of modern pedagogical science.
The study of this problem is based on a
wide range of theoretical provisions of
psychology, pedagogy, primary school
didactics and vocational education.

The methodological basis for the study
of the pedagogical conditions for forming
the readiness of future teachers to
implement a safe educational environment
in martial law are the leading provisions of
the theory of cognitive activity, developed in
the works of Ukrainian scientists
T. Baibara, H. Kostiuk, O. Savchenko,
S. Sysoieva and other researchers. These
scientific works reveal the patterns of
development of cognitive activity of the
individual, substantiate the role of
educational activity in the formation of
personal qualities and properties of
students and determine the pedagogical
mechanisms for organizing an effective
educational process.

A significant contribution to the
development of professional training of
pedagogical personnel was made by
researchers, in particular S. Honcharenko,
V. Radkevych, N. Nychkalo, V. Sydorenko.
Their works highlight conceptual
approaches to the modernization of
pedagogical education, substantiate the
principles of professional training of future
teachers, and identify the main directions
of formation of their professional
competence.

The scientific research in the field of
didactics and methods of primary and
vocational education, presented in the
works of I. Ziaziun, V. Madzigon,
L. Khomych and other scientists is of great
importance for our study, since

the content of pedagogical education,
introduce innovative pedagogical
technologies and form the ability of future
teachers to creative professional activity.

The problems of organization and
methodological support of the educational
process in primary school, as well as the
issue of creating an educational
environment are studied in the works of
V. Andrushchenko, N. Bakhmat, N. Bibik,
O. Dubaseniuk, H. Tarasenko,
L. Khomych, A. Tsymbalaru,
O. Yaroshynska and other scientists.
These studies consider various aspects of
the organization of the educational process
in primary school, the formation of the
educational environment, the introduction
of modern pedagogical technologies aimed
at ensuring the harmonious development
of the student's personality.

Particular attention in modern
pedagogical research is paid to the problem
of creating a safe educational environment.
Various aspects of this problem are
highlighted in the scientific works of
P. Viktorova, N. Karapuzova, E. Pochynok,
O. Puliak, L. Sydorchuk and other
scientists [4].

The scientific literature also highlights
certain aspects of the safety of the
educational environment. Thus, the issue
of environmental safety was studied by
H. Biliavskyi, P. Pisarenko, L. Shevchenko;
problems of psychological security are
investigated by O. Bondarchuk, O. Hulbs,
N. Pinchuk; issues of information security

are studied by V. Bohush,
M. Prysiazhniuk, N. Ridey, N. Tytova;
physical security - I. Bohdanov,

L. Bykovska; social security — O. lliash,
O. Sydorchuk, S. Lindiuk.

At the same time, the analysis of
scientific research shows that the
problem of forming the readiness of
future teachers to create a safe and
psychologically comfortable educational
environment for younger schoolchildren
in conditions of crisis, in particular
martial law, requires further theoretical
understanding and practical
development.

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Aim of the research is to theoretically
substantiate the essence and structure of
the readiness of future teachers to create a
safe and psychologically comfortable
educational environment in times of crisis,
as well as determining the main
organizational and pedagogical conditions
for its formation in the process of
professional training of primary school
teachers.

Results and discussion. Martial law,
social instability, a constant flow of
negative information and prolonged
stressful situations significantly affect the
psychological state of children and their
ability to learn effectively. In such
conditions, the educational process
requires reorientation towards  the
organization of an educational
environment that will provide each student
with stability, a sense of security and trust.
This, in turn, highlights the need to train
teachers who have the knowledge and
practical skills to create a psychologically
comfortable and safe educational
environment.

The category of children of primary
school age is particularly vulnerable to the
influence of crisis factors. The age-related
psychological characteristics of this group
of students cause increased sensitivity to
social changes, emotional experiences and
environmental instability. Research by
psychologists shows that primary school
children react sharply to changes in living

conditions, disturbing news, emotional
experiences of adults and other stress
factors. The consequences of such
influences can be increased anxiety,
emotional instability, difficulties in
academic activities and communication
with peers.

In this context, the school acts as an
important social institution capable of
providing children with a sense of
stability, security and support. It is the
educational environment that can
compensate for the negative impact of
crisis factors, creating conditions for the
harmonious development of the
personality, the formation of social skills
and the restoration of emotional balance
in children. An important role in this
process is played by the teacher, who

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organizes educational activities, forms
the psychological climate in the
classroom and acts as a significant adult
for students.

In modern conditions, the role of a
primary school teacher is significantly
expanding. He/she acts not only as a
translator of knowledge, but also as an
organizer of a safe educational
environment, a facilitator of educational
activities, a mentor and a source of
emotional support for children. He/she
must create an atmosphere of trust,
mutual respect and psychological comfort,
promote the development of positive
interpersonal  relationships in  the
classroom, and respond in a timely manner
to manifestations of anxiety or emotional
tension in students.

In pedagogical science, the problem of
the educational environment is considered
as one of the key conditions for the effective
functioning of the educational system. In
scientific  literature, the educational
environment is defined as a complex of
conditions, factors and interactions that
ensure the development of the individual in
the process of learning and upbringing.
Ukrainian researchers V. Bondar, N. Bibik,
O. Savchenko, A. Tsymbalaru,
O. Yaroshynska emphasize that the
educational environment is a holistic
pedagogical system that encompasses the
material-spatial, socio-psychological and
organizational-pedagogical conditions of
the activities of participants in the
educational process. Scientists emphasize
that the effectiveness of the educational
process largely depends on the nature of
the interaction between the teacher and
students, as well as on the creation of a
favorable psychological climate in the team

[8]. The problem of the educational
environment was also studied by
H. Meshko, O. Matvienko, L. Khomych,

O. Yaroshynska, who consider it as a
multidimensional pedagogical space that
combines educational, educational, social
and cultural influences on the child's
personality. According to these
researchers, the educational environment
should provide conditions for the
development of activity, independence and
creative potential of students [8].

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In the context of modern educational
challenges, the concept of a "safe
educational environment" is of particular
importance, which is actively studied in
pedagogical and psychological science. In
particular, 0. Bondarchuk,
N. Karapuzova, O. Pulyak, L. Sydorchuk
define a safe educational environment as a
system of conditions that ensure the
physical, psychological and social security
of participants in the educational process,
promotes their harmonious development
and creates an atmosphere of trust,
support and mutual respect. The works of
H. Tarasenko, S. Mironova, L. Petukhova
emphasize that a safe educational
environment should not only protect
against potential threats but also create
conditions for the development of students'

personal potential and support their
emotional well-being.

History shows that European
researchers also paid considerable

attention to the problem of the safety of the
educational environment. The pedagogical
concepts of J. Korczak, M. Montessori and
S. Frenet emphasize the need to create a
humanistic educational space in which the
child feels respected, supported and able to

develop freely. Modern European
researchers, in particular P. Sullivan,
D. Osler, S.Jackson, consider a safe

educational environment as an important
factor in ensuring the well-being of
students, their social integration and
effective educational activities. Studies by
international organizations UNESCO and
UNICEF emphasize that a safe educational
environment should protect children from
physical, psychological and social violence,
contribute to the formation of a culture of
respect for human rights and support the
development of the personal potential of
each child.

Analysis of scientific sources allows us
to state that a safe educational
environment is complex and includes
several interrelated components. One of
the main ones is physical safety, which

involves creating safe conditions for
students to stay in an educational
institution, observing sanitary and

hygienic standards, organizing a safe

educational space and forming safe
behavior skills.

An important component is
psychological safety, which involves

creating a favorable emotional climate and
an atmosphere of trust in the educational
environment. Researchers O. Bondarchuk,
K. Varyvoda, O. Hulbs, N. Pinchuk
emphasize that a psychologically safe
environment is characterized by the
absence of bullying, discrimination and
psychological pressure, and also provides
conditions for open communication and
mutual support [3].

An important component of safe
educational environment is social security,
which involves the development of positive
interaction between participants in the
educational process, the formation of social
skills of students and the development of
tolerant relationships in the team. The
works of O. Iliash, O. Sydorchuk,
S. Lindiuk emphasize that social security
contributes to the formation of social
competence and the development of a
culture of partnership interaction.

Information security, associated with
the protection of students from negative
information influence and the formation of
safe behavior skills in the digital
environment, is of particular relevance in
modern conditions. Researchers V.
Bohush, S. Hnatyuk, N. Ridey, N. Tytova
emphasize the importance of developing
media literacy, critical thinking and
responsible use of information resources.

Thus, we consider a safe educational
environment as a multidimensional system
that integrates physical, psychological,
social and information components, which
in interaction provide comfortable
conditions for learning and the
development of the child's personality.

The organization of such a system
requires research into the formation of the
readiness of future teachers to create a safe
educational environment. In pedagogical
science, professional readiness is
considered as an integrative characteristic
of the teacher’s personality, combining a
system of knowledge, skills, abilities, value
orientations and professionally significant
qualities [2]. Ukrainian researchers

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define readiness for pedagogical activity as
the result of purposeful professional
training, which involves the formation of a
motivational orientation, professional
knowledge, practical skills and the ability
to pedagogical reflection. In the context of
modern challenges, in particular social
instability, military events and the growth
of psycho-emotional stress on children, the
problem of ensuring a safe educational
environment in primary school becomes
particularly  relevant. Under  such
conditions, the role of the teacher as a key
subject of creating a psychologically
comfortable, emotionally supportive and
safe educational space significantly
increases.

In this context, we consider the
readiness of a future teacher to create a
safe educational environment as an
integrative personal and professional
formation that reflects the teacher's ability
to organize the educational process
considering the needs of physical,
psychological and social safety of younger
schoolchildren. Such readiness implies the
ability to form a positive emotional climate
in the classroom, to prevent and
constructively resolve conflict situations, to
timely identify signs of psycho-emotional
stress in students and to provide them with
basic psychological support, especially in
crisis situations [1].

In our opinion, the structure of the
indicated readiness is multi-component
and includes motivational, cognitive,
activity and reflective components. The

motivational component reflects the
professional orientation of the future
teacher, awareness of the social

significance of creating a safe educational
environment, a value-based attitude
towards preserving the mental health of
students, as well as an internal readiness
to ensure their psychological comfort and
well-being even in difficult and crisis
conditions.

The cognitive component is associated
with a system of theoretical knowledge
about the essence and components of a
safe educational environment, age and
individual psychological characteristics of
the development of younger
schoolchildren, the specifics of their

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response to stressful and crisis situations,
as well as with an understanding of the
principles, methods and technologies of
organizing a safe and inclusive educational
space.

The activity component involves the
formation of practical skills and abilities
necessary to create a  favorable
psychological climate in the classroom,
organize effective and safe interaction
between students, prevent bullying and

conflicts, use modern pedagogical
technologies (in particular, socio-emotional
learning, project and interactive

technologies), as well as the application of
techniques for emotional support for
children in crisis situations.

The reflective component characterizes
the future teacher's ability to self-analyze
his own professional activities, evaluate the
effectiveness of the created educational
environment, realize his own role in
ensuring the safety of students, as well as
readiness for constant professional self-
improvement in conditions of dynamic
changes in the educational environment.

Thus, the formation of these
components in their unity ensures the
readiness of the future teacher to effectively
create a safe educational environment for
younger students, in times of crisis, which
is an important component of his
professional competence.

In accordance with the defined structure
of readiness, we distinguish the following
criteria: motivational-value, cognitive-
content, activity-practical and reflexive-
analytical. The motivational-value criterion
characterizes the orientation of the future
teacher's personality to ensure a safe
educational environment. The indicators of
the criterion are: awareness of the
importance of a safe educational
environment for the development of the
child; the presence of stable professional
motivation for activity in crisis situations;
a value attitude towards the mental and
emotional well-being of students; the desire
to create a psychologically comfortable
climate in the classroom; readiness to take
responsibility for the safety of the
educational process. The cognitive-content
criterion reflects the level of theoretical

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training of the future teacher. Its indicators
are: knowledge of the essence of the
concept of "safe educational environment"
and its components; understanding of the
age and psychological characteristics of
younger schoolchildren; awareness of the
impact of crisis situations (stress, trauma,
anxiety) on the child; knowledge of
methods for preventing conflicts, bullying
and psychological risks; knowledge of
pedagogical technologies for creating a safe
environment (in  particular, socio-
emotional learning, interactive and project
methods). The activity-practical criterion
characterizes the formation of professional
skills and abilities. The indicators are: the
ability to create a safe and supportive
psychological climate in the classroom; the
ability to organize safe interaction between
students; the ability to prevent and
constructively resolve conflict situations;
the ability to recognize signs of psycho-
emotional stress in children; the ability to
apply methods of psychological support for
students in crisis situations; the use of
modern pedagogical technologies for the
development of socio-emotional
competencies; adherence to the principles
of safety in organizing the educational
process. The reflective-analytical criterion
reflects the ability for professional self-
development and self-assessment.
Indicators: the ability to self-analyze one's
own activities to create a safe environment;
the ability to evaluate the effectiveness of
pedagogical actions; awareness of one's
own professional difficulties and ways to
overcome them; readiness for constant

self-improvement; development of
emotional self-regulation and stress
resistance of the teacher.

To comprehensively assess the
readiness of future teachers to create a safe
educational environment for younger

schoolchildren in crisis situations, it is
advisable to distinguish three levels of its
formation: high, medium and initial.

The high level is characterized by the

holistic formation of  motivational,
cognitive, activity and reflective
components. The future teacher

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demonstrates conscious motivation, deep
knowledge of creating a safe educational
environment (in particular in crisis
situations), the ability to effectively
organize the educational process, apply
appropriate  pedagogical technologies,
resolve conflicts and support students. It is
characterized by developed reflection,

emotional stability and readiness for
professional self-improvement.

The medium (average) level is
characterized by sufficient, but not

holistic formation of the components of
readiness. The future teacher is aware of
the importance of a safe educational
environment and has basic, partially
systematized knowledge. Practical skills
are formed, but their implementation
requires methodological support,
especially in crisis situations. Reflection
is manifested episodically, the ability to
independently analyze and correct
activities is not sufficiently developed.
The initial level is characterized by the
fragmentary formation of the
components of readiness. The future
teacher has low motivation to create a
safe educational environment,
superficially understands its essence.
Knowledge is unsystematic, practical
skills are almost not formed or are not
applied. A low level of reflection and the

lack of need for professional self-
development are revealed, which
complicates activities in crisis
situations.

Ensuring the effective formation of the
readiness of future teachers to create a safe

educational environment for younger
schoolchildren in times of crisis requires
the determination of appropriate

organizational and pedagogical conditions
as a set of interrelated factors of the
educational process that purposefully
influence the development of the
professional competence of the future
teacher.

Based on the analysis of scientific
approaches and the  specifics of
professional training, the following
organizational and pedagogical conditions
have been identified. The first condition is
the formation of a value-motivational

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orientation of future teachers to ensure a
safe educational environment, which
involves the awareness of the importance of
preserving the mental health of students,
the development of a responsible attitude
to the creation of a psychologically
comfortable educational space and
readiness to work in conditions of crisis
challenges. The second condition is the
updating of the content of professional
training considering the issues of a safe
educational environment and crisis
situations, which involves the integration
of relevant knowledge into professional
disciplines, regarding the age
characteristics of children, their response
to stress and the principles of organizing a
safe educational space. The third condition
is the wuse of innovative pedagogical
technologies, in particular interactive,
project, training and case methods, aimed
at forming practical skills in creating a safe
environment and providing support to
students in crisis situations. The fourth
condition is the organization of practice-
oriented training of future teachers, which
ensures the acquisition of experience
through pedagogical practice, modeling
professional situations and solving
pedagogical tasks. The fifth condition is the
development of a reflective position of the
future teacher, which involves the
formation of the ability to self-analysis,
assessing the effectiveness of one's own
activities and readiness for professional
self-improvement.

In order to comprehensively present
the process of forming the readiness of
future teachers to create a safe
educational environment for younger
schoolchildren in crisis situations, an
author's model has been developed that
reflects the relationship of its structural
components, criteria, indicators, levels of
formation and organizational and
pedagogical conditions.

The model is systemic in nature and
includes the following interrelated blocks:
target, content-process and result-
oriented. The target block defines the goal
as the formation of the readiness of future
teachers to create a safe educational

physical, psychological and social and

informational safety of students in
professional activities. The content-
process block covers the structural

components of readiness: motivational,
cognitive, activity-based and reflective.
Each of the components is specified
through the corresponding criteria
(motivational-value, cognitive-content,
activity-based, reflexive-analytical) and a
system of indicators that allow
diagnosing the level of readiness. The
implementation of these components is
ensured through a set of organizational
and pedagogical conditions, which
include: the formation of the value-
motivational orientation of future
teachers; updating the content of
professional training taking into account
the security and crisis context; use of
innovative  pedagogical technologies;
organization of practice-oriented training;
development of the reflective position of
the future teacher.

These conditions act as an integrating
factor that ensures the effective
functioning of all components of the
model and their interaction. In particular,
the formation of the motivational
component leads to the activation of
cognitive activity (cognitive component),
which, in turn, creates the basis for the
development of practical skills (activity
component). The reflective component
provides feedback in the model,
contributing to the correction and
improvement of the professional activity
of the future teacher.

The result block reflects the levels of
readiness (high, medium, initial), which are
determined based on developed criteria
and indicators and characterize the degree
of readiness of the future teacher to create
a safe educational environment in crisis
situations.

In the context of forming the readiness
of future teachers to create a safe
educational environment for younger
schoolchildren in crisis situations,
practice-oriented training integrated into
the content of professional disciplines, in

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particular the courses "Teaching Methods
of the Integrated Course "I Explore the
World" and "Innovative  Teaching
Technologies of the Integrated Course "I
Explore the World", acquires special
significance. It is these educational
components that have a powerful didactic
potential for forming in future teachers a
system of knowledge, skills and value
orientations necessary for organizing a
safe and psychologically comfortable
educational environment [7].

An important resource in this process
is the integrated course "I explore the
world", which provides cross-curricular
integration of educational content and
contributes to the formation of social
skills in students, a responsible attitude
to their own safety and the safety of
others, the development of emotional
culture and self-regulation skills. In the
process of methodological training of
future teachers, it is advisable to focus on
their mastery of modern pedagogical
technologies that ensure the creation of a
positive psychological climate in the
student body and help overcome the
consequences of crisis influences. The
effectiveness of the formation of such
readiness is largely ensured by the
implementation of methods and
technologies of a practical direction,
focused on the active participation of
students in educational activities and
their acquisition of experience of safe
behavior. In particular, in the process of
teaching the methodology of the
integrated course, it is advisable to teach
future teachers to use situational role-
playing games that simulate real or close
to real life situations (behavior during an
air raid, actions in conflict situations,
seeking help). Such methods contribute
to the formation of practical skills of safe
behavior in students, the development of
emotional stability and the ability to self-
regulate.

An important place in the training of
future teachers is occupied by the mastery
of the case study method, which involves
the analysis of pedagogical situations
related to threats to the physical or
psychological safety of a child. The use of
the case study method in the process of

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professional training contributes to the
development of professional thinking of
future teachers, the formation of the ability
to make informed decisions, predict the
consequences of their own actions and
choose effective strategies for pedagogical
interaction.

Significant potential for the formation of
readiness to create a safe educational
environment is possessed by project
technologies, which should be integrated
into the content of the specified
educational components. The
implementation of educational projects
("My Safe Environment", "Safety Rules at
School and Home", "Emotional Well-Being
of a Child") contributes to the formation of
future teachers’ skills to organize students’
research activities, develop their
independence, responsibility and ability to
cooperate.

No less important is the mastery of
reflective technologies, which ensure
students’ ability to be aware of their own
experience, behavior and emotional states.
In the process of training future teachers,
it is worth focusing on the use of such

techniques as ‘"unfinished sentences",
"senkan", "reflective circle",  which
contribute to the development of

introspection and critical thinking skills.

In the structure of professional training
of future teachers, an important place is
also occupied by the formation of skills to
apply health-preserving and
psychologically supportive practices. This
includes the use of short movements,
breathing exercises, techniques for
reducing anxiety and restoring emotional
balance, which are especially relevant in
conditions of increased stress.

Thus, the integration of the content of
training for future teachers with practical
methods and technologies of teaching
ensures the formation of their readiness to
create a safe educational environment. The

systematic use of these approaches
contributes to the development of
professional competencies of future

teachers, their ability to act effectively in
crisis situations and ensure psychological
comfort and safety of  younger
schoolchildren.

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Conclusions and research
perspectives. Thus, the results of the
theoretical analysis indicate that the
creation of a safe educational environment
is an important condition for the effective
functioning of a modern school and the
harmonious development of the personality
of younger schoolchildren.
