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The article examines the essence, functions, and types of means of logical and emotional
expressiveness and determines their role in the professional training of future journalists and
language and literature teachers as a tool of effective communication with an audience. It states that
means of logical and emotional expressiveness — such as intonation, logical stress, speech melody,
tempo, and extralinguistic means — are important components of communication which, together with
speech technique (diction, voice, breathing, and orthoepy), ensure a harmonious combination of
rational argumentation and emotional impact. The study emphasizes that means of logical and
emotional expressiveness are essential in the professional activities of journalists and language and
literature teachers, as they contribute to effective interaction, deeper comprehension of content, and
emotional influence on listeners. These means perform informational, persuasive, emotional-aesthetic,
regulatory, and other functions. Special attention is drawn to the fact that intonation, pauses, logical
stress, tempo, speech melody, and extralinguistic expressive means integrate intellectual and
emotional levels of perception. Media professionals employ these means to create accessible and
convincing texts, to develop an individual creative style and communicative culture, and to establish
trust and emotional contact with the audience. For language and literature teachers, these means
constitute an important instrument of educational and formative influence, as students’ interest in
and emotional attitude toward language and literature largely depend on the expressiveness of the
teacher’s speech. The article concludes that in the process of professional training, every specialist
must master means of logical and emotional expressiveness and develop the ability to apply them
effectively, as they ensure successful communication in the contemporary media space.

These means enable media professionals to
construct a clear structure of the text,
enhance the persuasiveness of journalistic
material, provide it with an individual
intonation, and activate the cognitive
sphere of audience perception. For future
journalists, mastering these means
constitutes an important component of
professional training, contributing to the
development of an individual creative style
and the enhancement of communicative
culture. For language and literature
teachers, means of logical and emotional

In this regard,
the study of means of logical and emotional
expressiveness is of particular relevance,
as they improve the quality of
communication and contribute to the
professional development of specialists.
Current state of the issue. Scholars
(T. Balanda, L. Bashmanivska,
L. Butuzova, O. Dadukevych,
S. Yermolenko, O. Kolomiiets, L. Lehka,
Z. Mytiai, L. Moroz-Rekotova, O. Orlova,
O. Petriv, V. Siroshtan, Yu. Tsyvata)
emphasize that a harmonious combination
of logical and emotional components
constitutes an indicator of a high level of
communicative culture. As noted, "Today,
it is no longer sufficient to be competent in
one’s field; one must be able to attract
attention, arouse interest, and evoke an
emotional response from listeners or
viewers" [1:212]. Means of logical and
emotional expressiveness facilitate this
process. They combine logical
argumentation with emotional influence on
the audience, function as an integrative
quality of the text, and ensure a
simultaneous impact on both intellectual
and emotional levels of perception, thereby
enhancing memorability and increasing
the persuasiveness of informational
messages. Researchers define the concept
of "means of logical and emotional
expressiveness”" as a set of organically
interconnected expressive components,
without the comprehension and
consideration of which it is impossible to
convey the logical and emotional content of
speech [6: 120]. These components include
intonation, pauses, logical stress, tempo,
melody, and extralinguistic means
(posture, gestures, and facial expressions).
The aim of the article is to clarify the
essence, functions, and types of means of
logical and emotional expressiveness and
to determine their role in the professional
training of future journalists and language
and literature teachers as an instrument of
effective communication with the audience.
Results and discussion. In the
contemporary media space, characterized
by information overload, it is particularly
important to employ communicative

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strategies that combine precision and
logical coherence with emotional richness.
An effective instrument for achieving this is
the use of means of logical and emotional
expressiveness, including intonation,
logical stress, speech melody, tempo, and
extralinguistic expressive means. Their
purposeful application contributes to
enhancing media culture and fostering the
development of the information
environment.

In the processes of reading aloud and
oral speech, means of logical and emotional
expressiveness are closely connected with
the intonational structure of sentences.
Intonation serves as an important
instrument of professional mastery for
future specialists, as it provides semantic
accuracy, emotional expressiveness, and
communicative persuasiveness to oral
speech. Appropriately selected intonation
helps convey the content of information,
emphasize key points, create an
appropriate mood, and ensure
comprehension. For journalists working on
air or conducting interviews, intonation
becomes a crucial means of attracting and
maintaining audience attention, building
trust, and shaping a professional image.
For language and literature teachers,
intonation plays a particularly significant
role, making speech expressive and
capable of sustaining students’ attention.
Moreover, it functions as an important
pedagogical instrument that influences the
quality of communication, the classroom
atmosphere, and the overall effectiveness
of the educational process.

O. Dadukevych and Yu. Tsyvata
consider intonation to be the primary
means of logical and emotional
expressiveness. The scholars interpret the
concept of "intonation" as a complex
phenomenon, a set of prosodic features
involved in segmenting and organizing the
speech flow in accordance with the
meaning of the text, as well as the sound
expression of thought through appropriate
pitch, intensity, tempo, and timbre of the
voice [3: 163]. According to O. Kolomiiets
and T. Balanda, in the communicative
process intonation performs a number of
functions. In particular, it enables the
expression of emotions and attitudes

effect of stressed syllables); performs a
grammatical function (assisting in the
recognition of grammatical and syntactic
structure of an utterance); and carries out
a discursive function (conveying new
information) [4: 119]. Beyond transmitting
the content of a message, intonation
shapes its emotional coloring, influences
listeners’ trust, and creates a particular

image of the speaker. Mastery of
intonational = means  constitutes an
essential component of professional

competence for future journalists and
language and literature teachers, as it
ensures a harmonious combination of

emotional expressiveness and logical
clarity in speech. Developing such skills
requires systematic training and

knowledge of speech breathing, diction,
tempo, pauses, and phrase melody, which
together form an effective instrument of
professional communication.

Among the means of logical and
emotional expressiveness, speech units
(intonational groups) also play an

important role. They help divide an
utterance into logically complete segments,
thereby facilitating audience perception
and comprehension. Each unit has its own
intonational pattern, which creates an
emotional tone, influences perception, and
highlights the significance of particular
words. Through such segmentation,
speech becomes rhythmic, structured, and
free from monotony. Clear division of
phrases into intonational groups reduces
informational load and facilitates
understanding and memorization.

T. Siroshtan, S. Yermolenko, and
Z. Mytiai emphasize that the speech unit is
of great importance in the speech process,
as it closely integrates all components of
logical and emotional expressiveness and
conveys the content of the text [8:47].
Future journalists, as well as teachers,
must understand the process of
segmenting text into intonational groups
and apply it effectively in speech. This
forms the basis of the intonational and
logical structure of oral discourse, without
which speech would lose its

A significant place among the means of
logical and emotional expressiveness is
also occupied by the pause, defined as a
break between intonational groups or
individual words. The pause serves as an
important instrument of  effective
communication for future journalists and
language and literature teachers, as it
allows them to emphasize key points,
create an emotional atmosphere, engage
the audience’s attention, and regulate the
tempo of perception. According to
O. Orlova, a pause is one of the means of
logical and emotional expressiveness in
dialogic  speech and  belongs to
extralinguistic factors [7: 91].

A pause functions not merely as a break
in speech but also as an important
communicative tool that enables future
professionals to structure information,
reinforce the meaning of what is said, and
influence the emotional perception of the
audience. In professional speech, a pause
performs several functions. In particular, it
has a semantic function, helping listeners
better understand the logic of presentation,
remember the main ideas, and distinguish
semantic parts of an utterance; an
emotional-expressive function, intensifying
emotional impact, preparing the audience
for important information, and creating
suspense; a rhythmic-melodic function,
making speech more expressive and
pleasant to listen to, forming a natural
rhythm of speech, and preventing
monotony; and a psychological function,
providing an opportunity to reflect on what
has been heard, avoid speech errors, select
appropriate words, and maintain
confidence.

In the future professional activity of
journalists, the ability to use pauses is of
key importance during live broadcasts,
public speeches, or interviews, as it allows
them to emphasize key messages, control
the tempo of conversation, and create an
atmosphere of trust. When pauses are
used appropriately, they transform speech
into an instrument of influence while
helping journalists communicate
effectively with their audience. In the
speech of language and literature teachers,

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pauses help structure educational
material, draw students’ attention to key
points, create an appropriate emotional
tone, and regulate the pace of the lesson.
In professional pedagogical activity, the
pause becomes a means of logically

highlighting essential information,
facilitating interaction with students,
strengthening emotional impact, and

exerting an educational influence. Future
language and literature teachers must
therefore master the ability to use pauses
appropriately when explaining material,

conducting discussions, reading
expressively, or posing problem-based
questions. These skills enhance the

expressiveness of speech, strengthen the
teacher’s authority, and foster students’
interest in the lesson while creating an
atmosphere of trust.

Logical stress also serves as a
foundation for accurate and expressive
speech and represents an important means
of logical and emotional expressiveness, as
both journalists and teachers aim to
establish effective communication with
their audiences. According to the research
of O. Petriv and L. Lehka, logical stress in
oral speech performs a functional role by
ensuring the precise transmission of
thought to the addressee. Consequently,
words or phrases highlighted by logical
stress carry not only semantic but also
evaluative and emotional significance
[9: 57].

In the work of both media professionals
and philologists, logical stress is one of the
key means of logical and emotional
expressiveness, as it helps distinguish
primary from secondary information,
determines the semantic structure of an
utterance, and directs the audience’s
attention to important elements. In speech,
logical stress performs logical, emotional,
and communicative functions and serves
as an indicator of the professional mastery
of journalists and language and literature
teachers. Expressiveness of speech, clarity
of diction, and persuasiveness depend on a
media professional’s ability to emphasize
key words in informational messages,
interviews, or reports. Logical stress can
alter the informational emphasis of, for
example, a news report, shifting the

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audience’s focus on an event, time, or
place. It also acts as an important factor of
emotional influence. In journalists’ speech,
logical stress functions as a means of
combining intellectual precision with
emotional expressiveness, enabling them
to deliver persuasive and reliable
information to the audience.

Logical stress also plays an extremely
important role in the work of language and
literature teachers. It helps students better
understand semantic emphases in a text,
distinguish  primary and secondary
elements, and perceive the emotional tone
of what is said. Logical stress thus becomes
an important instrument of pedagogical
influence. If teachers use it effectively in
their speech, it significantly affects the
effectiveness of the lesson, the level of
students’ comprehension of the material,
and the formation of students’ speech
culture.

Another important means of logical and
emotional expressiveness for future
professionals is speech melody, as it
ensures a harmonious combination of
emotional expressiveness and logical
clarity. According to a number of scholars,
melody is a component of expressiveness
characterized by changes in voice pitch
(rising and falling), as well as variations in
intensity and duration of sound during
speech [8: 62]. In both journalistic and
pedagogical activities, the word is the
primary instrument of influence, and
speech melody helps create an appropriate
mood, emphasize key ideas, build audience
trust, and convey the content of a message.
Through melody, information acquires
emotional depth, and the text gains a lively
sound. It draws attention to important

details, highlights key words, and
separates semantic segments of an
utterance, which is essential for both

journalists and language and literature
teachers who use melody as a tool of
emphasis. Monotonous speech reduces the
effectiveness of information perception and
tires listeners, whereas speech melody
helps construct the intonational structure
of discourse and maintain audience
attention, strengthening the
persuasiveness of the message. Therefore,
the ability to master speech melody as an

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important means of logical and emotional
expressiveness is a marker of professional
competence for both journalists and
teachers.

Another important factor of logical and
emotional expressiveness is speech tempo,
as it directly influences communicative
effectiveness and the perception of
information. The ability to vary speech
tempo is professionally significant for
future language and literature teachers
and journalists, since the persuasiveness
and dynamism of speech, as well as the
ability to maintain the audience’s
attention, largely depend on it. If the tempo
is too fast, comprehension becomes more
difficult and the speech may appear rushed
and superficial, whereas an excessively
slow tempo may lead to a loss of audience
interest. Mastery of speech tempo
facilitates clear comprehension of ideas,
enables listeners to focus on key points,
and allows speakers to add emotional
colouring to their statements.

Journalists adjust the tempo of speech
depending on the purpose of the
presentation and the genre. In news
reports, a fast or moderate tempo is
generally appropriate, whereas interviews
usually require a slower tempo to
emphasize the meaningfulness of the
message. Language and literature teachers
also use speech tempo as a tool for
conveying knowledge to students and for
fostering their culture of listening and text
comprehension. A faster tempo enlivens
narration, while a slower one highlights the
importance of certain concepts or artistic
images. Thus, speech tempo functions as a

means of logical and emotional
expressiveness that enables future
teachers and journalists to convey

information effectively, maintain attention,
establish contact with listeners, and create
a particular emotional atmosphere.

By mastering the means of logical and

emotional expressiveness, future
professionals develop rhetorical
competence which, according to
O. Kucheruk, O. Hyliarska, and other
scholars, enables them to present
themselves as persuasive speakers and
achieve success in their professional

activities [5: 35].

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Extralinguistic means of expressiveness
are also of great importance, as they help
establish contact with the audience and
make verbal messages clearer, more
persuasive, and emotionally enriched.
L. Butuzova and K. Kharyponchuk claim
that nonverbal communication tools — such
as posture, gestures, facial expressions,
eye contact, appearance, and gait — may
sometimes be more expressive, effective,
and informative than verbal means [2:
558]. Posture reflects the speaker’s internal
state and demonstrates confidence,
openness, or restraint during
communication. For both language and
literature teachers and journalists, correct
posture promotes audience trust and
creates an impression of readiness for
dialogue and professional competence.
Gestures help structure speech, express
emotional nuances, and emphasize
semantic accents. They facilitate the
audience’s perception of information by
performing illustrative, explanatory, or
regulatory functions, complementing and
accompanying speech. Conversely,
excessive  gesticulation may reduce
communicative effectiveness; therefore,
future teachers and journalists should
learn to wuse gestures moderately and
appropriately. Another highly expressive
means of nonverbal communication is
facial expression, which enhances the
persuasiveness of speech and conveys the
emotional state of the speaker. Facial
expressions can highlight important points
and create an atmosphere of trust and
openness. For teachers, facial expressions
sometimes perform an educational
function by shaping the emotional attitude
of students, whereas for journalists they
may serve as a means of maintaining
audience attention and as a component of
their professional image.

Thus, the means of logical and
emotional expressiveness play an
important role in the professional activity
of journalists and language and literature
teachers. The following practical tasks are
proposed to help future professionals
master these means: 1. Read any media
text using different intonations:
enumeration, question, exclamation,
surprise; read it in a cheerful and sad tone,

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in a serious and humorous manner, etc.
2. Determine the appropriateness and
specific features of using extralinguistic
expressive means in broadcast speech (for
example, in evening news) and during a
literature lesson. 3. Complete the creative
exercise "Mixed (Surzhyk) or Standard
Language?". Divide into two groups with
opposing views. Using means of logical and
emotional expressiveness, the first group
argues for the advantages of standard
literary language for modern youth, while
the second defends the right to speak as
they prefer and not differ from their peers.
4. Complete the creative exercise
"Nonverbal Means of Communication".
Discuss the appropriateness or
inappropriateness of wusing nonverbal
means in communication. Determine
which nonverbal signals may indicate
friendliness, interest, inattentiveness,
disrespect, or irritation. 5. Prepare a
nonverbal presentation about yourself.
6. Conduct an interview with a fellow
student using a "silent emphasis". Before
asking the next question, pause.
Sometimes the interviewee continues
speaking and reveals additional details.
Extralinguistic expressive means
constitute an important component of the
logical and emotional expressiveness of
speech. In the training of future journalists
and language and literature teachers, it is
important to develop the ability to combine
verbal and nonverbal means @ of
communication effectively, as their
coordinated interaction ensures a stronger
communicative impact on recipients.
Conclusions and research
perspectives. Means of logical and
emotional expressiveness are essential
tools in the professional activity of future
journalists and language and literature
teachers, as they facilitate effective
communication, enhance comprehension
of meaning, and strengthen emotional
impact on listeners. They perform
informational, persuasive, emotional-
aesthetic, regulatory, and other functions.
Intonation, pauses, logical stress, speech
tempo, melody, and extralinguistic
expressive means combine the intellectual
and emotional levels of perception.

Language and literature teachers employ
them as an important instrument of
educational and pedagogical influence,
since students’ interest in literature and
their emotional response largely depend on
the expressiveness of the teacher’s speech.
