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The article analyzes the concept of activity: cognitive activity, activity, cognitive activity, activation
of cognitive activity, stimulation of cognitive activity of higher education students, pedagogy, pedagogy
of higher education.

The essence of the concepts of "emotions”, "cognitive motives", their relationship in the educational
process is characterized. The world of emotions permeates all aspects of pedagogical life. In the
phenomenal plan, "emotions” represent a biased attitude. The basis for the emergence of human
emotional states are their needs and motives. Their satisfaction involves setting goals, solving specific
tasks. Emotions can be positive if they are consonant with pleasure, joy, interest, and negative if they
express dissatisfaction, grief, fear, sadness, anxiety, etc.

Needs and motives, on the one hand, and the specifics of situations, on the other, signal to the
subject the possibility or impossibility of satisfying his needs in the current situation and will cause
different emotional states in the students or the teacher. The experience of using techniques to
stimulate positive emotions in the process of studying the educational component "pedagogy” for
higher education seekers of the first (bachelor's) level of higher education and "higher school
pedagogy" for higher education seekers of the second (master's) level of higher education is
highlighted. The essence of methods and techniques for stimulating active cognitive activity of higher
education students in the process of studying these educational components is revealed: situations of
success, novelty, reliance on life experience, didactic game, discussion, case method, portfolios,
problem situations, etc., which are used in practical classes in the specified disciplines. The main
directions of continuity in teaching pedagogical disciplines to the learners of the first (bachelor's) and
second (master's) levels of higher education have been determined.

Introduction of the issue. The beginning

The key problem of modern higher
education is to increase the effectiveness of
the educational process, cognitive activity,
and positive motivation of higher education
graduates.

However, as pedagogical practice shows, in

education have been decreasing. In our

of rational and emotional factors in the
educational process, their rational
combination; while emotions have a great
influence on the process and results of
learning of higher education students. The
pedagogical process is a combination of
rational-logical, motivational and emotional
components on the principle of
complementarity. The problem of cognitive
activity of students is one of the most urgent
problems of modern psychological and
pedagogical science and practice.

Current state of the issue. Activation and
stimulation of cognitive activity of higher
education students is considered from
different points of view. The formation of
cognitive activity of students becomes the
basis for training modern specialists, which
actualizes the specified problem in
psychological and pedagogical research. The
methodological basis for studying the
specified problem is the provisions of the
theory of activity and development of
personality. The role of emotions in activating
the cognitive activity of the individual of the
education student is increasingly attracting
the attention of domestic and foreign
scientists. The theoretical justification of the
cognitive activity of the individual is
highlighted in the works of S. Rubinshtein,
G. Kostyuk, etc.; the pedagogical foundations
of the process of cognition in modern
institutions of higher education were studied
by scientists:  A. Aleksiuk, V. Lozova,
V. Yagupov; the process of managing the
educational and cognitive activity of higher
education students is reflected in the works
of: E. Belkin, D. Klymenko and
Yu. Shcherbenya; The conditions for effective
organization of educational and cognitive
activity are considered in the works of:
V. Buriak, L. Petrenko, methods and forms of
activating the educational and cognitive
activity of higher education students are
reflected in the works of V. Onyshchuk,
L. Stepashko, and others.

Aim of the research is to analyze the
essence and interrelationship of the concepts
of professional and pedagogical activity,
cognitive activity, activation of cognitive
activity, emotions and their influence on the
cognitive activity of higher education
students.

Results and discussion. In the modern
conditions of dominance of economic and
social factors, it is pedagogical science that
becomes the basis for promising social
changes. In this regard, a new worldview
concept is being formed, according to which
the individual becomes a priority, with his
unique interests, values, ability for creative
self-realization, cognitive activity, which
requires the development of new technologies

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logical and emotional-motivational
components in the educational process of a
higher education institution.

The peculiarity of emotions is that they
reflect the relationship between motives,
needs and success or the possibility of
successful implementation of the subject's
corresponding activity. Emotions arise after
the actualization of needs and motives, before
rational judgments, otherwise emotions
precede judgments. The teacher's
understanding that motivation is revealed to
the learner — the subject in the form of
emotional states in the form of experiences
that signal to him about the significance of
objects and arouse the need to direct activity
towards them, allows him to model the
necessary situations of the pedagogical
process taking into account the subjective
component, the system of motives. It is the
latter that activates the aspirations of the
learners and causes the necessary actions,
situations of the pedagogical process. The
system of motives created by the teacher
generates emotional tension in the learners,
"prepares" them for active actions and, in
combination with the field of possibilities
(which the teacher also created) as a
structural-logical direction (logical scheme of
the content of the lesson), leading to the goal,
creates conditions for the transformation of
possibilities into real actions.

The motivational-emotional component of
the pedagogical process is no less important
than the content-logical since it determines
the unconsciousness and irrationality of the
pedagogical process. It is important for the
teacher to understand that "emotion" is
indeed a certain system of reactions,
reflexively connected with certain stimuli.
feeling does not arise by itself in a normal
state. It is always preceded by one or another
stimulus, one or another reason - external or
internal. Therefore, the teacher can, using an
"artificial system of stimuli", evoke the
necessary emotions in the students. An
emotionally "colored" pedagogical process
takes on a completely different character. The
same words of the teacher or student,
expressed with certain feelings, act differently
than "emotionless" ones. The emotional tone
in the pedagogical process can, for example,
contribute or, conversely, hinder the
assimilation of information, contribute or
hinder the establishment of interpersonal
relationships, express an attitude towards a
person, etc. Emotions are associated with the
activity of the organism. According to
psychologists, emotions would not be needed
if they were inactive. If students perform a
certain type of work with joy, this means that
in the future they will try to do the same, and
vice versa — if a certain type of activity causes

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rejection in students, they will try not to
engage in such activity.

To establish a certain typology of the
variety of feelings, the German scientist W.
Wundt proposed their three-dimensional
theory; and in each dimension, feelings have
two directions: pleasure and dissatisfaction;
excitement and depression; tension and

release.
Emotions affect cognitive processes,
actions, human consciousness, and the

development of their personality.

Imagery acquires particular importance in
teaching pedagogical disciplines. The image
has a heuristic potential, "absorbs" and
generalizes, condenses, concentrates life
experience, primarily emotional, appeals to
feelings and stimulates them. Emotionally
presented information remains in memory for
a long time and is reproduced faster.

Without positive emotions, it is impossible,
on the one hand, to create a problem situation
that encourages students to take active
actions that will lead to solving the problem,
and on the other hand, without emotional and
sensory tension, students will not feel
satisfaction from the results of solving the
problem. A problem situation posed in a
dialogical aspect is a process, cooperation, co-
creation.

Its subjectivity, level of management, and
quality of knowledge acquisition by students
depend on the motivational and emotional
orientation of the pedagogical process.
Studies show that in the pedagogical process
there are both '"external" and "internal"
motives. The basis for the emergence of a
person’s emotional states are his needs and
motives. Their satisfaction involves setting
goals and solving specific tasks. Emotions can
be positive if they are consonant with
pleasure, joy, interest, and negative if they
express dissatisfaction, grief, fear, sadness,
anxiety, etc.

Needs and motives, on the one hand, and
the peculiarities of situations, on the other,
signal to the subject the possibility or
impossibility of satisfying his needs in the
existing situation and will cause different
emotional states in the learners or teachers.
In this regard, psychologists determine that
emotions perform the function of internal
signals, internal in the sense that they are not
a mental reflection of the objective reality
itself.

A personality can fully reveal itself,
mobilize all its mental, spiritual and
intellectual capabilities only under conditions
of freedom, respect, equality, the possibility of
choice, a system of motivation necessary for
developmental learning.

According to K. Ushinskyi, personality
cannot be formed without freedom. Freedom
is such an essential condition for human

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activity that without satisfying this condition,
activity itself is impossible. To take away
freedom from a person means to deprive him
of the opportunity to act.

Pedagogical activity consists in overcoming
obstacles, which require willpower on the part
of the learner. The stronger the will of the
individual, the more creative he is, inclined to
new types of activity [3: 135].

Pedagogical reality is a set of scientific and
practical activities carried out by professional
teachers-researchers and teachers-
practitioners [3: 348]|.

Pedagogical activity of a teacher of a higher
education institution is a professional activity
of a teacher in the training, upbringing and
development of students.

Pedagogical activity is a specific type of
activity, which is defined in dictionary sources
as a way of being of a person, his ability to
make changes.

Professional and pedagogical activity is
carried out by a teacher in accordance with
professional standards. It is characterized by
a high level of organization of the educational
process, the teacher's wuse of modern
pedagogical technologies, skill, and correction
of his own activity. An important component
of the teacher's professional and pedagogical
activity is the motivational and emotional
component.

Pedagogical action is a)an element of
pedagogical activity; b)a pedagogically
appropriate, planned or improvised act of a
teacher that causes changes in the
pedagogical situation or personal changes [3:
348].

The methodological basis of the learning
process is the theory of cognition
(epistemology), which considers the process of
cognition as a process of active, not mirror
reflection of reality in human consciousness,
a process of eternal and endless
approximation to the truth. Cognition reflects
the objective in the subjective
(consciousness).

Reflection in human thoughts is not
abstract, not without movement, but in
movement through the emergence of
contradictions and their resolution.

Activity can be manifested in any activity.
Cognitive activity is an activity aimed at
mastering knowledge, skills and abilities,

forming a worldview, personal qualities,
developing cognitive powers, cognitive
interests, and creative abilities of the

individual (students).

Cognitive activity characterizes the level
and nature of cognitive activity. Psychological
and pedagogical research has recorded the
following levels:

- Reproductive and imitative activity,
through which the experience of activity is

another, the assimilation of patterns, but
one's own activity is insufficient;

- Search and execution activity is at a
higher level, since independence takes place
here to a greater extent. At this level, the task
is accepted and the means and methods of its
implementation are independently sought;

- Creative activity is the highest level, since
both the task itself and the methods of
solution are determined by the education
seeker.

The techniques that put the learner in an
active position in the lesson include: a)a
situation in which the learner must defend his
opinion, give arguments; b) using experience
in another situation; c) helping another, etc.

In different methods and types of learning,
the level of activity of the learners is different.

Traditional learning forms reproductive
thinking. @ The learner's activity is
reproductive-imitative but can also be search-|B
executive. Today, individuals with creative
activity are needed. Such activity is provided
by problem-based learning. Of course, before
moving on to problem-based learning, it is
necessary to teach the learners to analyze and
compare, that is, to activate individual
techniques of thinking activity (analysis,
synthesis, comparison, highlighting the main
idea, classification, specification, etc.).

Psychologists have concluded that mental
development is characterized not only by the
volume and quality of acquired knowledge,
but also by the structure of the thought
process, the system of logical operations and
mental actions that a person possesses.

Thus, many different reasons and factors
motivate and "in a certain way"' adjust the
actions and deeds of higher education
students. It is important that such motivation
is not only "mental", but also "colored" by
emotional and volitional motivations, which
significantly affect the nature of actions and
deeds, their emotional and volitional tension.
Hence, activity in the pedagogical process is of

an emotional and volitional and logical
nature. Emotions '"permeate" thinking,
memory, imagination, attention.

Underestimation of their importance leads to
a decrease in the cognitive activity of higher
education students.

A negative attitude towards learning is
associated with negative emotions: fear,
resentment, dissatisfaction with oneself and
the teacher. A positive attitude towards
learning is associated with positive emotions:
surprise, experiencing unusualness, self-
confidence, pride in oneself. Emotionally
colored knowledge is remembered faster and
is stored in memory longer than knowledge
that is devoid of emotional coloring. And this
must always be considered when selecting
educational material. "Learning should be
fun. The art of learning is the art of awakening

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curiosity in young souls and then satisfying it.
And healthy, lively curiosity occurs only in a
good mood... To digest knowledge, one must
swallow it with appetite", writes A. France in
his novel "The Crime of Sylvestre Bonnard" (Le
Crime de Sylvestre Bonnard), which was
published in 1881. Thus, one of the important
conditions under which interest in learning
arises and develops, the activity of students
increases, is the brightness, emotionality of
the educational material, excitement,
enthusiasm of the teacher himself for his
educational discipline. This has a huge
impact on the students, their attitude to the
subject and the teacher. Emotional action is
one of the most powerful means of
encouraging students to study. The beauty,
enlightenment, emotional presentation of the
material being studied through skillful
teaching are transmitted to the students,
encouraging them to active cognitive activity.
The teacher's sincere enthusiasm for the
subject has a miraculous effect on the
students.

Hence, the pedagogical rule should be the
requirement of emotional excitement, through
which all educational material should be
conducted. The teacher must always worry
about accumulating the appropriate forces
not only of the mind, but also of the feelings.
From the teacher, speaking psychologically,
an innate emotional temperament is required.
Someone who is neither hot nor cold, but only
warm, will never be a true teacher.

Emotional techniques are one of the forms
of teaching educational material, expressing
one’s own attitude towards it, revealing logical
and figurative aspects of a scientific problem.
They contribute to improving the perception
of the material by the listeners, deepening its
understanding and memorization.

In modern conditions, this is especially
important: modern social factors have
changed the psychology of a young person.
Learners, as a rule, very easily combine the
intellectual with the emotional.

In the process of studying the educational
components "Pedagogy" by the higher
education seekers of the first (bachelor’s) level
of higher education and "Higher School
Pedagogy" by higher education seekers of the
second (master’s) level of higher education, we
used the following practical emotional
techniques:

- Direct inclusion (if the learners are
already quite familiar with the subject of the
conversation) we start with the main thing;

- Surprise: we use unexpected and
unknown information during the lecture, as
well as voluminous, relief forms of its
presentation. At the beginning of the lecture,
a vivid, figurative example;

- Inclusion of the element of informality:
considering the subject of discussion, giving

errors and other events in your life and their
consequences. Show how you managed to
avoid a one-sided approach to this or a similar
problem and find a new solution);

- Empathy (we describe events that
connect us with the learners, making the
latter experience);

- Dramatization (we vividly and
enthusiastically, consciously dramatizing,
depicting events that enrich the topic of the
lecture, seminar so that the higher education
seekers can identify themselves with the
characters and the life situation);

- Hyperbole (to sharpen the audience's
attention, we sometimes resort to
exaggeration. This helps to identify cause-
and-effect and conditional-effect relationships
between events, processes and people's
behavior; we express our position on defining
the problem);

- Appeal to authority (to support the
correctness of our own opinion, we refer to the
authority of science, the authority of learners
and  Thistorical, political, life, teaching
experience);

- Provocation technique (for a short time, it
causes learners to disagree with the
information being presented. It uses this
moment to prepare them for constructive
conclusions to clarify their opinion and more
clearly define their own position).

- Decision-making technique (we use it to
determine the attitude of higher education
seekers to any thought, concept, idea with all
the arguments "for" and "against'. After
comparing all the arguments, we find the
correct solution to the problem).

Without a doubt, the best catalyst for
increasing the emotional background of
classes is the application of humanistic
pedagogy of learning in teaching practice,
which involves restructuring learning in the
following areas: creating a  healthy
psychological climate, trust between teachers
and students, ensuring cooperation in
decision-making between all participants in
the educational process; updating
motivational resources of learning; developing
special individual qualities and properties in
teachers that best correspond to humanistic
learning.

Conclusions and research perspectives.
Thus, to effectively implement the emotional
score of learning, the teacher must be a kind
of "psychological, emotional tuning fork". And
therefore, he must have sufficiently developed
empathy — the ability to empathize with the
problems of the learners. Such attention to
the formation of positive emotions in learners
in the learning process is not accidental. An
emotionally positive attitude to learning
stimulates the cognitive and mental activity of
higher education seekers, increases their
