The article reveals the features of the development of green ecotourism in comparison with
sustainable tourism. Modern effective solutions in the promotion of green ecotourism are
studied, taking into account the comparison with sustainable tourism. It is determined that green
tourism requires constructive cooperation of all members of the territorial community in making
decisions that affect the environment. The main characteristics of green tourism are studied.
The concept of implementing “green” activities is considered, according to which providers
of tourism services improve their public image and community integrity, which is especially
relevant in periods of economic stagnation, since green business can create opportunities for
innovative entrepreneurship. The main similarities and differences between ecotourism and
sustainable tourism are substantiated. It is highlighted that both forms of tourism are focused
on environmental sustainability, have different types and methods of travel, and these forms of
tourism do not have an official international organization. Ecotourism and sustainable tourism
are defined as forms of tourism that care for the environment, emphasizing a reduced impact
on the environment and the world. Sustainable tourism strives for environmentally friendly
behavior by tourists, while ecotourism promotes activities with minimal environmental impact.
The differences between ecotourism and sustainable tourism are outlined, consisting in
different objectives, different categorization, concept of activity and work with local territorial
communities. It has been found that the implementation of “green” activities has a number of
positive features, the main one being that tourism service providers improve their public image
and community integrity. Especially in periods of economic stagnation, green business can
create opportunities for innovative entrepreneurship. It is investigated that a comprehensive
green strategy plan in promoting effective solutions should take into account four key
environmental issues: biodiversity loss, carbon sequestration, proper waste management and
protection and conservation of water resources.
