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DEVELOPING THE READINESS OF PROSPECTIVE PRIMARY
SCHOOL TEACHERS TO USE INTERACTIVE LEARNING
TECHNOLOGIES IN ENGLISH LESSONS

Abstract. The article addresses the issue of forming the readiness of future
primary school teachers to use interactive learning technologies in English
language lessons. The relevance of the study is determined by the need to improve
the quality of foreign language education in the context of Ukraine’s European
integration processes and the implementation of the conceptual principles of the
New Ukrainian School, which emphasize learner-centered, activity-based, and
competency-based approaches to teaching and learning. Particular attention is
paid to the significant role of primary foreign language education in the
development of pupils’ English-language communicative competence and to the
necessity of preparing teachers for the implementation of modern educational
technologies.

The study analyzes scholarly works by Ukrainian researchers devoted to
the professional training of future primary school teachers, the use of innovative
technologies in English language teaching, and the integration of interactive
technologies into the educational process. It is established that one of the key areas
of professional and methodological training of future teachers is the development
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of their ability to effectively apply interactive learning technologies while
organizing foreign language learning activities for young learners.

The purpose of the article is to specify practical ways of forming the
readiness of future primary school teachers to use interactive learning
technologies in English language lessons. The paper presents the experience of
implementing this task within the educational component “Innovative
Technologies in English Language Teaching” for students majoring in A3
Primary Education. The content of a practical class aimed at developing
methodological knowledge, professional skills, and competencies related to the
use of various types of interactive technologies, including cooperative learning,
collective and group interaction, situational modeling, and discussion-based
activities, 1s described.

The proposed system of practical tasks involves the analysis, selection,
modeling, and integration of interactive technologies into different stages of
English language lessons and into the process of developing the components of
primary school pupils’ English-language communicative competence. It is
concluded that the implementation of the developed system of tasks contributes
to the effective formation of future teachers’ methodological readiness for
professional activity and enhances their ability to apply interactive learning
technologies creatively in teaching English to young learners.
